The armies of the capitalist and bourgeois-revisionist coun"

tries are not, and can never be, really people's armies, for in
those countries the state power and the armies, like the socio-
-economic order, are not in the hands of the people, but in the
hands of the bourgeois and bourgeois-revisionist ruling classes,
to oppress aud exploit the broad working masses of the coun-
try, as well as to gobble up the freedom and independence
of other peoples, as the imperialist United States and the
social imperialist Soviet Union, especially, are doing. in their
desire to establish their savage dornination throughout the
world through' violence and deception.

An army of liberated workers and peasants, an army of
the revolution and the dictatorship of the proletariat, like
our army, cannot be other than a revolutionary people's army,
an army linked to the people, like flesh to bone, moulded
with the lofty virtues of the heroic Albanian people, and, al
the same time, of the triumphant proletariat, free from all
the vicious features of the antipopular, reactionary bourgeois

and bourgeois-revisionist armies. Our army has been created

and raised as such by the people themselves in their blow
to blow struggle with the external and internal enemies; it
has been created, organised, educated and taught by the Party
of Labour of Albania with comrade Enver Hoxha at the head.

The whole strength of our army is based on its revolu-
tionary people's character, and it gains this character from
its organic connection with the people, from the proletarian
leadership of the Party, and its proletarian ideological education
with the Marxist-f,eninist teachings of the Party, and comrade
Enver Hoxha. It is precisely this connection, this leadership,
and its education with these teachings, that make it invincible
to the class enemies. uOutside this concept,, comrade
Enver Hoxha says, xthere can be no invincible army, ,.An army
is invincible when it is an army of liberated workers and
peasants, rvhen it is an army of the dictatorship of the pro-
letariat and when it is led by a genuine Marxist-Leninist
party."

The enemies would like our army to divorce itself from
the people, that the Party leadership in it should be weakened
and eliminated, that our army should not be nurtured with
the Marxist-Leninist revolutionary teachings, so that its popular
character would be liquidated and it would not be in position
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to carry out its great duties of the defence of the homeland,
and be immediately destroyed in the face of imperialist and
social imperialists aggression. In reality, the enemies not only
have wanted this, but have also worked to bring this about.

Our Party has paid great attention to the unceasing revo-
lutionisation of the army, aloag with the revolutionisation of
the dictatorship of the proletariat and the whole life of the
country, not allowing its revolutionary people,s character to be
impaired,

The connection of the army with the people, the leadership
of the working class Party in the army, its education with
the Marxist-f,euinist proletarian ideology, which give it its
revolutionary people's character, have not remained abstract
notions with us. They have not remained empty phrases, as
is the case in the revisionist countries, where these great prin-
ciples, formulated by the classics of Marxism-Leninism, are
trumpeted only to conceal the abandonment of Marxism-Leni-
nism, to deceive the masses, while in fact they act against
these principles. Today, the soviet army and the other revisio-
nist armies, are no different from the US army and other bour-
geois armies, either in their reactionary character or in their
oppressive and aggressive aims. While with us, the linking
of the army with the people, the proletarian leadership of the
Party in the army, the Marxist-Leninist revolutionary education,
cannot be concived otherwise than as materialised in practice.
It is precisely this aspect that distinguishes our people,s Army
from any bourgeois-revisionist army.

The linking of the army with the people is embodied in
practice in the fields of organisation and training and, in the
coDcrete fighting duties, the defence of the homeland.

Unlike any capitalist and revisionist country, in our
country the army is not divorced from the people. The
People's Republic of Albania is a socialist country; it is, as
comrade Enver Hoxha says, rffi6 homeland of the entire people,
therefore it must be defended by the entire people; for us
defence must have the character of people's defence. Seen
through this correct Marxist-f,eninist prism, our People's Army
is only a part of the armed people,.

Our Party has constantly improved the implementation of
the great Marxist-Leninist principle of the entire people being
soldiers, of the arming and training of the whole people for
defence. For this reason, with us the uarmyo has a much broad
meaning than its classic meaning, indeed even broader than
the notion of .the armed forces,. Our people's army incluiles
not only the soldiers and officers on active service, but also
all the reservists and all the volunteer territorial self-defence
forces, etc.

From the very outset our army was cteated, not as a
special caste or stratum, but as an organic part of the insurgent
people, of the people armed, organised and led by the party,
in the general people's uprising to win freedom, independence,
and the people's state power. With the ever greater streng-
thening and consolidation of our socialist political, social and
economic order the principle of the "soldier people,, of the
army as a part of the armed people, has assumed, and is conti.
nually assuming, a broader and deeper extension and concreti-
sation. This is the opposite of what is occurring today in the
capitalist and revisionist countries, where the army, the armed
forces, are becoming more and more shut off, creating higher
walls and wider gulfs between them and the people, so that
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they turn into professional armies, into professioual, salaried,

armed forces. This tendency, the opposite of ours, is linked

with the continuous development of the general crisis in those

countries, as well as with the anti-Marxist principle according

to which the fate of the war is allegedly decided by military
eguipment, atomic and nuclear, chemical and bacteriological
weapofls, missiles, satellites, laset rays, etc., a principle which
is finding evet broader application with the imperialists and so-

cial imperialists. Here, we apply the immutable Marxist-Leninist
principle, according to which the fate of the war is decided pri-

marily by man.
The feature of an army divoried from the people, of a

closed, permanen! professional army, has found its expression

in the bartacs army like the bourgeois and revisionist arrnies,

for only such an army conforms to the oppressive and exploit-
ing system. Basing himself on Marx and Engels, Lenin

demanded ,the elimination of the permanent army, its repla-

cement with the arming of the entire people,, ,the liquidation
of the barracks army and the creation of the free military
school", uthe destruction of the military caste,, "the transfor-
mation of all the soldiers into citizens and of all the citizens,

able to carry arms, into soldiers,' Comrade Enver Hoxha has

described the barracks army as suitable for conspiracies, fcr
military putsches, like the one carried out by Khruschov, with
Zhukov's help, in the Soviet Union, when he surrounded the

Central Committee of the CPSU with the army and seized the

state power by force.
With us the Party has fought and crushed any inclination

and spirit of the old bourgeois barracks army; it has always
put into practice the teaching of the "soldier people', of

the arming and training of the entire people for defence, of

the free military school and ie doing this ever more thoroughly.
Our Party and people learned this great lesson in the National
Liberation War.

Not only did our army emerge from the bosom of the

people, as an integral part of the insurgent armed people, but

it was entirely based on the people. It was not created in
bartacks and it never stayed in them. It was lodged, fed and

clothed by the people. It seized its weapons from the eflemy"

Although poorly fed and clothed, with fewer arms than the

enemy, with commanders and commissars who had never

graduated from military academies, the majority of them with
little general culture, such an army proved to be steel-like

and invincible, capable of fighting and winning against enemies

greater in numbers, dressed in the best, armed to the teeth,

with officers and generals educated in military schools and

academies.
Our Par$r and people will always carry out the instructions

given by cornrade Enver Iloxha, who demands that these

teachings of f,enin's should always guide us in our work with
the army, that we bear in mind these great principles to arm

the entite people, to achieve what Lenin says: xEvery soldier
must be a citizen and every citizen a soldier"'

The bourgeois and revisionist army cannot come out from
its barracks, for if it does so, it grows weaker and weaker

and disintegrates, because it is not based on the people.

lVhile in coming out of its barracks, our people's army in no

way loses either its strength or its character as a regular,
modern army, perfectly trained for fighting; on the contrary,
it iacreased and further develops these characteristics, it
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flourishes and grows colrtinually stroflger, preserving and

always developing its invincibility. The lack of barracks did not

hindet the Albanian National Liberation Army from turning
completely into a regular and powerful army of the people

and the new Albanian State of people's democracy. "A free

military school,, comrade Enver Hoxha teaches us, udoes not

mean an amateur school, but military, in the full meaning

of the wotd, with e proletarian discipline, with a high poli-

tical and ideological consciousness, organised in uuits in such

a way as to respond to the organisation of the army and where

all the weapons and practices needed by the detachment are

taught. The detachments should be organised in such a way

that they carry out all the programmes laid down for the army,

and effect at any time the laision, coordination and creation

in a record time, of concentration in large detachments ready

for war".
The forms of organisation of the people's army, unlike the

forms of the bourgeois revisionist army, also necessarily

require other forms and ways of waging war, and conse-

quently of the fighting preparedness. In case of aggression

against the PRA the entire people, armed and trained to do

battle with the aggressors and triumph over them, will fight'
Thus, a people's army, as our army is, cannot wage other than

a people's war, which is a war of the popular masses, built

on the basis of the principle of selfreliance, a war of the entire

people. The military preparation for such a $/ar cafl never be

limited to the active army. Not only does this preparation

include the reserve army, the territorial volunteer self'defence

forces in a word, all the .citizens capable of carrying arms',

but it does not permit the slightest underestimation of the

importance of the training of the reservists, volunteer forces,

etc., which must be as sound, and as all-sided, as that of the

active army.
The strategy and tactics of the people's wat, its forms

of fighting, are much richer, more varied and more flexible

than those of any other war. It is a very dynamic war, it is

frontal but also partisan, it leaves no corner of the country

without turning it into searing flames for the enemy, and

allows the enemy not a single piece of peaceful territory' It
is waged on land, air, and sea, with all types of arms, it is

waged in the plains and the mountains, it raises mountains

even where there are none; it is waged in fortificatioos and

open terraitr, it is defensive, and even more, offensive; it is

usually a protracted war, but with lightening blows, with fire
and attacks and counter-attacks both from unprepared posi'

tions, and by means of dexterous and intelligent manoeuvring;

it requires speed, surprise, broad initiative, masterly use of

the terrain and the richest strategemes that might be born

in the creative minds of the people and their revolutionary

leaders.
It is difficult to fight a whole people. Therefore, the impe-

rialists and social imperialists fear the people's war more than

anything. That is why they strive in every way to undermine

the preparation for defence and people's war of the people's

and their armies which they plan to attack.

The alhound preparation of the army and of the whole

soldier people is not an easy job- On the contrary, it is very

complicated, because the people's war is also difficult and

complicated. This war requires not only bravery and self'

denial, but also profound knowledge and high skill in orga-
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nising, waging and leading the war, in the use of arms and

fighting technique in geaeral' It also requires thorough advance

knowledge of the enemy, of any possible aggression, so as to

be able to counterpose our revolutionary strategy and tactics

to the strategy and tactics of the enemy, to make the position

intolerable for the enemy forces, to set traps and drown them

in their own blood. For this purpose our Party, and comrade

Enver Hoxha, lay before our People's Army, before our whole

soldier people, the task of thoroughly and persistently study'

ing our people's military art, the art of the people's war,

embodied in theses of the Defence Council, which are based on

the Marxist-Leninist military science, the laws of war, the milita-

ry line of our Party, the rich experience of our National Libera-

tion War, aud its further development in the post-war period.

The people's war brooks no ready-rnade schemes, for'
malism, routine and scholasticism, therefore, the preparation

for such a war canflot be formal and scholastic either. our
people and our army fought and won in the National Li
beration War with a high creative spirit, which the Party had

instilled in the mind and heart of every cadre and partisan,

of every people's fighter. The theses of the Defence Council

cultivate this creative spirit. The training, which is constructed

and carried out on the basis of the requirements of our peo-

ple's military art, of the laws of war, which is free from
formalism and routine, which has the revolutionary creative

spirit blended into it, is never boring, it is interesting, and,

above all, it teaches the art of people's wal', so variegated and

at the same time so complicated, in practice. The application
of schemes and prescriptions outside our reality, outside the

framework of people's war, causes incalculable damage to the
preparation of the people for defence. Useless "spit and polish',
work merely for show, deception, cause even greater damage. All
these things are incompatible with the people's character of the

army, they are typical only of the bourgeois reyisionist armies.

The revolutionary education of our People's Army is

expressed in the proletarian people's virtues and qualities of
ouf officers and soldiers.

Above all, this education is apparent in the profound under'
standing that the duty of the defence of the socialist homeland

is the duty above all duties. This understanding has its roots

in the very reality oI the rapid development of the country
on the road of socialist construction, the allround progress and
prosperity, the superiority of our socialist order over the ca-

pitalist order, as well as in the great ideological and political
work being done by the Party with all our people, to make

it clear to them and convince them that everything they are

building with toil and sweat, they must defend with blood and

sacrifice, that the P.R, of Albania is under a great and un-

relenting threat from the imperialist-revisionist encirclement,
that the US imperialists, the Soviet social imperialists, and

other external chauvioistic reactionary forces, have their plans

ready and are awaiting only the opportune moment to attack
and destroy socialism in Albania, to enslave the Albanian
people, to snatch from their hands the great and vital victories
they have achieved under the leadership of the Party.

The profound understanding of the duty of defence is
expressed in the tireless work the Party is doing with
the officers and soldiers for their military and political pre-

paration, in the work they themselves do in this direction, in
the readiness displayed by every citizen to carry out military
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service as an active soldier, reserve soldier, or a member

of self-defence detachments, etc., in the sacrifices the whole of
our people are making for defence. nThere can be no People's

Army without countless sacrifices,, says comrade Enver Hoxha.

Laziness, sluggislrness, lack of interest, apoliticism, are

incompatible with the revolutionary, people's character of our

army and our worker-soldier people.

In our country. The officer or solider is first of all a

political man, who stands loyal to the people, socialisrn, the

Party, who knows and applies its decisions and directives and

the laws of the State and the teachings of comrade Enver Hoxha,

who always wages the class struggle correctly, and, finally,
who proves himself tireless in passing on his military, politi"
cal, ideological, and theoretical knowledge to others-

Our army never remains politically neutral, as the capi
talist want to present the armies of their countries' Our servi-

cemen enjoy full political rights like all the other citizens

because army and people are one, and have the same aim;
the complete construction of the socialist society and com-

munism, the defence of the socialist homeland. The people do

not fear the army, nor does the army fear the people, unlike
what occurs in capitalist and revisionist countries, where the
people are afraid of the army.

Because the people and army are one, our army takes
part in the entire political life of the country with equal rights,
and considers the question of the political, economic, and

cultural development of the PRA as its own, just as every
citizen considers the defence of the homeland as his own con'
cern. Every unit, detachment, and sub-detachment maintains
close, daily reciprocal ties with the district, the city, the enterpri-
se, the cooperative, the school of the zone or region where it li'
ves and operates. They help one another to solve the political,
economic, cultural and military problems. Before he is a good

service man, every one of our soldiers is a good citizen of the

PRA, who knows how to carry out in an exemplary way the

duties with which he is charged by the constitution and laws, of
the state and the directives and decisions of the Party.

The revolutionary people's character of our army is streng-

thened by proletarian virtues, such as unsullied love and aid
for the comrade, socialist moral behaviour in society, com-

munist honesty and justice. The vices of the bourgeois army,
such as selfishness, pettyness, cronyism, stealing, Iies, hypo-
crisy, slander and intrigue, servility, gambling, drunkenness

and dissolute behaviour, are alien to our servicemen. Any
manifestation of such vices is severely criticized and punished.

The virtues of loyalty, honour, the pure partisan morality,
essentially communist, which charactetized the Albanian Natio-
nal Liberation Lrmy, constituted sound weapons to win the

hearts of the people, who, by means of these virtues, made

the distinction between the partisans and the reactionary bri'
gand forces of "Balli Komb6tar' and "Legaliteti". Our Party
fights to preserve and ceaselessly develop the revolutionary
virtues of the NLA in the People's army.

of great importance in defining the character of an army
are its leading cadres, the officers. If the officers are and always

remain revolutionary, loyal sons of the people, the revolu-
ti,on, socialism, and the cause of the proletariat, the army will
always preserve its revolutionary people's character; otherwise
it degenerates into a bourgeois-revisionist army, turns frolar a

weapon of the dictatorship of the proletariat and socialism

into a weapon of the counterrevolution of the bourgeoisie,

into a reactionary antipopular army, as has happened in the

case of the Soviet Army.
In the bourgeois armies the leading cadres of the army

constitute a caste in themselves, the most privileged, the most

fawned upon of the ruling class, because this caste is a

watch-dog of the capitalist and revisionist order. While with
us, the commanders and commissars are loyal sons of the
people; the dictatorship of the proletariat has trained them

itself, to serve the people, socialism, has moulded them with
the proletarian ideology of the Party and with the Marxist-
Leninist military science. The officers of our People's Army
have the same rights and duties as all the citizes, They have

no special privileges. They have great responsibility and render
account for their entire activity to the people, the Party, the

organs of the people's state power, and the soldiers.
The Party, and comrade Enver Hoxha, require the army

cadres to be .in the first place very kindly men, sincere, frank
and just towards the soldiers, to be modest aflt tireless workers,
insistent and strict in demanding account, from themselves
firts of all, and then from the soldiers, without falling into
arrogance, or, on the other hand, into sluggishness, oppottu-
nism, or liberalism". Entirely alien to our officers are the
symptoms characteristic of the bourgeois and revisionist army,
such as arrogance, domineering, haughtiness, temoteness from
the soldiers, moral dissipation. Any such symptoms are most

severely condemned as soon as they appear.
The Party is doing intensive work to preserve the army

cadres from the ills and vices of the bourgeois and revisionist
officers and generals. It teaches them never to think that they
are immune from these evils, not to let themselves get rusty
and spoiled, but to temper themselves continually as revolutio-
naries, win their authority through their work, ability and
faultless behaviour and not through brutal and arrogant atti-
tudes. ,We must be modest with the soldier", comrade
Enver Hoxha advises the army cadres, rso that he will be
close to us; we must love the army so that the soldiers will
love us, will become convinced of what we tell them and follow
our lead,. Harshness is shown only to the enemies of the
people, of the Party, and of socialism.

The tempering of officers as revolutionaries is also assis-
ted by their participation in productive labour for a definite
time every year, just as all other cadres in our country.

As is known, rank was abolished in our People's Army some
time ago. The Party took this decision precisely to eliminate
any formal division between officers and soldiers, to prevent
the creation of distance between the cadres and the rank-
and-file fighters, to preserve the officers from the evils of
arrogance, despotism, haughtiness, and conceit. Military rank
was a vestige of the bourgeois armies and was in opposition
to the mass line and proletarian democracy our Party applies
both in the army and everywhere else. Comrade Enver Hoxha
considers the opinion of the mass of the soldiers as a very
great force. .Without youtr, he addresses the soldiers, "without
your advice, without your opinions, without your experience,
without your criticism, the officers would degenerate, become
conceited,.

Neither the lack of military rank nor the proletarian demo-
cracy impair proletarian discipline in anyway. They do not
weaken our People's Army at all, do rot hinder it from pre-
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paring itself rnilitarily and politically and fighting brilliantly
against the enemies, on the contrary. Did the lack of rank
and the development of revolutionary democracy hinder our
National Liberation Army from waging its renowned heroic
war and triumphing over the Italian and German occupation
armies and the Ballist and Zogist forces? And in another war
against the imperialist or socialist imperialist aggressors rank
will play no part at all. ,What do we want with badges of
rank, says comrade Enver Hoxha. .Do we want to get caught
up in brambles and thorns? We shall fight better without them.
If need be, even without jackets, or boots, just as the partisans

did yesterdayn. And further: "As you see, badges of rank play
no role whatever in the revolution and in the war of the pro'
letariat and the people. In the revolution the proletarians and
the peoples fight without rank and triumph over the enemies

with badges of rank and decorations. The proletarians and
peoples fight and win without boots, with ragged clothes and
empty bellies, whereas the army of the capitalist, which is quite
unable to fight without those things, is defeated by us.

,What is it then, that makes revolutionary armies strong?
It is that spirit, those laws of the revolution. . . . , Marxism-
-Leninism and the Marxist-Leninist Party that educates them
and leads them in revolution,.

The Party demands that democracy and proletarian mili-
tary discipline always go together and not only must they not
oppose any other, but, on the contrary, each must help in
the application and strengthening of the other. Democracy
helps to make discipline really conscious. The Party and the
dictatorship of the proletariat demand strict military discipline,
but only conscious discipline, for only such a discipline,
comrade Enver Hoxha teaches us, ngoes to the point of making
the ultimate sacrifice: to die in defence of the homeland,.

"In the army,, he continues, "orders are and always remain
orders, They must be carried through to the end, but in the
first place, they must be on the line of the Party, on the ideolo-
gy of the Party, on the military foad of the Party..

A powerful contribution to the continuous preservation and
strengthening of the revolutionary virtues and qualities of
the cadres and fighters of our People's Army is the great work
carried out by the Party for their ideologisal and political edu-

cation, which is closely linked and interwoven with the work
for their military educatioa. The study and assimilation of
Marxism-Leninism, of the history of the Party of Labour of
Albania, of the Party documents and comrade Enver Hoxha's
works, closely connected with the revolutionary activity, is
that great force which makes our army preserve and continually
strengthen its proletarian character, which makes our cadres

and soldiers remain always loyal to the people, the Party, and
the dictatocship of the proletariat, purge themselves of alien
remflarts in their consciousfless, defend themselves from the
bourgeois-revisionist influences, and think and act always as

revolutionaries, implementing the decisions and directives of
the Party, and the teaching of comrade Enver Hoxha.

The leadership by the Party of f,abour of Albania is a

decisive factor which ensures both the organic army-people
unity and the revolutiouary education of the soldier people.
In our people's army this leadership is realized through the
Party branches, bureaus and committees, through the political
commissars and all the communists.
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On this major questioi a very rich experience of more
than 30 years has been accumulated, since the tirne of the
creation of cells in the partisan qeta and companies, of bureaus
in battalions, of political sections and party committees in
shock brigades and army divisions, since the establishment of
political commissars in every formation of the National Libe-
ration Army. At the time when this army was being organised,
in summer 1943, comrade Enver Hoxha instructed: .Strengthen
the organisation in the National Liberation Army (without party
organisations in the qeta there is no National Liberation War),.

The decisive role played by the organisations and the lea-
ding organs of the Party, the political commissars, and all the
communists in the National Liberation Army, for the ideologi-
cal, political, and military tempering of this army as an essen-
tially revolutionary people's army, invincible in the battles with
the savage fascist enemies and traitors and victorious over
them; is well known.

After the war, the party committees in the army were
abolished, and from the year 1956 the political cornmissars, too,
This does not mean that the party leadership in the
People's Army was eliminated, because the party bran_
ches and bureaus always remained, besides the poli
tical Department of the Army, which carried out the
functions of a directory of the Central Committee of
the Party. The abolition of the party committees and political
commissars resulted from a stereotyped application, not well
pondered over, rms road,
for wirich, as ha only
out-dated, but eve that
they were also uld con_
sequences had the Central Committee of the party not taken
timely measures. In March 1966 it took the historic decision

committees in units, detachments,
organs leading the entire work
of the restoration of the political

s at all levels.
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The Party branches always play a role of primary importan-
ce in strengthening the revolutionary consciousness of the com-
munists and masses in the army. They ensure that every com-
munist is a vanguard fighter, and from every view point, an
exarnple of a genuine revolutionary for all the non-party sol-
diers and cadres, for all the citizens in the zone or region
where the detachment or unit lives and operates. They lead the
entire political and military work in the subdetachment or
the staff concerned, and demand account from all the commu-
nists, without exception, concerning the implementation of the
Party Constitution, the directives and decisions of the Party. In
the Party branch the cornmander and the commissar are equal
with all the other communists. There is no military hierarchy
in the Party and there can be none, nor can it be permitted that
this hierarchy should influence the work of the Party organi-
sations and leading organs in the slightest,

The closest auxiliary of the Party organisations in the im-
plementation of the political and military line of the Party
in the army is the organisation of the Albanian f,abour youth
Union. Speaking of the important role of this organisation, com-
rade Enver Hoxha instructs the Party committees and orga-
nisations, and all the communists in the army: "If you do not
attach due importance to this organisation, which should act
in an energetic and revolutionary way on every occasion; this
means' that you do not attach irnportance to the education
of the soldiers, that you do not properly understand the orga-
nised work either of the Party, of the youth or the army.
Therefore, I once more recommend that you should pay greater
attention to youth and its organisation in the army, the sole
mass organisation you have, and what an organisation, one
of the most heroic,.

The great and decisive role the party committees aud orga-
nisations and the political commissars have in the army in no
way replaces the other rnajor role of the courmanders and
ccmmands, the staff and the chiefs of various armed services
in the army. It would be a rnistake to think that the commands
and staffs cannot give any order and cannot allocate any duty,
without its first being decided in the party branch or committee.
The commands and staffs are obliged to carry out the decisions
of the Party committees and organisations, but they have full
competence and initiative to give orders and assign duties, to
demand that tliey are performed to the letter, rendering account
of their activity, later, not only before the party, but also before
the rank-and-file soldiers as well as before the higher com-
rnands and staffs. The party committees and organisations,
among other things, also have the duty of ensuring the com-
plete execution of order which are in conformity with the line
of the Party, with its directives and decisions, and those of
the Defence Council. "Leadership through party committeeso,
comrade Enver Hoxha has pointed out, nin no way overshadows
the major role of the staffs, nor the restoration of the politica!
commissars the role of the commanders. On the contrary, they
are placed in positions to contribute even rnore and do a
qualified work, because, apafi from the matter that the leader-
ship is collective, which means more qualified, more sure, rnore
correct, and with fewer mistakes, all their work will be per-
meated by a healthier Party spirit. The art and technique of
the staffs and commanders will be more thoroughly moulded
with political considerations and with the Marxist-Leninist ideo-
Iogieal principles,.

It is the main
weapon in the hands of the worlsing class,

the working masses and their vanguard,

the party, for the realisation of the revo-

lutionary transformation of society, for
the defence of the victories achieved and

for the continuous development of the

revolution. Therefore, the defence and con-

solidation of the dictatorship of the pro-

letariat, the constant perfecting of it, in
conformity with the changes which the

life of the country undergoes, is the ruain

duty facing the revolutionaries.
Bureaucratisrn with all its manifesta-

tions, such as techDocratism and intellec-
tualism, is orre of the most dangerous ene-

mies of the dictatorship of the proletariat.
The classics of Marxism-Leninism have

stlessed what a danger bureaucratism

represents to the new state power of the

working class, ancl, have drawn attention
to the need for determined struggle
agairrst it. But in the communist move-

urcnt the seriousness of this danger was

not fully appreciated ti11 recently. The

strtLggle against it was wagcd mainly by
bureaucratic trethods and through bureau-

cratic apparatuses. This is also the rea-

son that this danger was not avoided in
the Soviet Union, and bureaucratism, tech-

nocratism and intellectualism, became

among the main sources of the bourgeois

degeneration of socialism. There the bu-
reaLtcrats and technocrats were transfor-
med into a new bourgeois stratum, and,

from servants of the people, they became

their rulers, usurped the state power, and
paved the way to capitalism and the tran-
sformation oJ the Soviet Union into a new

imperialist power wiih pretentions to

world hegemony and domination.
Analysing the causes of that counterre-

r.olutionary change which occured in the

Soviet Union and in a series of other for-
mer socialist countries, the PLA has drawn
lessons and conclusions of great value and
has adopted a series of revolutionary mea-

sules to bar the way to the birth and
spread of bureaucratism, technocratism
and intellectualism. This problem has been

elaborated and ever more deeply clarified
in the party documents and comrade
Enver Hoxha's works. We find in them
a wealth of ideas and lesscns drawn from
our levolutionary practice and flom the
positive and negative experience of the

international communist movement. We

must continually return to these ideas and

lessons, for they arm us ideologically, help
us to understand the problems thoroughly,
to recognise the real causes of phenome-

na and the correct roads we must fol1ow

to carry our tliumphant revolution always

onward.

The party has stressed that it is impor-

tant not ony to undelstand the danger

posccl by bureaucratism and the need for
a protracted and uninterrupted struggle

against it, but also to understand thoro-

ughly how it rnanifests itself, to grasp

and discover a1l its aspects, and in parti-

cular to grasp and fight the essence of it.
Sone people have a narrow concept of the

bureaucrat and bureaucratism, reducing

the bureaucrat simply to a man who stays

closed in his office, tied up in red tape,

and bureaucratism as somethilg manifes-

ted in piles of memos, fruitless meetings,

solution of problems frora the office, in
inflated staffs, etc. Certainly, all these

things are characteristic of buqeaucrats and

txrreaucratism, but they are not all of it
and not the main thing. A11 these thrngs

must be fought, but first of all we must

fight the concepts which characterise the

bureaucrat and constitute the essence of
bureaucratism. These concepts are idealis-

tic, reactionary, anti-revolutionary, anti-
Marxist, inspired by the ideology of the

feudal and bourgeois exploiting classes

and serving them as a weapon to domi-
nate the masses of the people, to oppress

and exploit them. ,Bureaucratismo, com-

rade Enver Hoxha says, *is a form of
thinking and acting in open opposition to
the people, to their vital interests'
(Enver Hoxha, Repoxts and specches 1967-

-1s68, p. 43).

Without continually and persistently

combating these concepts in all their ma-

nifestations, which form the bureaucrats

and bureaucratism we cannot eradicate

either the bureaucratic practices or the
bureaucratic organisational forms and
methods and style at work.

But what are the concepts that underlie
the bureaucratic thinking and acting? Thev
are the concepts according to which it is

the apparatuses and their employees that
make the 1aw, manage and command,
dictate and decide every thing, while the
broad masses of the people are only a

blind mob which simply has to work and

produce under the crders and the dictate

of the bureaucracy. Ihe concept of bure-

aucratism are idealistic and reactionary
from start to finish, incompatible with
the nature of the socialist state, as a state

of workers and peasants, which, in its

entire activity, relies on and must rely on

the masses, which is guided by the prin-
ciple that it is the masses of the people

rr,ho create, build, and transform the world
and society and, consequently, that a1l the

merits belong, in the first place and above

all, to them and not to the individuals,
however outstandinpl, learned, and able

they may be.

Bureaucratism and the bureaucrats, com-

rade Enver Hoxha has pointed out, are

anti-popular, are enemies of the people,

the party and the people's state power,

for they strive to restole those ways of
management which are characteristic of
the old social orders where the nrinority
rules, oppressing and exploiting the broad
masses of the people. With their concepts

and practices they distort the profoundly
democratic character of our state power
and our entire socialist order, deform the

norms and 1aws, which they see as orders

from above to be carried out blindly. They

ignore the voice of the masses, their opi-
nions and criticisms, smother the revolu-
tionary action of the masses, strive to

impose themselves on the masses in the

name of the state power and the law,
behave arrogantly and despotically to-

rvards the masses, placing their *eqo,,

their interests and privileges above every

thing.
Mention should be made here, a1so, of

the fact that, in face of the criticism and

revolutionary action of the masses and the
party, the bureaucrats and technocrats

strive to conceal their real features. They

cone out with the banner of the party,
but they act against the party; they pose

as upholding the norms and laws of the
State, but they distort them; they pre-

tend to stand for the mass 1ine, but they
behave like bosses towards the workers,
peasants, and soldiers; they say that they
are for democlacy, but they violate every
democratic freedom, strangle every cri-
ticism of the masses. In all these ways
they create a graye situation, cause discon-
tent among the masses of the people, drive
them into passirzity and indiference, cool
their enthusiasm for and divert them flom
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the levolutionary struggle, spread fear and
distrust, discourage their initiative and
independent action. All this cannot fail to
impair the ties of the party and the
State with the working class and
the working masses, that strong unity
between them which is the basis of the

strength and invincibility of our so-

cialist order.
A1l these things place before the party

organisations and organs the great task of
making the masses conscious of the neces-

sity for the struggle against bureaucratism
in all its manif estations, and of organi-
sing, mobilising, an.d leading them in this
battle of vital importance to the defence

and consolidation of the dictatorship of the
proletariat, The bureaucrats and techno-
crats are enemies of the popular masses,

consequently the masses of the people are
their irreconciliable enemies. This means

that the only right and effective way to
combat and eliminate these evils is for
the masses themselves to rise, to take
this historic struggle into their own hands

and carry it through to the end. For lhis
it is essential to develop the criticism and

the control of the masses from below on

a broad scale, to create all the conditions
for the masses to express their opinions
openly and unhesitatingly, to severely con-
demn any manifestation of revenge, arro-
gance, and domineering, to place all the

cadres, without exception, under the con-
trol of the masses, to draw the broad
masses into active management of State

and social affairs.
Bureaucrats and technocrats think that

nothing can be done without the appara-
tuses and without them, that they are
destined to lead and. manage, that they
stand above others, that they alone, know
about and understand affairs of state,

science and technology, while others,
the class and the masses, must simply
obey them, submit to their orders, blindly
do what they are told. And whe-
rever any difficulty arises they see

no other way of solution except

by inflating their staffs, increasing the
number of people in the apparatuses, for
to them the apparatuses are everything.
But the increase of the organisms and
apparatuses whether necessary or not in-
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creases the number of links and emplo-
yees, increases the non-productive e1e-

ments, hence the bureaucracy, which re-

moves the state power and the manage-

ment of affairs further from the masses

and gives rise to arrogance, domi-

neering, arbitrarity which are so harmful
and condemnable.

This is why the party instructs us to
return to the decisions adopted for sim-

plifying the apparatuses and paper work,
to see where we are concerning these

decisions, and to take measures to carry
them out thoroughly, to strictly observc

the principle that our apparafuses, must

be as simple and effective as possible,

firmly based on the masses, and must

actively draw them into the state activi-
ty. We must have as few people as possi-

ble on the pay ro11, not only and simply
for economic reasons, to have a less ex-

pensive apparaits, but especially to pre-

serve and strengthen the democratic cha-

racter of the people's power, to put in
practice the great principle that the state

power in our country emanates from the

masses of the people and belongs to them,

and that it cannot be realised without the

broad and direct participation of the wor-
king masses.

Among the ugliest manifestations of bu-

teaucratism in our times are technocratism

and intellectualism. They are connected

with the great progress of science and

technology, with the development of indu-

stry and its modern equipment, with the

increase of the stratum of intelligentsia.
Technocratism and intellectr.ralism are the

two supporting pillars of bureaucratism

which keep it alive, nurture and strengthen

it. As the party has stated, they are a refi-
nement of buleaucracy in conformity with
the great role science and technolo-

gy have assumed in the development of
society, they are an expression of bour-
geois ideology and policy at the present

stage of the domination of monopoly ca-

pital.
The bourgeoisie and the revisionists have

raised technocratism and intellectualism
to a whole system, which is counterposed

to the working class and the labouring
masses. Their ideologists are striving to
prove that in the conditions of the deve-

lopment of a great technical and scienti-

fic revolution, it is the scientists, techni-
cians, and specialists who decide and de-

termine everything, that nothing can be

done without them. They fetishize the ro-

Ie of technology and negate the role of
man, they fetishize the role of technocracy

and negate the role of the masses as the

decisive productive and creative force

which promotes the entire development of

society.

Our men and women, too, are not
immune flom the influences of this ideo-

1ogy. As a matter of fact, we sometimes

run across such concepts in many fields
of life: in production, education, the army
and elsewhere, where some people, over-

rating their .abilities. and ,skills" giving
primacy to equipment and expertise, alle-
gedly relying on the achievements of scien-

ce, trample underfoot the revolutionary
thinking and action of the working class

and the working masses. They counter-
pose themselves to the masses with inte-
llectual and technical despotism, strangle

their creative initiative, ignore their opi-
nions, remarks and criticism and impose

their own will on them, thus placing them-

selves above the working class and the

working masses. This is a very dangerous

and harmful deformation of the relations
between the cadres and the masses which
should by no means be allowed, and which
must be fiercely combated wherever it
appears.

The party and the state power have

done and are doing great work in training
cadres equipped with high scientific and
technical knowledge. They have created
splendid conditions and possibilities for
the cadres to extend their cultural hori-
zons and raise their professional qualifi-
cations. Along with this, the party has done

and is doing great work also for their
ideological and political education, so that
the cadres will be not only capable spe-

cialists in their professions, but, above all,
consistent revolutionaries, political people,

who will grasp and implement the party
line and the teachings of Marxism-Leni-
nism in all their activity. But, it seems,

this work has not always been sufficient
and at the necessary level, and that is

why in some sectors manifestations of

bureaucratism and technocratism have

appeared.

The party and the people's state power

have a proper appreciation of the work
of all the various cadres and specialists.

They value highly their abilities and ca-

pacites, the great efforts they make, toge-

ther with the masses for the socialist con'

struction of the country. But they have not

permitted and rvill never permit a few in-

dividuals to climb on the backs of the

workers, peasants, and soldiers, and dis-

regard their voice. The working class, is

in power in Albania. the dictatorship of

the proletariat led by the Party of Labour.

The specialists and technicians are the

auxiliary of the wolk:.ng class and their

knowledge tnust be placed at the service

of the people, the homeland, and socialism.

They cannot make the 1aw and imPose

themselves on the working class and

working masses, but, like everyone e1se,

must submit to the laws of the dictator-

ship of the proletariat which express the

will of the working class, as the

class leading the state and the whole

society.

Bureaucratism and technocratism consti-

tute a great danger to the cadres, but ma-

nifestations of them also infect the masses,

for thcy sow in them passivity and indiffe-
lence, the erroncous idea that ,those at

the top, know everything and that every-

thing ,,depends on those above,, cultivate

the feeling of submission and fear, the

lack of boldness and courage. It has been

proved by numerous facts that wherever

bureaucratism and technocratism domi-

nate and are not combatted, a situation of

stagnation is created in which; although

the people see that thc party line and

norms of the party are being infringed, the

laws of the state violated, that unjust
actions are being carried out, and the

rights of the working people impaired,
they do not speak up forcefully, and do

not rise to put the bureaucrats and techno-

crats in their place. Therefore it is ne-

cessary to draw great lessons and improve
our work, not only in educating the cadres

so that they will always remain servants of
the people, but especially in educating the

working class and the working masses

so that they will thoroughly understand
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the danger of bureaucratism and techno-

cratism and of how to fight them, become

fu1ly conscious of their position and role

as masters of the country and develop the

courage to rise in struggle against anyone

who departs from the road of the party'

The great discussions in the party and

the people about comrade Enver Hoxha's

speeches "On the further revolutionisation

of the party and state poweril. "The wor-

king class control*, "socialism is built by

the masses, the party makes them cons-

cious*, and especially the discussions about

t1-re documents of the 4lh, stt, and 6th

Plenums of the Central Committee of the

Party, clearly showed what great revolu-

tionary energies exist in the masses, how

powerful and correct is their judgement

and what colossal results are achieved

when the questions raised by the party

become the concern of the masses.

The party demands that everYthing

a1ien, which is opposed to the masses and

hinders them from playing their great

and decisive role in the entire life of the

country, be swept awaY with an iron

broom. The party organisations, all the

communists, must be in the forefront of

this historic struggle evel'ywhere and all

the time, and, by their example, courage,

and spirit of principle, inspire, mobilize

and lead the masses. As the political staff

of the working class, the party has ttnder-

taken and realises the task not only of

making the masses conscious, but also of

organising them, throwing them into

action, and leading them on the road of

the triumphant revolution.
Bureaucratism is a dangerous evil from

which the party, itself, is not immune.

This danger becomes greater especially

wher-r the party is in power, when its

cadtes are vested with power and manage

affairs in various sectors of life. The pro-

blern is that the bureaucratic and techno-

cratic pressure on the part of state, tech-

nical, and other apparatuses, penetrates

into the party too, through its people

who work in these apparatuses. Besides

this, there exists the great pressure of the

capitalist and revisionist world surroun-

ding us, there exists also the internal bour-
geois pressure inherited from the past and

which has not yet been eliminated.
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The result of all this is that the class

struggle must be waged fiercely even wi-
thin the party, from the ranks of which
emerge some people who submit to these

pressures and capitulate before them, even

going as far as to lose the qualities of a

revolutionary and degenerating into anti
socialist elements, servants of the bour-
geoisie and revisionism. The danger these

people pose to the fate of sociaiism has

been clearly proved by the bitter experien-

ce of the Soviet Union, where they des-

troyed the gains of the october Revolu-

tion and paved the way to the restoration
of capitalism. This has been confirmed by
the experience of our Party and country,
too, In our collntry, however, the enemies

have been unable to attain their counter-

revolutionary aims, because the party has

stood vigilant and has discovered their
antipopular and anti-national plar-rs and

conspiracies in time and smashed them.

Precisely from this experience we must

draw great and important lessons.

We must never forget that the enemies

always spearhead their attack against our'

party, against its leadership and its unity,
against its ties with the working class

and the masses of the people. Their aim is

to paralyse and split the party, to divorce

it from the people, divert it from its lea-

ding role and nrake it degenerate into a

bourgeois and revisionist party. While our
great task is to preserve and strengthen

our party, to educate and tetr-rper it con-

tinually, to revolutionise it unceasingly, in
order to make it invincible and unconque-

rab1e, capable of playing its leading role

ever better as the surest guarantee for the

continuous development of the revolution
and the successful collstruction of so-

cialism.

The party is the sole leading force of
the State and of the entire life of our
society. No duality whatsoever is permissi-

ble on this cardinal question. The dicta-

torship of the proletariat cannot be con-

ceived and realised without the undivided
leadership of the revolutionary party of
the working class. The party leadership

is and must be everywhere, on every job,

in every sector, in every cell of our socia-

list society. With us there are not, and

there cannot be, two or three leaderships:

An ideological leadership realised by the

party, and an economic, technical, admi-

nistrative of military leadership realised

by other organs. No parallelism or equals

sign can be put between the party and the

other state, economic, technical, military
or social organs. The party leads and di-

rects everywhere. This is the law of the

socialist revolution. The palty must be in
command in every work, its policy must

be in command in everything. Even the

slightest weakening of the leading role of

the party is fraught with great dangers.

And in the process of socialist corstruc-

tion, not only does this role not diruinish,

but it constar-rtly increases as the life of thc

country becomes more complex, and as the

active participation of the masses in the

historic activity lncreases.

It is of great importance to understand

thoroughly that the part5r is not the lea-

ding cadres and the party apparatuses.

The party is the great, olganised mass of

the communists. If we were to uphold the

former concept it would fo1low that evely-

thing is done by the apparatuses, by a few
people rvho are in the leadelship, in the

guiding o1'gans. But in this way the true

concepi of the party as an organised t an-

guard detachment of the wolking class is

deformed. The work of the Party is so

rzast that it could nevcr be carlied out by

people on the pay roil, by inflating the

apparatuses. Thls would only lead to the

spread of bureaucratism in the party,

w1-rich would stnother it, sclerosc it and

make it dcgenerate. The work of the party

rnust be takeu in hancl and managed by

the comrnunists themselves, who must ri
se to their feet, hold meetings, discuss,

criticise, check, demand attd render

account, explain and argue, adopt deci-

sions, in a word. they must act thetnselves,

not wait fol others to do their work and

solve their problems.

The communists rvho work in the state,

economic, ol military organs besides being

capable technicians and specialists, must

be political men, first of all specialists iu
the line of the party such as to see all
the problems of their sector of work with
ar political eye first of all, must always put

in command, not the equipment or the

weapon, but the man and the policy of
the party because as communists they are

responsible to the party, in the first place,
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for the inrplementation of its line and po-

licy in the sector where they work. And

lvhen they go to the enterprises, schools,

or military units to check up and give

assistance, it is lequired that they do not

act as bureaucrats and technocrats whs
make contact only rvith the specialists,

technicians and managers, but without fail
they rnust make contact with the party in
the distlict and at the base, with the

working class and the working masses,

rnust listen attentively to their renrarks,

criticisms and suggestions, place themsel-

ves always under the control of the party,

the working class and the masses, must

rendel accour-rt before thenr and seek

tl-relr aid in solving the problems which
are concerning them.

The struggle against buleaucratisl:r,

technocratism, aud intellectualism, is a

protracted, complicated, and many sided

struggle. It is a political and ideological,

economic and organisational, cultural and

administrative struggle. Therefore, in
order to wage this struggle successfully

it is not sufficient just to have correct con'

cepts and use a correct method. For this

it is also necessary to take organisational,

economic, and administrative measures,

so as to create the objective conditions

which will make it impossible for bureau-

cratisrn, technocratism and intellectualism

to emerge and spread, so that the cadres

will always remain servants of the people,

the masses will actively play their decisive

role, and the party will always be

revolutionary ancl in the lead every-

where.

Our party has waged and continues t(
rvage this struggle in a frontal way, in all
directions and with the use of all means.

The supreme aim of this entire strug-
gle is to ensure that the process of the

socialist development of our country will
never be transformed into a bureaucratic
process but preserve and strengthen its
revolutionary features, develop as a cl'e-

ative process, as a living deed of the wor-
king masses, led by the working class

party, firmly based on the teachings of
Marxism-Leninism.

This programmatic speech of comrade

Enver Hoxha raises a series of theoreti-
cal and practical problems, such as those

of the formation of a new world out-
look and new concepts about creativity,
about knowledge of life and about inter-
nal and external contradictions, the de-

velopment of the various gellres of our
literature and arts, the relationship bet-
ween folk art and cultivated art, etc. The
foundation of comrade Enver Hoxha's
speech was the Marxist-Leninist philoso-
phy, while it was based firmly on our own
soil. It is a further elaboration of the
aesthetic thought which has emerged from
the many-years' exper'ience of our party.

The ideas contained in this important
speech are a great aid for the formation
and education of creators with clear con-
cepts and dealt with from the philosophi-
cal and theoretical angle, for in this way
we shall further develop our revolutio-
nary aesthetics and our literature and
arts,

By going thoroughly into all these pro-
blems, broad horizons of creation are
opened before our writers and artists,
and at the same time great tasks arise for
the present and the future, the accom-
plishment of which is the implementation
of the decisions of the 4th Plenum of the
Central Comittee of the Party and the pro-
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gramme of its 6th Congress on the deve-

lopment of our literature and arts.

One of the important problems which

the Party has always raised and which

comrade Enver Hoxha dealt with extensi-

vely in his speech of December 20 last

year, is that of the role of literature and

arts in forming the new world outlook in

our people and our society. This role

is becoming ever greater in the present con-

ditions of socialist construction in our

country, when the class struggle is fierce

and the external bourgeois-revisiollist

ideological pressure is becoming more so-

phisticatecl and savage. Many evl1s menace

our man today: the reactionary ideolo-

gies, retrogressive culfures and arts, the

remnants of the crumbling bourgeois and

petty-bourgeois world, vices with conser-

vative and bureaucratic tendencies, selfish-

ness and gossip, liberal manifestations,

ideological confusion, spiritual emptiness.

Therefore, the literature and arts, which

have man in the centre, must not onlY

defend him from all these things, but

must strive to make him conscious of the

struggle against them, the struggle for
progress. Together with all the propagan-

4a and the entire work of the Party, they

ate a gteal force for the moulding of

the new man. For this reason, the time

requires militant works of lofty partisan-

ship and fine artistic level. On this pro-

blem comrade Enver Hoxha saYs: "The
Party must create in people and in so-

ciety, that world outlook, those customs,

those feelings, those tastes, those ethics,

that revolutionary philosophy which will
not a1low either the revival or the spread

of petty-bourgeois and bourgeois world
outlooks' (Enver Hoxha ,The writers and

artists are the auxiliary of the Party in
the communist education of our men and

women', p. 8).

Al1 this has to do with the lofty mis-

sion in our society of the writers and

artists, who through their works, educate

thousands of people day by day. They have

always been conscious of this mission.

The militant spirit of their works has

already entered into the national character

of our literature and arts and is part

of our tradition.

Following the 4th Plenunr of the Central

Committee of the ?arfy, when the Party

and society piaced before our writers and

artists other importart duties to streng-

then the proletarian partisanship and in-

crease the levollrtionary ideological ten-

dency of the literary-artistic works in

struggle against alien influence, a fierce

ideological struggle as successfully cauied

out on the front of literature and arts,

against liberalism and consetvatism,

against any alien manifestation in the

sphere of artistic creativity, to assert and

consolidate our litelature and arts of so-

cialist realism. Guidecl by the Party, our

writers and artists achieved a number of

successes in this struggle, doing tireless

creative work with a hlgh socialist cons-

ciousness. Within the short period of one

and a half years, all our creators respon-

ded to the Party's cali with militant
works, condemning, with a consciousness

as cTtizerLs, alien influences and concepts

which had managed to penetrate into some

creators and which had shown uP in
some works of ours, as a result of the

external bourgeois-revisionist ideological

pressure and the anti-Party activity of the

enemies of the Party and the PeoPle,

F. Pagrami and T. Lubonja. At this time,

our literature and arts once again sho-

wed their force as a complete negation of

the bourgeois and revisionist literature

and arts, and as an affirmation of the

new, of the revolutionary beauty, of social-

ism and communism. Our Patty and peo-

p1e are justly proud of our iiterature and

art of socialist realism, of our writers,
artists, composers, painters, and sculptors,

who, with their creations and works, have

justified the trust which the Party ancl

the people have in them, considering them

as vanguard militants on the ideological

front of our struggle for the construction

of socialism. Loyal to the people and the

Party, with their ideological maturity and

with their professional abilities as artis-

tic creators, they have provided and are

providing every day, powerful educative

works which constitute an irreplaceable

spiritual nutriment for our working mas-

ses, showing that the main body of our

literature and arts is really sound and

that the regressive influences were only

off shoots. This is shown by the novels
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published after: the 4th Plenum of the

Central Committee o[ 'he Party, such as

,Awakening" by S. Spasse, "Nebi Sureli's

awakening, by Dh' Xhuvani, 'Through the

barred pathways. by M. Kallamata, etc.

It is shown by the poems "The Message*

by Ll. Siliqi ,We are going towards hun-

dreds of centuries, by F. Arapi, the poe-

try cycles by F. Gjata, and I. Kadare, the

films ,White roads" by V. Gjika and 'Thc
youngest city in the world' by Xh' Keko,

etc. For their militant spilit and the great

role they play in the communist educa-

tion of our men and women, mention

must be made, also, of the two Radio-Tele

vision song festivals of the last two years.

But one of the great achievements, which

became a real centre of ideological and

esthetic education of the masses, is the

National Exhibition of Figurative Arts

which was opened in the new gallery on

the eve of the November f estivals last

year. It crowned with success all the

efforts of our painters and sculptors to

carry out the tasks laid down by the Party

at the 4th Plenum of its Central Com-

mittee.

All these successes were not achieved

spontaneously. They were ensured thanks

to the correct leadership of our Party and

the rvork of our writers and artists, who

have continually responded to the instruc-

tions of our Party and have been on a

common front with its propaganda to

form the new revolutionary world out-

look in people and society. However, we

must never for a moment forget the

lofty mission of the writers and artists

in society, and we must not becorne in'

toxicated by the successes achieved.

It is always necessary to remember that

the wave of the influences of alien bour-

geois-revisionist ideologies is everlastingly

beating against our shores, that among

the people of literature and arts, due to

the delicate and sensitive nature of their

social position and specific work they

have, no one is immune from the influen

ces of the bourgeois and revisionist ideo-

1ogy, which not only surrounds us, but

also attacks us incessantly. Therefore, we

must cope with this attack every day and

every hour, by going on the attack, bY

further intensifying the struggle against

this ideology, putting aside our weaknes-
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ses of a subjective character, and correctly
assessing the social mission of the author
in the activity and life of the people. This

requiles a {ulther strengthening of politi-

cal tendentiousness in our' literary-artistic
creativity, rejecting those alien concepts

which consider works of profound politi-
cal content as agitation. Such a concept

lcads to boulgcois+evisior-rist .isms*, to

an art rvhich is merely recreational and

divelting, which is entirely alien to us.

\Ire shal1 always affirm that apoliticism is

death to art, is a snuffing out of its lofty
rnissior-r it the iife of man. Cultulal values

c:nnot be created whilc being apolitical,
and those who have thought of them as

apolitical have failed. Oul writers and

artists are well aware of this; therefore
they have always been political people ancl

have militated on the line of the Party,

which expresses and defends the intelests
of the people, the homeland, and socialism.

They have regarded art as a social phe-

nomenon, because it is created in the con-

ditions of the life of society,

The Party has continually fought to

forrr new and correct concepts about ta-

lent and art, the artist and the writer'.
True, talent is the special ability of man

in his artistic creativity, but it is develo-
ped under the direct irfluence of social

conditions. In this way, talent too, is the

offspring of society. The bourgeois and

revisionist tl-reoreticians strive to deny the

dependence of talent on society, to rear,

in this way. artists indifferent towards

the questions of the r-evolution. In our
society we educate talents with lofty
esthetic and social ideals, rvhich helps

them to get to know life with all its con-

traclictions, with its beauties and difficul-
ties, its joys and worries, and to have a

clear view of the positive, the future. But

the writers and artists of great or little
talent need to educate themselves and

form new concepts about thei:: cleativity,
skill, and talent itself.

The raising of the Marxist-Leninist
theoretical level of the artists has a direct
influence on their creativity. Many things
and phenomena in society cannot be un-

derstood without a theoretical formation.
The very treatment of antagonistic and

non-antagonistic contradictions of the ty-
pical and the individual, requires an all-

round Marxist-leninist philosophical pre-

paration, otherwise mistakes and distor-

tions may result. With a thorough Marxist-

Leninist theoretical preparation and a se-

rious acquaintance with life 'we shall

make no cencession whatever to the theo-

ries and modes of 1'eactionary art and cul-

ture. Our artist is not an "artist in himself".

Whilc creating, he addresses himself to

his contetrporarics and shares his opi-

nions and feelings with them, revealing

his world outlook and esthetic ideal.

Also with regard to research and expe-

rimentation in cleativity we must forn-t

nelv, corl'ect concepts. we shall carry out

innovatory research and experimentation,
for in this way we shall open new roads

in literature and art. But in this expe-

rimentation the writers and artists must

never forget their lofty social mission,

the educative function and purpose of art.

If they forget these, then they engage in
idle experimentation and in pettlt themes

useless to society. It is necessary to form
strong convictions, both in experienced

artists, and in the young ones too, that
the social purpose of art and its militant
spirit do not suppress artistic individuali-
ty, but on the contrary they liberate it
and give it wings.

By delving deeply into the teachings

of our Party, the works of comrade

Enver Hoxha, the ideas of the classics of
Marxism-Leninism, and the experience of
progressive world culture, we shall a1-

ways be able to distinguish what is real

art and what external lustre or poison

pi1l, Real art is that which expresses the

ideals of the people and serves the peo-

ple, that art which has had and will a1-

ways have high esthetic requirements.

These requirements must be observed, for
without thenr it would be a formalistic
art. But formalism is an attitude of dis-
dain for the esthetic demands of the peo-

ple, that is why strong convictions are
required to always fight it, as well as any
other ,ism*.

The problem of the mission of literatu-
re and the arts in our society is great
and all-sided, from both the theoretical
and the practical aspects. Therefore, it
is necessary that it should be dealt with
more extensively by theoreticians as welt
as by the creative artists themselves. This
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problem is closely connected with, and

inseparable from, our knowledge of life,

because the more deeply we immerse our-

selves in life the more true and militant
our works will be.

one of the major Problems raised bY

comrade Enver Hoxha in his speech of

December 20 last year, is the role of real

knowledge of life on the part of writers

and artists. He teaches us: However deve-

lopec1 his imagination may be, a poet who

does not know the reality cannot make up

a powerful poem. If he combines his ima-

gination well with the objective reality

of his country, with the vivid life of the

people and fights expressions fu1l of pom-

pous phrases in his writings, he, too, can

become a talented writer" (Enver Hoxha,

,,The writers and artists are the auxiliary

of the Party for the communist education

of our men and womeno, p. 73-1,4),

Our writers and artists have always had

t1-ris great problem at the centre of their

attention, as it is vital to art' Getting to

know life philosophically has to do with

the Marxist-Leninist theory of knowledge'

We have often treated it in a practical

way and in the majority of cases in a mo-

ralising spirit, agitating among the writers

ancl artists about how they must go down

to construction sites or agricultural coo-

peratives. The main thing is to create

firm convictions among them that without

knowledge of life there is no true litera-

ture or art either. All the best works of

our writers and artists which have ente-

red the golden fund of literature and

arl, are distinguished by their vital rich-

ness, their true realism, lofty communist

ideals, national spirit, and so on. Those

writers and artists who have failed, apart

from their lack of talent and skill, have

not known life, atd have not made efforts

to immerse themselves completely in the

broad stream of it'
Knowledge of life means to live inten'

sively with all the problems of our socie-

ty - ecoonmig pclitical, ideological, cul-

tural and artistic. Creative experience tea-

ches us that the social and political acti-

vity of the writers and artists, theit par'

ticipation in the ideological struggle, their

moulding with communist ideals, open to
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them boundless horizons for healthy crea-

tivity.
From all this we come to a great truth:

there can be no knowledge of life without
ideological tendency. Ideological tendency

opens one's eyes to see the tendencies of
social development. which are embodied

in the works of literature and art, We say

this, because in some cases there are wri-
ters and artists who set out *to get to

know life, in a factory or village without
a definite aim, without a tendency. Know-
ledge of life becomes a spiritual necessity

to a real author and he does not wait for
others to moralize about it. Both earlier
and now the writers. J. Xoxa and Dh. Xhu-

vani have been persistent in their demands

to go to those places from which they have

taken their subjects, othelwise they cannot

create.

It is natural that the author goes down

to the terrain for several reasons: to sup-

plement the theme he has chosen, to

verify things in the work he is writing,
to refresh himself with new impressions,

and to find themes from objective reality.
Thus, getting to know life by going to
the base is not a campaign or festival for
show. It is done with a tendency and a

definite creative aim. But knowledge of
life is not limited just to the immediate
needs of creativity. Linking with the life
and struggle of our people must become

a style of our artistic life, the nature of
the work of our authors. When we have

succeeded in making it a style we have

truly scored a victory. Knowledge of life
and being among people of work and

creativity give powerful emotions and new

impulses to creativity. Then the reader

believes in the written work and has res-

pect for the knowledge the artist gives

him. The reader has the right to say about

such an artist: .I believe him, becausc he

knows what he is writing about..

I{nowledge of our reality, and of the

ordinary people of work and creativity
is an accute problem, particularly for the
young authors. We say this because in
many of their creations in prose, poetry,
painting, or sculpture, there is a narrow
circle of themes, ideas, and opinions. In
these works, one is aware of bookish ar-
tificiality and schematic colourlessness.
There is a certain monotony and stereoty-

pism in the poems and stories we read

in the press and books. The conflicts are

often artificial and non-existent, figuration
carries oo opinions and is repeated from
one poet to another, as if from the one

head and written by the one hand. The-

refore, it is essential that creative leave

should be granted on the basis of more

corlect criteria and that the writers and

artists go and spend their creative leave

in the villages and agricultural enterpri
ses too. The mairr thing is to form the

conscious conviction that without the

theme of the countryside our literatule aud

art cannot be fully realistic. This will be

attained when we have completely broken,

among the ranks of the authors, the con-

cept supported by the enemies of our Par-

ty and people, F. Paqrami, and T, Ltrbo-

nja, that ailegedlv the theme of the coun-

ti'yside is not modern, because the fu-
ture belongs only to the town. Such a con-

cept is dangerous, anti-national, and anti-
scientific.

The theme of the working class, too,

despite the good achievements in recent

years, is treated colourlessly, because the

life of our workers is still known only su-

perficially. We have few works as yet

showing the process of the transition of

the peasant or artisan into a worker, r'e-

flecting the great transformations which
occur in his spilitual world. In some

works, stories, or plays, the workel is re-

flected in the flamework of a set sche-

rne, a figure lvho bangs the desk with his

fist in face of the manager, who shouts

crudely in the name of the class. This is
allegedly to show ,the revolutionary spi-
yifr; But the revolutionary spirit does not
consist of shouting and banging the desk.

our worker is a cultured man because

he is a bearer of the nost advanccd

thoughts and ideas of society and the re-
presentative of the proletarian ideology.

The emancipated woman, especially in
plays, is reflected with the same scher:ra-

ticism. Usually she issues declarations be-

fore her husband and the society.

All these things show that the life of
our merr and women mnst be better and

more thoroughly known by our writers
and artists, that these must also study

some of the processes of development of
our society, of the allied classes, workers
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and peasants, wh,c, with the socialist tran-

sformations of the country, have under-

gone great changes in their life and psy-

chology, gaining new moral and spiritual
qualities. Therefore, knowledge of life must

be accompanied with knowledge of our so-

ciological and historical studies, and of the

archives and other documents of the Party.

On the importance of getting to know

life, comrade Enver Hoxha instructs us:

,We must teach our young literary men

and artists how to read the open book

of the socialist life of our country, how

to study and understand the content of

this wonderful book. We must make thenr

love every" 1s11s1' of this book of life,

so that they see and feel the powerful

pulse of the strength, feelings. and fie-

ly desires of our peopls, (Enver Hoxha,

,The writers and artists are the auxiliary
of the Party in the communist education

of our men and Women,, p. 75_16.

One learns frorn this ,book of 1ife, by

living cheek by jowl with the people,

sharing their joys and sorrows' A good

artist is nevet a snob. He goes to work

alongside the peasant and the worker, ta-

kes part in weddings and funerals, is
gongs and condolences. If he knows how

to sing he sings too, together with the

peasants. Only in this way can he get to

know the great soul of the people. This

is necessary not only to the writer, but

also to the painter and composer, to the

singer and actor. We sometimes complain

that there are paintings in which the fi-
gures of people and landscapes are like

one another and lack individuality' We

also complain that only two feelings pre-

vail in the figures of compositions and

portraits in figurative arts: joy or anger.

With the joy they want to show happi-

ness, while with the anger they want to

present revolutionary determination. This

is a narrow concept of life and a Po-

verty of feelings, Feelings and thoughts

cannot be reduced to routine schemes and

stereotypes, and should not be presented

in this way. The new ffpes our life gives

rise to are complex and cannot be reflec-

ted in art in any lifeless, schematic way,

without their internal struggle. The exact

and realistic reflection of these types has

great values when it is done on the basis

of the principle of proletarian partisan-
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ship and does not violate the social mis-

sion and ainr of art.

The other important question which

comrade Enver Hoxha dealt with in his

speech is that of the harmonious develop-

ment of the kinds and genres of our ar'ts.

In this particularly valuable document al-

most all the kinds and genres of our

creativity are analysed, but most stress

has been laid on poetry, dramaturgy, ci-

nematography, and music. Pointing out

the indisputable values in these genres,

assessing the most outstanding creativity

of our writers and artists, comracle

Enver Hoxha raises major problems re-

garding both theory and creative practice,

which have to do with the further pro-

gr:ess of our literature and arts.

One of the greatest achievements of our

creativity is the harmonious develop-

ment of all its kinds and 'genres. With

this we may state that our literature and

arts are proceeding with sure strides

towards complete maturity. A few years

ago we were almost without the novel

and opera, scenario and symphony, te-

1efilm and operetta and many others.

Leading the whole field of literature and

arts was poetry, which has great traditions

and outstanding representatives of the

past and present. But in these last two

decades other kinds and genres have bla-

zed the trail, too.

The novel, which had been an entirely
unknown genre in our literature, began

to develop rapidly, giving broad tableaus

of the struggle, work, and life, of our'

people, Its development increased the

weight of our literature and added the

epic and drama that the times deman-

ded. In this way it filled an appreciable
gap which was apparent in our art and

showed that the possibilities and perspec-

tives of our creativity are great. Today

we may say that novel is one of those

genres which are in the lead and play

an important role in the people's ideolo-
gical and esthetic education. A conside-

rable number of novels which were en-

tered in the contest on the occasion of the

30th anniversaly of the liberation of the

homeland and the triumph of the people's

revolution and which will be published,

4 (231, 1975 o 19

will further enrich the fund of our mili-
tant prose of socialist realism'

Sure strides have been made, a1so, bY

monumental sculpture, which, based on

the sound tradition represented by Odhi-

se Paskali's work, has registered good

achievements in recent years and has be-

come one of the most popular arts. Our

places, squares and streets through which

history has passed are being gradually

adorned with tnonuments of sound ideolo'

gical and artistic values. The same can

be said about all our figurative arts

which are advancing rapidly to higher

levels. improving both in content and in
form. The National Exhibition of Figurati-

ve Arts itself, opened in honour of the

30th anniversary of the iiberation of the

homeland, is a testimony to the further
progress in this field. Along with all our

arts, instrumental and stage music has

also advanced. Today we have our own

symphonies, operas and ballets. A noted

success, for instance, is the ,Mountain lass,

ballet by Nikolla Zoraqi, which has a mar-

ked national character and a healthy levo-

lutionary spirit.
In general, all our literary and artistic

genres are advancing harmoniously ancl

preserving their sound national and so-

cialist spirit.
Regarding the harmonious del'elopment

of ge[res, comrade Enver Hsxha devotes

special attention to poetry. In its entirety

our poetry is proceeding on a correct

road and is leading all the other genres

of art. Following the 4th Plenum of the

Central Committee of the Party our poets

have created works militant in content

and form. They have successfully combat-

ted the manifestations of obscure figura-

tion and trifling petty-bourgeois themes

which were noticed in recent yeats. As a

result of these efforts, poetry breathes

life more rigorously and is optimistic. How-

ever, there are many problems which
are troubling poetry, too, at the present

stage of the development of society. It
is true that our poetry has made a great

qualitative stride, but it must be said

that some poets are not going beyond the

level it has attained. Many poets, espe-

cially the young ones, have few thoughts

about man and life in their poetry. Theme

is a figurative enumeration of things
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seen in life, a certain information with
figures, and a lack of synthesis. In some

cases poetry has begun to lose that little
narration, that little content of verse, the-

refore it frequently becomes abstract

and pompous. A poetic mechanism has

been created and we strive to squeeze life
into it, to include the minor things of rea-

lity. This mechanism hinders the writing
of long poems, in particular, because it
is impossible to confine this great poeti-

cal genre to meehanical schemes. Verses

with a certain figurative trickery, might
be included in it and create the false im-

pression that it is poetry. In order to write
powerful poems the poet must take palt
in the ideoiogicai struggle, be present and

aciive in revolutionary social transforma-

tions and must not be a mere observer

of events,

Young talents are of great national va-

lue. They are the future of our art, there-

fore the whole society must look after

them, but the experienced writers and ar-

tists first of all. It is necessary to encou-

rage them by publishing their good writ-
ings but also by making fair and construc-

tive criticism. In this direction a great

role in their ideological and esthetic edu-

cation is played by 1ive1y creative discus-

sions about the books and works of young

authors, advice, and wise and patient

teaching. Our literary press, the newspa-

per "Dritar, and the review .Ndntoriil, are

doing good work nowadays, with the new

creative forces, in discussing their pro-

blems. This work, which is of to a goods

stad, must be deepened and enriched. on
the other hand, in view of the need to

educate new talents it would be a good

thing to have mass publications about ar-

tistic skills and the most pressing current
problems of our art and literature.

Poetry has always been followed bY

song. They are closely related and com-

plement one another. We have beautiful

songs based on the national background.

The most striking of them have now been

spread among the broad working masses

of town and countryside. But, as is always

admitted, our song needs greater artistic
simplicity.

In the harmonious development of gen-

res, marked weaknesses are noticed in our

literary and artistic criticism. Of course

we cannot deny its achievements, follow-
ing the 4th Plenum of the Central Com-

mittee of the Party, in treating some

fundamental problems of creativity, such

as those of the national character, tradi-

tion etnd innovation, satire and humour,

the typical and the individual, the posi'

tive hero, etc. Comrade Enver Hoxha

points out that , our critics must be

realist like thc work they analyse, they

must be simple, understandable, concise

and understandable to the Public.
(Enver Hoxha, "The writers and artists are

the auxiliary of the Party in the comnrunist

education of our men u14 v/6mgn* p. 23).

In comrade Enver Hoxha's sPeech art

is conceived as a gleat natioual wealth

which is part of the work of society. But

like any other wealth, it can be misused,

it can fail to be well cared for. Criticism

must not misuse this wealth, but must

know how to assess it and keeP it in
good order.

Being aware of the weaknesses of our

criticism and also the lack of critics, for

they are few in number, it is necessary

that the authors themselves should do

more to write and give opiniorrs. Their'

creative experience helps in giving correct

and constructive thoughts about literatu
re and art, Apart from this, more must

be done to draw on the oPinion of the

broad working masses - workers, pea-

sants, intellectuals servicemen, school pu-

pils and students. This will enrich criti-
ca1 thinking, too. In this field, our literary
press, the newspaper "Drita, and the review

"N€ntori,, could do better work, by regular-

ly featuring the opinions of the masses.

It is known that we llave no special

schools for our critics. They are trained

and educated by studying the experience

of our Party on enriching theoretical

thinking in the field of aesthetics and

the arts. They are educated, likewise,

by learning from the classics of Marxism-

Leninism, and following, step by step, the

process of the development of our lite-

rature and arts. It would be well to hold

seminars and study courses for young cri'
tics, from time to time, to organise crea-

tive discussions in the editorial boards of

the literary and artistic newspapers and

those of other publications. These edito-

rial boards must play the role of educa-
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tors and inspirers of tl're young critics'

Such activity wottld increase the numbel

of collaborators and would enrich the

press. Tirana University and the Academy

of Sciences should give great assistance

in training and educating literary, and art

critics. These major centtes also can

broadly activate collaborators, particular-

ly in the study of the problem of present

day literature and art.

Many problems raised by the 4th Ple-

num of the Centlal Committee of the Partv

and comrade Enver Hoxha in his latest

speech about literature anC the arts reqtli

re a profound theoretical treatment. Some-

times these great problems are simpli-

fied and taken narrovrly, without broadly

extending thinking from art to society

and viceversa. Our criticism must leatn

from the Party documcnts to link the pro-

blerns of art closely with those of our so

cial development. This linking is often

done in a simplified way and banalised

with the day to day bureaucratic phra-

seology. We tnust n-ct forget that the bu-

reaucratic element is not only at an offi'
ce desk, but is also at the desk of the ct'i-

tic, sometimes even at the desk of the wli
ter and ar-tist.

production. However, to meet the aeeds of

the working people for personal and so-

cial consumption it is necessary, first of

all to fulfill a series of needs of the en-

terprises and cooperatives, essential to
ensuring the factors for the development

of social production (working means,

objects of work and manpower). Without
ensuring these requirements it is impos-

sible to ensure the fulfilment of the needs

and demands of the working people. Ihus,
in the process of the development of the
people's economy, in the process of the

development of the branches of material
production and the social and cultural
sectors, as well as in the process of ful-
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filling the material and spiritual needs of
the working masses, there arise ever grea-

ter needs and demands for consumption

of material goods and for vital and cul-

tural services.

But when we raise and analyse the pro-

blem of needs and demands, whether for
the development of extended reproduction
or for consumption by the people, we are

always faced with one simple but essen-

tial fact: With what do we fulfill the

needs of production and the people? Whe-

re do we find the rneans and resources

for their fulfilment?
It is clear that the material or spiritual

needs ar-e not an abstract notion, divor-
ced from the material developmer:t of the

society. Without material goods we cannot

fulfill our nceds; without producing means

of production and consumer goods in in-
creasingly greater proportions, of good

quality and with the required structure
we canot consume use values in ever grea-

ter proportions, for purposes of produc-

tive consumption or non-productive con-

sumption. Comrade Enver Hoxha teaches

us, ,,by acting on nature the working
people get to know more and rnore about

it, discover the laws of its continuous de-

velopment and transformation, which they

use to approp::iate its boundless riches,

and produce the material goods with
which they fu1fil1 both their needs for indi-
vidual consumption and those of extended

reproduction. This is a natural, uninter-
rupted, and endless process of production

and consumption, (Enver Hoxha, Reports

and speeches 7969-1970, p. a5-46). Ihis is

precisely the theoretical and practical ba-

sis of the constant instruction of the Par-

ty that before we demand from society

we must contribute to it the maximum of
our energies and possibilities.

This principle emanates from the requi-
rements of the objective economic laws
of the construction of socialist and com-

munist society. It is, at the same time,
a concentrated expression of the demands

stemming from the general principles and
methods of the organisation, manage-

ment, and development of the socialist
economy.

The aim of socialist production, which
is to ensure the maximum fulfilment of
the ever greater material and cultural

needs of the whole society, together with
the means to achieve this aim, which is

ensured through the ceaseiess increase and

improvement of socialist production, ex-

press the mutual relaticns between pro-

duction and consumption. Consumption

promotes production, while the latter con-

stitutes the material basis of consumption.

Any separate consideration of these two

aspects of the fur-rdamental economic laws

is fraught with grave consequences for the

socialist social order because it damages

and hinders t1-re revolutionary education

of the working people, the development of

extended reproduction and the very rais-

ing, in a correct way, of the wellbeing of

the working people. The expelience of

socialist construction shows that without
an allround, principled struggle for the

disclosure and correct solution of the

contradictions which emerge in the field
of the economy, the increase of the gene-

ra1 wellbeing of the people cannot be en-

sured. This is because in day to day life
cases al'e not rare in which people are ied

by narrow personal interests, in which

existence as a consulner is not connected

with existence as a producel', so that the

problems and difficulties of the crea-

tion of material goods, the problems

and troubles of the people's economy

ate not properly lecognised and un-

derstood, etc.

The principle of cotrtributing to socie-

ty before demanding from it, emanates

also from the requirements of the rela-

tions of the distribution of the social pro-

duct in sociaiism. The Marxist-Leninist
theory teaches us, and the practice of so-

cialist construction has confirmed that in

the socialist social order, before arriving
at the division of the social product among

the members of the scciety to fulfill their
personal needs, implementing the princi
ple of distribution according to wolk, it
is necessary to make some deductions
(create special funds from the social pro-

duct), without which the existence and de-

velopment of society is impossible. These

deductions from the total social product,

Karl Marx wrote, nare an indispensable

economic necessity, and their proportions

must be set on the basis of the existing
means and forces. . .. (Karl Marx,
F,-iedrich Engels, selected works, Vol. II.
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Airana, p. 13). The day to day practice of

socialist constluction shows that there can-

not be incomes without production, the

development of production and other so-

cial activities cannot take place without
accumulation, there can be no increase of

wellbeing without ensuring the necessary

means for increasing the funds of indi
vidual and social consumption, without
correctly harmontzing the ways and fac-

tors of the development of the social pro-

duct, without ensuring that priority is gi-

ven to the increase of the product for so-

ciety over the product for one's se1f.

The cohtent of the economic 1aw of dis-

tribution according to work in socialisrn

is also directly connected with the most

cornplete application of the principle of

contributing to society before demanding

flom it. And this is because:

First, this 1aw requires that everyone

contribute to society the maximum of his

energy and abilities. In our society, the

working people, as the owners of the

means of production and of the social pro-

duct itself, educated and tempered with
the Marxist-Leninist ideology of the par-

ty, with the revolutionary spirit of the

worlsing class, direct their main attention

and they must do this, to contributing to

society the maximum of the effect of their
work under the slogan: See wellbeing not

only in ourselves, but in the first place, in
the whole society. This automatically

brings about the fulfilment of personal

interest too, for in our country, where so-

cialist relations of production have been

established and are being perfected in a

revolutionary way, and the exploitation of

rnan by rran has been eliminated, the pro-

per harmonisation of social interests with
individual interests is also ensured.

Second, the 1aw of distribution for per-

sonal consumption requires that everyone

be rewarded according to the quantity

and quality of the work he does, always

after the creation of the necessary funds

for reproduction and social needs. Hence,

every worker of matelial production must

first contribute and then take to the extent

allowed by the conditions and needs of so-

ciety in any given period (always on the

basis of a single criterion, the criterion of

social labour). This is of principled impor'
tance, not only for the building and per'

f ecting of the pay system, but also for
its correct application, laying the stress

on the fight against the petty-bourgeois

concept and efforts associated with it,
to contribute to the society less than one

should, and to take from it mole than one

is entitled to.

Both the fundamental principles, and the
general methods of the organisation, ma.

nagement and development of the socialist

economy, are based on the necessity that
first you must contlibute to society and

then demand from it. Thus, you must im-
prove and raise to a higher scientific level
the work for the drafting of realistic and

mobilising plarrs; you must form a full
concept in all the working people that the

basis of the strengthening of the savings

regime consists in the first place in the

fulfilment of the tasks of the state plan
in all the links of the structule of the
people's economy; you must use the re-

sources of labour economically and inces-

santly increase its productivity, you must

use the matelial values flugally and raise

the level of their profitable use; you must

increase the production of products useful

and advantageous to society and of good

quality; you must increase the care and

efforts for the use with high effectiveness

of the accumulation fund in general and

of capital investments in particular; you

must increase the care and responsibility
for the many-fo1d increase of the objects

of socialist property, for their preserva-

tion and good administration-a1l these con-

stitute the main direclions, not only and

simply for strengthening the savings re-
gime, but also because by giving the ma-

ximum of our possibilities to society we

are able to take more from it. It is under'-

standable, that the more the work is orga-
nized in these directions, the more we give

to society, the greater will be results in
production, construction, services, and rna-

nagement, with the minimum of expendi-
tur:e of social labour.

The analysis in general out-lines of the
content of the objective economic laws of
socialism, of the content of the general
principles and methods of managemcnt of
the economy, leads to the logical conclu-
sion that before demandig from society
everyone must make his own contribution,
mobilizing his energies and possibilities

to the maximum. This analysis aiso leads

to the conclusion that the work of people,

educated v/ith the working class ideology,
under the leadership of the party, and the

applicetion by them of the requirements

of t1-re objective economic laws, constitute
the foundation of the incessant economic

and social development on the load of

socialism. ,To harre more#, comradc

Enver Hoxha has pointed out, nyou must

produce more; to have good, beautiful and

cheap things, you must wolk wei1, be

disciplined at work, educate yourself, you

must work eight hours, and even more

sometirnes, you must produce ',.r,ith good

quality accortling to the assortments laid
down and in the set time. . . , You must

realise the contracts, the obligations, the

plans,' (Enver Hoxha, Reports and speeches

7972-1973, p.287).

*

A general characteristic of the develop-

ment of our socialist social order is putting

the general and perspective interests, first,
the allround mobilisation of the working
class and the other labouring masses,

under the leadership of the party, to con-

tribute the maximum to society, to place

theil creative energies at the service of

the cause of the construction of socialist

society. This fundamental characteristic

stands out in the rapid and nonstop deve-

lopment of all the branches and sectors

of our socialist economy.

During the years 195L-1974 the popula-

tion of our country increased on the ave-

rage by 2,5-3 pet cent yearly, while social

production and nationai income B-10 per

cent yearly (about 3 times as fast as the

rate of increase of the population), indu-
strial production increased every year by
13,8 per cent, while the total agricultural
production about 5 per cent and in recent
years 6 per cent. Our industry is ever
better fulfiiling the great needs of the

country for means of production. With our
home products we fulfil 4/5 of the needs

of the population for mass consumer
goods. During this whole period 60-70 per

cent of the increase of social product and
national income has been ensured from
the increased productivity of social labour.
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Beginning from 1960, the net income, or

socialist accumulation, has increased at a

rate 30 per cent highel than the rate of

increase of national income. From a norm

of accumulation of 26-27 pel cent in the

years 1951-1960, in the period of the fifth
five-year plan it has reached the 1evel of

31-37 per cent.

Likewise the fund of consumption (indi-

vidual and social) as compared with the

year 1950, in 7973 increased 4,4 tir:les

over or 2,3 tin-res faster than the increase

of the country's population. In 1973, in

cotrparison with 1960, the state expendi-

ture on sociocultural measures has increa-

sed about 3 times. On the average 2-3

members of evely family are working,

while the participation of women in work,
in the framework of the total number of

the workers and employees, from only

4 per cent in 1938, increased in 7973, lo

more than 40 per cent, Today more than

half of the population of the country live
in new houses built during .the decades

of the peopie's state power.

A11 these facts speak of the high rates

achieved and the correct proportions

applied, in the economic and social devc-

lopment of the country on the road of so-

cialist construction. They show that from

one year to another, the intensive factors

of development have gained superiority,

that the rates of development of productiolr

exceed the rate of increase of the popula-

tion several fold, thus ensuring the further'

increase of the wellbeing of the people.

They show likewise, that the sources of so-

cialist accumulation have been increased

at a more rapid tate than the increase of

material production, and that our socialist

economy has created its stability and is

continually strengthening it.
Our Party and people have set themsel-

ves great tasks and high objectives to

march steadily ahead in the construction
of socialist society. In this process, as

comrade Enver Hoxha teaches us, the vic-
tories and successes achieved must not

become an excuse for self-complacency.

Therefore it is 1ogica1, para11e1 with t1-re

suqcesses, to look with a critical eye at the

work, the shortcomings, the gaps, and re-

serves, to discover the contradictions of
clevelopment and solve them in the light
way.
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The correct understanding and applica-

tion of the principle of contribr-rting as

much as possible to society and taking

from it as much as we are entitled to

makes indispensable the further strengthe-

ning of the society's control, especially

over the activity of officials and the use of

material values in the social and cul-

tural sectors, over the activity of the

non-productive sphere and management

of production in general. "Just as it
is demanded of the workels that they pro-

duce in large quantity, with good quality

and at 1ow prices", comrade Enver Hoxha

teaches us, .with the same class rigoro-

usness it is demanded that the intelligent-
sia too, and other working people should

work with precision, high quality, and

efficiency." (Enver Hoxha, Reports and

speeches 7972-7973, P' 95)-

As is known, in this respect we have to

do with two fundamental features: first,

the result of the socially useful work of

officials and other working people of the

non-productive sphere is the performance

of various services, and not the creation

of material values. Thus, we have to do

with a field which does not create, but

only uses material values and income'

Second, from the very nature of their

work, the working people of this sphere

are more easily affected by the evil of

bureaucratism and technocratism. Hete,

too society's control over the work of eve-

ryone is more difficult.
Marxism-Leninism, and the rich expe-

rience of the development of the class

struggle in our country show us that here

it is not simply a question of a rational

and advantageous use of social expendi-

ture in the non-productive sphere, but, in

the first place, of maintaining the purity

of the dictatorship of the proletariat, of

defending it from the danger of bourgeois

degeneration, baring every way to the

birth and development of bureaucratism'

Therefore, in essence, this must be con-

ceived as a continuous struggle against

bureaucratism and its disastrous conse-

quences for socialism.

A lesson of great theoretical and practi-

cal importance in this direction is provi-

ded for us by the powerful revolutionary

movements which have burst out through-

out our ccuntry for the purpose of carry-

ing out a consistent, resolu[e, and incessant

struggle against bureaucratism, a strug-
gle which is 1ed by the party and is reali-
zed in a revolutionary way through the

large-scale and effective exercise of direc[
working class control over all the links
of managerial, scientific, and social acti-

vity. This experience shows once again that
the fight against bureaucratism is a class

struggle which has to do with the defence

of the revolutionary character of the dic-

tatorship of the proletariat. This revolu
tionary experience is demonstrating in a

convincir,g way that it is only the persis-

tarrce of the class and the determination
of the party, which guarantee the success-

ful carrying out of the struggle against

bureaucratism. This struggle has been and

is being waged, not only against the su-

perfluous 1in1ts and inflation of adminis-
trative apparatuses and institutions of the

various links of management and service,

but also against the idealist and indivi-
duaiisL world outlook 'of the official,
against the danger oI his divorbe and

estrangement from thc broad working
masses, against concepts and practices

leading to a life of comf ort, against an

unhealthy concept of wellbeing. In as much

as all the links of the managerial structure
and social and cuitural activities are tevo-
lutionised and become lighter and more

manouverable in the process of this strug-

gle, in as much as the people's power is

steeled and the class control over ail the

life of the country is strengthened in this

same process, thereby opening wide roads

to the revolutionary impetus of the masses

and their creative spirit, it is clear that in
the process of the struggle against bureau-

cratism, an even greater contribution to
society will become possible, the economy

will be further strengthened and the life
of our people will become happier.

The revolutionary application of the

principle of contributing to society before

taking from it, requires that we go more

deeply into the question of what are the

motive forces which impel people to work
and create in a conscious way, to the ad-

vantage of society, guiding themselves, pri-

malily, by the .supreme interests of the

horneland and onr socialist constructioir.

Determinant in this field are the socialisl

character of the orvnership over the means

of production and of the r:elations of

exchange and distribution stemming flom
this, the ain-r of social production, i.c. the

economic results in which the ownels of

the means of production are directly inte-

rested, and the continued revolutionisation
of the superstructure and of the whole life
of the country.

The historical experience of the socialist

revolution and socialist construction in oul
country, the bitter experience of the resto-

ration of capitalisnr in ihe Soviet Union
and other countries where the modern te-

visionists are in power, fully and clearly
demonstrate that the motive forces which
impel people in their socio-economic acti-

vity ale of exceptiona-1 importance to thc

fate of the sociaiist sccial order. It is for
these reasons that our party has always

taken great care to preserve the socialist

character of the relations of production
pule and inviolable to hannonise correct-

ly the ways of lncleasing the wellbeing
of the people, and, in general, to colrectly
assess both the objectlve and the subjec-

tive factors, in our entile economic deve-

lopment. In this contL.xt, the problem of
the proper combinaticn of the material
factors of wolk and produc[ion with the

ideclogical and political education of the

working people and with the use of the

advantages that stem from the existence

and development of the socialist social

order, is of perrticulal importance.

Since ensuring the condltions f ot' Lhe

allround development of the members of
the society is linked to a great extent with
the fulfilment of theil personal material
and vital needs, it is understandable that
the material-economic interest of the work-
ing people is a principal driving force

to better work, and, consequently, also to
greater results in every activity. The best

possible fulfilment of the needs of the

working people, in conformity with the
concrete conditions, with the aims and pos-

sibilities of the society irt any given pe-

riod, has been and i:emains the supreme

aim of the activity of our party. The level

achieved, and that which rvill be achieved

in the future, in the fulfilment of these
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r1ccc1s, is connectcd, in the first place' with

the 1cve1 of development of the productive

forces and sccial production' Whereas the

rvays followed to ensure the weilbeing of

the pcople are linked not only with the

1cve1 o[ clevcloprnent of material produc-

tion, but also with those ideological, poli-

tlcal, and social objectives, which make it

possible for the increase of the wellbeing

of the people to serve always as one of the

powerful components of the revolutionary

education of the working people and the

gradual solution of the great problems

which arise in the course of the construc-

tion of sociaiist societY.

Summing up the experience today shows

that the fuifilmcnt of the individual and

collective needs of the working people, i'e'

the increase of the wellbeing of the people,

has been done in three main directions:

First, by giving absolute priority to the

employment of the able-bodied forces in

socially useful work; second, by increa-

sing the real wages of the working people,

mainly through the leduction of retail sale

prices, without neglecting the raising of

their nominal incomes; third, by giving

priority to increasing the fund of social

consumption in relatiotl to individual con-

sumption. Figures show that during the

1957-7973 period, while the productivity of

social labour increased about 4 fold,
the per capita .real income about doub-

1ed.

Such a course has served the uninterrup-

terl and general increase of thc wellbeing

of the people, gradually strengthening the

social character of the fulfilment of the

needs of the working people through the

narrowing of economic inequality between

the peasantry and the working class, bet-

rveen officials and workers, and between

various areas of the countryside' However,

as the palty has pointed out, much still

remaitts to be done in this field, because

in the plesent conditions there are sti1l

appreciable diffclences in purchasing po-

wer and levels of consumption between

the countryside and the town, and within
them. T1-re palty has laid down the task of

not allowing great differentiations in the

incomes betrveen town aud countryside

and between workers aud officials' In the

future, alongsidc the increase of national

income and the application of special mea-

sures, which result from the revolutionary

proposals being made by the working peo-

ple in the framework of the fight against

bureaucratism, such as: the reduction of

high salaries, the curtailing of inflated

staffs, the abolition of unnecessary supple-

mentary payments, etc., it will become

possible to further reduce the differentia-

tion existing in the pay system for some

categories of working people, and the so-

cial character of the fulfilment of their

material and spiritual needs will be fur-

ther strengthened by way of the general

increase of the wellbeing of the people'

This is a correct Marxist-Leninist course

which has been ancl is being consistently

followed by our party' This course ser-

ves the development everSnvhere of the

mobilizing force of the working people'

serves their revolutionary education and

the narrowing of the economic basis from

which bourgeois elements might emerge'

It is important to have a correct undel-

standing that in the conditions of the

plannecl development of our people's eco-

nomy and its centralizecl management it

is necessary to establish and maintain

correct connections between the increase of

the productivity of social labour' on the

one hancl, and the increase of real inco-

mes for the entire population, on the

other han<l. This is so because if we were

to follow the practice of increasing nomi-

nal wages mainly in proportion to the

increase of labour procluctivity in indivi-

dual enterprises ancl in various branches

of the economy, this would undoubtedly

lead us to an excessive increase

of the weight of material incentive and

various bonuses from profit in the entirety

of the sources of the forming of the ave-

rage nominal PaY, and the role of the

tariff system of pay would gradually

decline. Thus the distribution of the wage

fund would become increasingly decentra-

lised, weakening and causing the loss of

society's control ovet the quantity of con-

sumption.
Such a roacl cannot be followed and has

not been followed in our country' That is

a revisionist road. It is precisely this road

that has been followed in the Soviet Union

and in other revisionist countries' basing

the formation of nominal pay and perso-

nal consumption more and more on bonu-
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ses from profits realised under the slogan

*the greater the profit the more the bonus

fund increases'. And here it is a question'

in the first place, of a bonus fund as large

as possible for the benefit of the revisio-

nist managers. The consequences are

known to everybody. In these countries'

on the basis of the change in the content

of the conclitions of production' mate-

rial interest ancl material incentive were

absolutised, and a broad way was opened

to capitalist relations of distribution' to the

cletriment of the working masses and to

the advantage of the oppressing and

exploiting classes, eeating very pronoun-

cecl clifferences in their incomes and

life styles.

The more the differences among the

working people in the distribution and

consumption of goods are narrowed' on

the basis of the principle of distribution

according to work done, the more neces-

sary it becomes to increase and strengthen

the role of revolutionary motives and of

other driving forces in our social order'

Comrade Enver floxha teaches us that

this is of decisive imqortance for the fate

of the dictatorship of the proletariat and

the socialist economic social order' Here

is one of the main demarcation lines bet-

ween the Marxist-Leninists and the modern

revisionists, between the socialist social

order and the bourgeois-revisionist social

order.
The historical experience of the construc-

tion of the socialist social order' as well

as the negative experience of the resto-

ration of capitalism in the countries where

the modern revisionists are in power, has

raised this problem in a clearcut way' Here

there is no middle course. Either correctly

harmonise the material interest of the

working people with the motives which

promote social developinent giving ever

greater priority to the latter, and thus

advance towards the construction of socia-

list society, or give absolute priority to
clirect material interest and materlal in-

centive to the advantage of privileged

groups and strata, thus extending the eco-

nomic basis of the differentiation of dis-

tribution, and neglect, under-rate' let wi-

ther away, ancl reject, the motive forces

of socialist society which are directly con-

nectecl with the revolutionary class eha-
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racter of the new socialist social order,
If there is not a correct harmonisation of
material interest with the revolutionary
motives and the other motive forces of
socialist society, and even more so, if
priority is given to supplementary material
incentives, then the way is opened to the
capitalist degeneration of the relations of
production, to the restoration of capita-
lism, as it occurred in reality in the Soviet
Union and other countries where the wor-
king class state power.vas usurped by the
revisionist cligues,

For these reasons, along with perfec-
ting the relations of distribution, our party
has always stressed the importance of the
education of the working people with the
Marxist-Leninist ideology, of their political
and ideological tempering as genuine re-
volutionaries. In this context a major all-
round struggle of great intensity is being
waged against the petty-bourgeois men-
tality, against the bourgeois and petty

-bourgeois remnants, and against the in-
fluence of the bourgeois and revisionist
ideology. Comrade Enver Hoxha teaches
11s: {...we must not imagine that, with
the improvement of the living standard of
the people, men and women become im-
mune to these "evils'. . . together with
abundance and wellbeing the Party must
create in people and in society precisely
that world outlook, those customs, those
feeliugs, those tastes, those ethics,
that revolutionary philosophy, which
will uot allow either the revival or
the spread of petty-bourgeois world
outlookso (Enver Hoxha, "Writers and
artists are the auxiliary of the party for
the communist education of our men and
women,, p, 8).

The political and ideological education
of people so that they thoroughly under-
stand the party line, the waging of the
class struggle against bourgeois and petty-
bourgeois remnants, as well as against the
influence of alien ideology, socialist emu-
lation on the basis of the permanent

method ot generalizing advanced experi-
ence, the perfecting and strengthening of
the organisation and planned manage-
ment of the economy, the strengthening of
the working class control in all its forms
and the consistent application of the re-
quirements of the objective economic laws-
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are some of the powerful, irreplaceable, mo-
tive forces in our socialist society. These
forward driving forces which are embo-
died in the party leadership of the entire
life of the country, impel people in the
great work and struggle for the construc-
tion and consolidation of socialist society,
as well as to prepare the ground for the
new objectives to be attained in the future.
Thus, with their work and sweat the wor-
king class and the masses of other working
people, led by the party, contribute as

much as possible to society in their own
interests, in the interest of the consolida-
tion of the happy socialist present and to
guarantee the still happier future.

The revolutionary principle of contri-
buting to society before taking from it
emerges and develops only in the condi-
tions of the establishment and develop-
ment of the socialist social ownership over
the means of production, and the dicta-
torship of the proletariat. A1l the working
people, both those of the sphere of mate-
rial production as well those of the non-
productive sphere, are interested in
carrying this principle into effect, At th-e

present stage of the complete construction
of socialist society, the party has laid down
the tasks of further strengthening the
people's ideological and political edu-

cation, constantly waging the class

struggle to ensure the strengthening
of our socialist social order, rapidly
developing extended socialist reproduc-
tion, and increasing the general wellbeing
of the working people. Precisely for this
purpose the working class and all the
working people of our country, under the
leadership of the party, are successfully
waging the struggle against bureaucratic
manifestations, concepts, inclinations and
practices; against the development of
bureaucracy in the organisational and ma-
nagerial activity of production, the state

apparatus, the social and culfural sectors

etc., and against its \rery harmful conse-

quences,
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1. With the'victory of the National Li-
beration War, of the people,s revolution,
led by the revolutionary vanguard of the
working class - the Communist party of
Albania, there was destroyed, together with
the feudo-bourgeois state machine, also the
o1d court of justice, there was in fact enti-
rely abolished the reactionary law and
legality. There was created in their
stead the new people's tribunal, the
new socialist law and socialist le-
gality. Based on Marxism-Leninism, our
Party pursued the sole correct road of
the complete annihilation of the oppres-
sive state and juridical superstructure and
of the building of new organs on entirely
different political and organisational prin-
ciples and with aims and duties diame-
trally opposed to those of the organs of
the overthrown regime.

The birth and development of the jud!
cial institutions and of the new law in
general, is linked with the birth and de-
velopment of the new state of the dictatol-
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ship of the proletariat. The destruction of
the state apparatus and the abolishment of
the old law from the early days of the
revolution was accompanied with the crea-
tion of a new state apparatus, with the
creation of a revolutionary tribunal which
was directed by men who had graduated
the great school of the revolution, loyal
sons of the Party and the state power who
cherished everything gained in the strug-
g1e against the invader and the enemies
of the people. Their strong and reliable
backing which guaranteed the success in
their work of great responsibility was
the teachings of the party, its proletarian
ideology, the guiding ideas of the revolu-
tion, the new juridical norms and super-
visions inspired by these ideas.

The organisation and activity of the
tribunals, the forms and methods applied
by the tribunals, prossecutor's and inves-
tigation offices since the first days of
their birth were defined by principles sanc-
tioned with new laws which were based
on the revolutionary creativity of the
masses,

Generally the Party, in working out its
political line, has always proceeded cau-
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tiously, it has neither shut itself in the
shell of national features nor it has
copied or mechanically used foreign re-
volutionary experience. It has always
clearly rcaTized that solely the Marxist-
Leninist principles and the revolutionary
experience of other communist parties do
not provide a ready-made and complete
political line. Therefore, it is necessary that
the working class part5r should have amas-
sed a great experience of its own, which
is gained in revolutionary practice. For
this reason, our Party, at the beginning
of every historical period, has laid only
the foundations of its general line, after-
wards it has enriched and completed it in
the practice of the revolution and socialist
construction. f) This fundamental principle
has been applied also in the organizing of
justice in our country, immediately after
the triumph of the revolution, as well as
in the other period of the development of
our societ5r, In this field, too, our State uti-
lized the external revolutionary experience
adapting it to the concrete historical con-
ditions of the country.

2. The judicial system, as one of the
active and powerful means to carry out
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the general political functions of the State'

has undergone changes from time to time'

in accordance with the current tasks which

have been laid down in every transitory

period, so as to increase their effectiveness

in the realization of these tasks' Our tribu-

nal, being one of the organs of the dicta-

torship of the proletariat, has changed as

far as the forms of activity and organisa-

tion are concerned, in conformity with the

development of the state and the new tasks

rvhich have been set forth in different

periods, but as to its class essence it has

always remained as one of the strong

means of the dictatorship of the proleta-

riat in the struggle for the btrilding of

the socialist society. The changes have

marked an alhound and uninterrupted de-

velopment, a further democratisation of

these organs.

Immediately after liberation, our justice

was faced with exceptionally important

tasks. The enemies of the people and war

criminals who had perpetrated grave cri-

mes during the war, had otganized' insti-

gated and supported the savage fascist

terror, deportations, executions, the sen-

ding of thousands of men and women to

extermination camps, should be quickly

and resolutelY judged.

To verify the crimes of these traitors' by

decision of the National Liberation Anti

fascist Council there was created in May

!944 a cerrlral commision under this coun-

cil as well as branches of it in districts

after the liberation of the country' The

instruction of the Central Committee of

the Communist Party of Albaoia concerning

the creation of these commissions, con-

tains clear directives marking the road and

principles on which their activity should

be carried out. After the completion of the

investigations, the main criminals were

sent to a special court, Here the masses

judged and stigmatized these traitors and

exposed the entire fascist system'

Another not small number of ':ulprits
who had stained their hands with blood

as collaborators of the quisling govern-

ment and traitorous organisations of "Balli'
and,Legalitet" were judged by the regular

military courts which were created in Ja'

utary t945.

The military courts had broad coope-

tences. They would judge all the acts

directed against the National Liberation

Struggle of the Albanian people' against

the victories and interests of this struggle'

the most important acts of the war crimi-

nals and enemies of the people as well as

the penal acts (crimes) which by special

provisions were left in their competence'

There was sanctioned by law the princi-

ple of the right to defence for the accused'

the principle of the discovery of objective

truth, of the free evalution of proofs' In

finding out the truth the tribunal is not

connected with any means of formal proof'

but passes its sentence according to its free

judgement. As far as the procedure of jud-

ging in these courts is concerned, this was

required 16 !g .quick, without many de-

tails but complete'. They were, therefore,

freed from the obligation to apply the

bureaucratic, complicated rules of the pre-

vious procedural formalism, with which the

trial was burdened and protracted and the

people were kept away from the tribunal'

Instead of the empty forms with which the

activity of the tribunals was replete before

liberation and which stimulated juridical

bureaucratism and swindle, new forms

were created ensuring the broad participa-

tion of the masses in administering justice'

and guaranteeing the lawful rights and

interests of the participants in the

trial.
By the }/ray 7945 law of the presidency

of the I'{ational Liberation Antifascist

Council .On the temporary judicial orga-

nisation,, there were created the people's

courts the competence of which included

all the trials for crimes which by law had

not been left for judgement to the military

courts as well as the civil cases. This law

reaffirmed some of the fundamental prin-

ciples such as that of independence of the

courts, according to which the courts, in

examining and deciding the cases, are gui-

ded only by the law as an expression of

the wilt of the working class and of all

the masses, and in evaluating the proofs

they act according to their internal convic-

tion based on the class juridical conscious-

ness, the principle of the equality of the

citizens before the law, the principle of

the right to defence, etc.
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The defence of the new people's power

from the attacks of the class enemies and

other criminals was the first duty of our

courts in this period' Also in the later

periods of the struggle for the building of

the country and the development of the so-

cialist revolution, the transformation of

Albania into an agricultural-industrial co-

untry, the completion of the economlc

base of socialism, the complete coostruc-

tion of the socialist society in the condi-

tions of the imperalist-revisionist blockade

and of the struggle for the further revolu-

tionisation of the entire life of the coun-

try, our people's court has stood guald

over our state and social order' waging an

active struggle for the application of the

Party line, the strengthening of legality' the

education of the citizens with the spirit of

love for the homeland, loyalty towards the

cause of the people and socialism' The

strergth of our people's courts' their colos-

sal influence on the masses to implant in

them the Party ideology, the proletarian

world outlook, stems from the truly de-

mocratic principles of their building and

activity. The changes in theil organisatio-

nal forms, setting new tasks to them in

various stages of the development of our

society, have not changed their class essen-

ce as a powerful weapon of the dictator-

ship of the proletariat in the cause of the

building of our socialist society' they have

not violated the principle of the participa-

tion of the masses in administering justice'

but on the contrary they have enriched the

content of their activity, they have streng-

thened their political character' revolutio-

nizing the style and method of work' ap-

piying the mass line in new unPrecedented

forms.
The civil coaflicts which arose in the

first period were examined and solved

by the people's councils' The competence

of the councils in this field continued

until June 7945,wher, regular courts began

to function. As to the civil cases which

were in suspense under the former courts'

it was decided by special law of the pre-

sidency of the National Liberation Anti-

fascist Council issued in May 7945' to

solve them through arbitration' The arbi-

tration college was set up under every

court aud was composed of one judge in
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the capacity of president and the repre-
sentatives of the litigant parties as mern-

bers. A timelimit of 6 months was set for
the conclusion of these cases at issue. The
arbitration was not connected with plo-
cedural formalities or 1egal uor.ms but
would act according to its free thinking,
on the basis of the new dernocr.atic

spirit.
3. Like oul cntire socialist law, the penal

and civil procedure, too, did not assume
at once a definite fornl. They developed
together with the development of our sta-
te. The system, f orms and their. institu-
tions have changed, have been steadily
elaborated and improved. The procedural
form, as an historical category, has pro-
gressively moved, going from an incom-
plete to a more complete form, in confor-
mity with the new reguirements in
every stage of the development of our
state.

Of special impoltance to justice was the
Mav 1945 1aw of the Presidency of the
Natior-ral Liberation Antifascist Council. On

the basis of this 1aw the legislation 'r.,"hich

was in power before April 7, 1939, being
in principle antipopular, was ccnsidered
as invalid and was replaced with the new
juridical order based on the new demo-
cratic order, an expression of the victories
of the National Liberation War, and on

the constituent acts as the Declaration of
the rights of the citizens of October 1944,

and the other declarations, olders and
laws issued by the supreme organs of the
people's power. For the National Liberation
War was a war not only for the liberation
of the country from the invaders, but also

a war which would annihilate any o1d

juridical institution which was to the de-

triment of the cornplete emancipation and
progress of the broad working masses in
all fields of life - political, economic, cul-
tura1. The old 1aw provisions could be
useful in this context as auxiliary until new
positive norms would be issued, and pro-
vided they would not come in conflict with
the new order. As to the law provisions
issued during tl-re nazi-fascist occupation,
these were completely wiped out without
any leservation, for tbey were not laws
of a soverergn state, hnt of a state occupied
by the folce of alms.

By this historic act which was in essen-

ce a revolutionary method to liquidate the
forms, institutions and principles of the
1aw of the o1d order, fuli competence was
given to the courts and other organs of
justice to act according to i,the revolutio-
nary juridical consciousness,, .the new
democratic spirit,, "the fundamental ideas
of the national liberation struggle*, thus
paving the way, also in form, for the
creativity of the masses.

After the publication of the Constitution
in 1946, which sanctioned some of the fun-
damental procedural principles, such as

the participation of the masses in the iudi-
cial examination of the cases, the right to
defence, the inviolability of the person and
residence, judicial debate, judging in pu-
blic, etc., a series of other acts connected
with the organisation of justice and the
way of proceeding, set down in greater

details the forms of conducting investiga-
tion and judgement.

In the new conditions of the develop-
ment of the state, in conformity with the
tasks raised before the judicial and pr.ose-

cution and investigation organs in view of
the further strengthening of the revolutio-
nary legality, there were approved the
Penal Code in 1952, the Code of Penal Pro-
cedure in 1953, the law on juridical actions
and obligations in 1956, the Code of Civil
Procedure in 1958, etc. Thus, Albania be-
came, within a short period of time, a
socialist countl'y with a more complete
juridicrl and legal system.

Gluiding pfinciples
oJ iustice

The activity of the court, prosecution
and investigation organs is guided by a

series of fundamental principles.
a) Proletarian policy on the forefront:

The court organs, the prosecution and
investigation organs are organs of the dic-
tatorship of the proletariat and as every
other organ they rigorously defend the
interests of this dictatorship. Functional
or organisational independence of these
otgans means that in exercising their func-
tior:s they ale ftcc to decide upon their
initiative, that other state organs have no
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light to dictate to them adopting this or
that stand or acting in a definite way
concerning a case at issue, that they do not
allow interference by other organs for
motives having nothing in common with
the collective interests, with the interests

of the citizens defended by law. In perfor-

ming their functions they act independent-

ly and are fully responsible for all the

consequences from their decisions and acts

if they are ir1'egular and in conflict with
the law. But it is unthinkable that they
should have any independence from the

Party 1ine, which is a vital basis of all
organs. The policy of the Party not only
defines the general line in the sphere of
the activity of these organs, but it also
guides them in deciding on cases at issue,

for the correctness of such a decision can

be ensured if the political and ideological
content of the 1aw to be applied is clearly
understood, as well as the political impor-

tance of the case under examination, if the

socio-political conditions of the country,

district and area are known and taken

into consideration, if what is relevant, that

which due to the tasks laid down by the

party has been put on the forefront, is

distinguished.
From the purely juridico-procedural

viewpoint the judgement comes to an end

with the passing of the court sentence, but

from the political viewpoint the sentence is

but a stage in the process of carrying out

the tasks of great responsibility with which

the court is charged as an organ of the state

of the dictatorship of the proletariat' In

iudging any concrete case the coul't must

find out the causes and conditions in which

the crime is committed and conflicts ari-

se, it must investigate the personality of

the defendant, the source of antisocial in-

clinations, discover the shortcomings and

weaknesses in tl're work of state organs,

social organisations, find out the respon-

sibility of the official persons and

third persons, the shortcomiags in

the struggle waged against alien

ideology. Treating the case from this

viewpoint provides to the court the ne-

cessary basis, correctly to set its future
tasks on the front of the struggle for the

prevention of crimes, to help the state

organs and social organisation with a con-
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crete material and appear before the Party
with proposals concerning important so-

cial problems to which a solution must

be given.

b) Class struggle: Justice can fulfill its
aims if it is thoroughly permeated by the

spirit of the class struggle. The class

struggle objectively exists in ottr society.

It imposes viewing the cases examined by

the court through the prism of the class

struggle, viewing the antisocial stands and

manifestations which become a source of

criminality and conflicts as aspects of this

struggle, the evaluation of social danger of
the crime and its author and the settingbf
the measure cf punishnrent taking into

account the situation of the class

struggle, the tendency of its development,

etc.

c) Mass line: One of the chalacteristic
features of our socialist justice which mul-

tiplies its strength and effectiveness is thc

application of the mass line in new and

more improved forms.

Some forms of the participation of the

masses in administering justice are pro-

vided by law defining the functions and

procedural position of their representati-

ves. The law on court organisation of the

PRA (Article 18) provides for the partici-

pation of assistant judges in judging ca-

ses, who, from the viewpoint of their pro-

cedural position, are judges with full attri-
butes and equal to those of legular jud-

ges. The Code of Penal Procedule (Arti-

cles 52 and 53) provides for the institu-

tions of the accuser and social defender

who now are not seen in our judicial prac-

tice due to the ever greater extension and

cleepening of the mass line; the 1aw on

the Public Prosecutor's Office of the PRA

(Article 13) provides for the institution of
people's prosecutors who are elected in
e'/ery village, city, city quarter and in
every rvork centre and who perforrn spe-

cial functions in judgements carried out in
the coults of the villages, cities or city-
quartel's.

The new conditions of the further vigo-
rous development of our State, which were
created with the rise of the socialist re-

volution, imposed as an historical necessity

a broader, direct and active participation
of the masses in administering justice, in

new forms, unknown and unnormed by
the procedural 1aws.

The activity of the state organs in admi-

nistering justice is the main factor, but it
is based on the masses, on the colossal

force of their free activity. The activity
of the state or'gans is one which is carried
out in accordance with the law, whel'eas

the activity of the masses in the field of
justice is an activity which is not govel'-

ned by laws and does not engender juri-
dical relations. A fundamental duty of the

masses in the struggle against the trans-

gressors of law and of the norms rcf the

communist morality is prevention, the in-

crease of the educative effect of the jud-

genents. Responsible for a correct decision

of the case from the political and juridical

viewpoint are the court, the investigator
or the public prosecutor. They act in accor-

dance with the law which is a concentra-

ted expression of the Party line.

e) B.endering of acconnt: The judges ar-rd

assessors, as they are elected for deflnite

terms, are duty-bound to render account

before their electors (Artlcle 21 of the law

on court organisation).
In our country the working class is a

leading class. Through the Party and the

proletarian state it leads the entire life of

the country, oul democracy is a demo-

cracy of the masses, therefore everybody

must submit to its criticism and control.

For this reason the giving of account

extends to all state olgans and persons,

including those who al'e 11ot elected and

irrespective of r'vhether this task is envi-

saged by the law. Consequently, account

is given also by the investigators and

state prosecutors befo::e the masses.

Accour-rt is rendered not only f or the

entire work but also for individual
aspects of the work ancl for concrete

questions.

f) Socialist legality: Socialist legality
and the dictatorship of the proletariat are

inseparable flom one another. For this

Ieason legality has always been in the

focus of the attention of the Party which
has raised it as its programmatic lequi-
rement. It has taken a series of efficient
measures to ensure the observing of lega-

lity and has fought against any attempt

aimed at violating and weakening it. The
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determined blow and the measures adop-

ted at the 9th Plenum of the CC of the

Party in 1948 to liquidate the distortions

of the Party line and the grave violations

of legality which had occurred in that pe-

riod as a result of the hostile activity of

the Koqi Xoxe group, clearly testify to

the special care and the determined stand

of the Party in the question of the defence

of socialist 1ega1ity.

The principle of legality requires that

the court, investigation and prossecution

olgalrs in their activity for the discovery,

investigation and judgernent of penal and

civil cases, should respect the order set by

1aw, they should adopt measures so that

no crime whatever will rernain undisco-

veled, no culprit escape his responsibility

and no citizen be groundlessly placed be-

fore responsibility or subjected to any

other unlawful limitation.
But legality has nothing in cotntnon trei-

ther with formalism which replesents a

distortion of the 1aw because it divorces

the form from the content, nor with the

bureaucratic stand which makes a fetish

of the form and transforms the activity of

the organs of justice into a mechanical

application of the form which deprives this

activity of its political prospect.

g) Discovery of truth; This principle has

an organic connection with the duties of

our socialist justice. By its nature, the trtrth

required in justice is an objective truth' As

in everything else in this question, too, our

justice proceeds from the Marxist-Leninist
theory that the world and its laws can

be known, that our knowledge velified

in practice is a sure knowledge. There are

no obstacles in this direction for the dis-

covery of truth. The errors that might

occur in the activity of our courts do not

stem from the impossibility of these organs

to find out the truth but frorr the practi'

cal difficulties of a subjective character

and from their carelessness.

In this question our justice does not plo-

ceed from the bourgeois anti-scientific.

idealistic and subjectivist concepts which

are based on agnosticism, but from the

theses of the Marxist philosophic materia-

lism about the possibility of man's cons-

cience to reflect objectively in a correct

way the phenomena of the outside world.
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Evelything the court affirms in its deci-
sions must be sure, fully proved in un-
doubted circumstances and facts excluding
an opposite solution of the case. Maximum
probability, u,hich according to the bour-
geois philosophy is the sole possible result
in justice, represents one of the dangerous
distottions by the bourgeois penal proce-

dural theory which aims to legalize the
unjust and groundless decisions serving
their class interests.

h) Free evaluation of proofs: Closely lin-
ked with the truth, which is the object of
the practical activity of the judges, inves-

tigators and prossecutors, is the principle
of the evaluation of the proofs according
to their inner conviction, based on the

socialist juridical consciousness formed
after the examination of the proofs in their
entirety.

Any facts which may serve the court to

find out the truth irrespective of the legal
source from which may have been taken
must be subjected to verification and only
when the court has become convinced of
their veracit5r it can base its decision on

them. This fundamental thesis has a uni-

',,ersal value for all kinds of proofs, for
admission, the opinion of experts, etc. A
criterion of evaluating evidence is the

conviction of the court, while a criterion
of the veracity of this conviction is its
founding on objective facts. In this difficult
process of finCing out the truth the courts

are guided by the socialist juridical con-

sciousness which is the totality of their
views, world outlook and convictions on

what is just or unjust, moral or immoral.
This consciousness is formed in the cru-

cible of the class struggle, in revolutionary
practice, it is nourished with the ideology
of our worhing class and setves as a

guarantee in rcalizing our socialist
justice.

i) The right to defence: Our laws recog-

nize and guarantee to the citizens parti-
cipating in proceedings at law the defence

of their rights and interests. The principles,

forms and institutions applied by cadres

with proletarian partisanship, with politi-
cal and ideological clarity, are the sotlnd

foundation for the actual and practical

ensurance of the guarantees envisaged by
1aw,

A special piace in the criminal trial is

held by the ensurance of the defendant's
right to defence which has been sanctio-
ned also by the 1946 constitution. The
broad volume of the rights the defendant

enjoys to defend his interests is not in
conflict with thc interests of the society

and the state, but on the contrary it is

conditioned by and stems frorn them. The
1awful rights and interests of the defen-
dant, i.e. the interest of the defendant to
be discharged from a groundless accusa-

tion, to respond only for the crime he has

cornmitted and not for any imagined gra-

ver crime, and pass on him, if declared
guilty, a sentence in conformity with the

degree of the social danger of the crime
and his personality, fully comply with the

interests of our state and society.

The defendant's right to defence inclu-
des his right to contest or give the 1ie to

the accusation or mitigate his responsibi-

iity for the crime he has perpetrated. With
a view to reallzing this, the procedure re-

cognizes to him a series of rights, such as

the right to take knowledge of the accusa-

tion he is charged with, adduce the proofs

which he thinks will shed light on the cir-

cumstances of the case and help the inves-

tigating judge and the court in rightly
deciding the case, to demand the exclusion

of the investigator and the judge, to get

acquainted with the documents of the case

at the end of the investigations, take an

active part in the examination of evidence

during the trial, to appeal against the fi
nal decision, etc., etc.

These rights of the defenda,lt are accom-

panied with the relative obligations of the

court, investigation and prossecution or-

gans. These are obliged to carry out fu1l,

objective and allround investigations, make

clear all the circumstances of the case as

well those which charge or exculpate the

defendant, as those u,hich aggravate or

lighten his responsibility, they must ensule

to the defendant conditions and possibili-

ties to enjoy the rights recognized to him

by law, attentively examine and meet the

just demands of the defendant.

The Code of Penal Procedure of the PR

of Albania has sanctioned presumption of

innocence as a special guarantee for the
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defendant. In Article 13 of this Code .tl:e
defendant is presumed innocellt until his

culpability is not proved,. Accolding to
this plinciple, sumrnoning a person before

a court does not prejudice his culpability.
Even after this he is considered to bc

innocent ancl if the competert state organs

do not arrive to prove his culpability con-
pletely and undoubtedly. they must declare

him also formally as innocent. The pre-

sumption of innocence is an objective juri-
dical rule rvhich defines on the one hand

the plocedural position of the defendant

who has no obligation to prove his inno-
cence and on the other hand the obligatior-r

of the investigation and court organs to
prove the culpability of the person cited
before the court. The shifting of the burden

to provc on the defendant is impermis-
sible.

Another: important thesis stemming from
the principle of finding out the objective
grroof is the interpletation of doubts in
favour of the defendant. The court deci-

sion on the basis of which the defe:rclant is

declared guilty can be based only on facts

and objective and sure circurnstances.

When there are doubts concerning their
existence or no, it is impermissible that

they should be taken as a basis to declare

the defendant guilty.
As a complementary auxiliary measure

in realising the defence of the defendant,

the latter has the right to have a counsel

for the defence during the court examina-

tion of the case.

j) Active role of the court: In the coult
examination equal rights are recognized to

the parties so as to incite the debate and

find out the objective truth. The court
plays a leading role in this activity of the

parties in case. It controls and comple-

ments the debate with its active partici-
pation and gives to the judgement the most

convenient direction for the complete clari-
fication of the circumstances and the right
decision of the case.

In examining the civil cases the court is
obliged to help the parties so that they
should not be harmed by their ignorance

of the law or by their lack of knowledge,

and it has fu1l initiative to obtain new

evidence in addition to the one adduced

by the parties.
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Besides the principles expiained above

there are other known principles which
are applied irt realizing justice, such as:

the ex officio proceeding, non-mediation,

collegiality, public judgement, etc

Court otgonizolion

a) Courts: In the People's Republic of

Albania justice is administered by the peo-

ple's courts. People's courts are; the high

court, the district courts, the courts of vi-
llages, cities and city-quarters-

The fundamental link of our coult sys-

tem is constituted by the district courts.

These are competent to judge in first in
stance all the penal and civii cases, with
the exception of a small number of cases

which are left in the competence of the

courts of villages, cities and city-quar-
ters,

Under the district courts, appointed by

the Presidium of the People's Assembly,

there is a military college which judges in
first instance the crimes committed by ser-

vice men, as well as other crimes left by
law in its competence.

The courts of villages, cities and city-
quarters function in every village, city and

city-quarter. They include one assessor

judge presiding over the sitting and two

social activists who are elected with open

votes at the meeting of the people for a

period of three years. These courts are

competent to judge some penal cases of
small social danger and some simple civil
cases defined by law, as well as contraven-

tions.

The courts of villages, cities and city-
quarters are in essence social organisms,

embryonary organisms of administering
justice directly by the people. They are

not mainly for repressive purposes. They

represent one of the new forms used in
our country to activate the masses in ca-

rrying out the tasks of the struggle on the

ideological front, to educate the new man
of our socialist society. A principal method
in the work of these courts is the moral
influence on the culprits, social criticism.
When the court thinks that this aim has

been attained it stops the case. In the oppo-
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site case, it has the right to pass on thc cu1-

prits a sentence of social rebuke or a fine
of up to 1.000 leks. Likewise, these courts

have the right to send the case for jud-
gement to the district court when they esti-

mate that the circumstances in which the

act has been committed or the personality
of the defendant bear witness to a degree

of social danger which is characteristic of
the crime and when penalties provided for
by the penal code must be applied against

lhem, as for all othel crimes.

The high court is the highest link of our
court system. It examines in second instan-

ce a part of the most important penal and

civil cases which ale judged in first instar-r-

ce by the district courts, as well as thc
cases judged in first instance by the mili
tary colleges under the district courts. It
examines also the demands for the defence

of legality.
The high court judges in first instance

the most important cases, drawn by its
plesident from the district courts.

The highest forum of this court is repre-

sented by its plenum which includes the

president, the vice presidents and the mern-

bers of the court. The plenum has several

functions: As a special organ the plenum

issues instructions on questions concerning

the court practice, with a view to ensuring

the correct and uniform application of the

laws on the part of all the courts. As a

court organ, the plenum examines the

demands for the defence of legality against

the penal and civil decisions of the colle-
ges of the high court. As an organ with
administrative competences, the plenum

analyzes the activity of the courts as well
as important problems connected with this

activity.
Also the district courts and judicial coun-

cils under them act as courts of second in-

stance. The district courts examine in se-

cond instance the complaints and protests

against the decisions of the courts of villa-
ges, cities and city-quarters. The judicial

councils under the district courts examine

in second instance the complaints and pro-
tests against the decisions passed in first
instance by the district courts, with the

exception of those which are examined in
second instance by the high court.



ALBANIA TODAY

Public Prosecutor's Office: The Public
Prosecutor's Office is an organ of the
People's Assembly and its duty is to su-
pervise the stlict applicrtion of lar.r, by
the Ministries, enterprises, institutions,
organisations, official persons and ci
tizens.

It checks the sub-legal provisions to see

whether they are in conformity with the
constitution and the 1aw, it verifies the
accuracy of the laws and demands their
completion or modification.

In the administlation sector it controls
the legality of acts, orders and instructions
without ir-rtelfering in their adminislrati-
ve, econolnic, culLural ancl othcl activi-
ties,

In the court ac[ivity, the public prosccu-
tor's office controls the legality of deci-
sions and when estimating that these are

contrary to the 1aw or groundless, it de-

mands their annulment by the ccurt of se-

cond instance. The public plosecutor's par-
ticipation in the proceedings at 1aw is h
mited. He takes part in the judgcmcnt of
civii cases when they are of a special so-

cial importance, and in criminal cases

when the political importance of the case

rcquil'es his participation for obtaining
the maximum possible effects of the

trial.
The public plosecutol' has broad com-

petences in the investigation of the ca-

ses. His orders and instructions are obliga-

tory for the investigator. Some special ac

tions, such as the decision on arresting.
the indictment and the checking of the
post and telegraph colrespondence assume
juridical power only with the public prose-

cutor's appr'oval. He has the right to ini
tiate the penal proceedings, to stop or sus

peud the case, to annul irregular actions
of the examining magistrate, to turn back
the case lcr a complete investigation by
him.

The public prosecutol'controls bhe peni-
teltiaries, the observing of the norms
which govern the living in these
plac:s.

The public prosecutor's office is an abso-
1ute1y centralized and unified organ. The
orders and instruclions of the general pu-
blic prosecutor are obligatory to all the dis-
trict pub1lc prosecutors and the military

public prosecutors. The public prosecutors
are appointed and dismissed bv the gerre

la1 public prosecutor.

b) Investigation: Investigation is unificd
and concentrated in the Ministry of In[er-
na1 Affairs. The peoplc's police ot,g;rns per-
form the functions of the irrvcstigatiorr
organs. They calry out the first urgent
prccedural actio1ls, thcy cletain tire persons

suspecbed of having pertrated anlr crimc
and then they send the case to the exami-
ning magist::ate for further judicial in-
qulrles.

c) Offices of juridical aid: T'hc bar. as arn

organisation ccnstituted by the volunta,,rv

union of the persons who exercised the

profession of ihe counsel at 1aw was aboli-
shed in 1967 and the offices of juridical
aid were created. Practice had shown that
the bar as a form of the organisation of
the service of juridicai aid fol the citizens,
socialist institutions, enterprises and orga-
nisations dld not meet the lequirements of
our society at this stage of its development,
it did not guarantee the proper fulfilment
of its duties in the cluestion of the defen-
ce of 1egality, the right and quick solution
of tl-re cases, in the struggle for the pre-

vention of crimes and of othet' antisocialist
rlanifestations.

The members of the office of juridical
aid give to those concerned the necessar.y
juridical aid in alry folm, notarial actions
included.

The members of the offices of jur.idicai
aid can participate in ttre judicial exarni-
nation of the crinrinal and civil cases. They
may be assigned as counsels for the defen-
ce when: a) the defendant, due to physical
or psychic shortcomings, is unable pro-
perly to realize his own defence; b) the
defendant is under the age of 15 years;
c) due to the character of the case or othel
circumstances the court deems the pall-l-
cipation of the councel for. the defence
necessary; d) the defendant is a foreign
citizen. In the cases envisaged under the
points .a" and ,b, the participation of the
councel for thc defence is obiigatory
and the defendant cannot l,enounce to
him.

In civil cases the members of the offices
of juridical aid malr participate as reple-
sentatives of the parties when: a) the party
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is a foreign ciLizen, b) due to the charac-
ter of the cfse or other cir-curlstances the
court deems this neccssary.

The limitation of professional defence

bcc,rme possible due to the broad, active
and direci: participation of the ntasses in
the juclici:rry inquir:y and in the court pro-
ccedings, which furthel enliches and dee-

pens the ducl and ensures a free dis-
cussion and debate which are a powerful
mcans to discovel the truth. Likewise, the
rise of l1're ideological, political and pro-
fessional level of the examining utagistra-
tes, the strcngthening of the public prose-

cutor's controi over legality in the inves-
tigation acbivib,, the active role of the
court dnling the court examination, the
requirernent which is being realized in
practice and according to whicit Lhe reali-
sation of the rights of the clefendant and
palties is noL a matter regarding him alone
but also the organs of justice, etc., are the
main reasons that 1ed to the limitation of
the partic.ipation of the tnembers of the

offices of juridic:rl aid in the coul't pro-
ceedings in the c:pacity of counsel at law
or representative of the parties in the

case.

As members of the offices of juridical
aid cen be assigned only persons haviog
high juriclicrl education. Their appoint-
ment aud dismassal is done by thc plesi-
dent of the high court. The dependence

of these offic:s on the high court and their'

appointment arrcl dismissal by thc plesi-
dent of thc high court has been estabii-
shcd rvith a .riew to avoiding the possible

influence of of thc district people's courts
tunder which they have been created and

ensuling ccnditions for objectivity in
accomplishing their functions, particularly
in acc.:mplishing theil function of de-

fence.

As a result of this court organisation and
of 1-he prirciples by which the organs of
justice are guided, the overwhelming part
of penal and civil cascs end within one

sitting, subjectivisrn in judging and dici-
ding the cases is avoided and thesc organs
are nlole closcly linked lvith thc masses,

they are more engaged on the frout of the
ideological struggle fol the prcvention of
crimes and other. unlawful and anti-social
manifesLations.

An oboul 6.000-yeur old tullure
The time, when foreign specialists were

writing that 'In the field of prehistoric
archaeology Albania is a blank white
spacetr is past. Today Albanian archeolo-
gical research and studies have attained
scientific achievements, such that without
knowledge and assessment of them, im-
portant problems of the prehistory of the
Balkans cannot be solved correctly.

These achievements multiply our energies
for greater successes, for new discoveries
and facts which shed light on the secrets

of the ancient culture of our people. They
include the discoveries made in Dunavec,
in the KorEa area, whose culture belongs
to the middle neolithic epoch, i.e. about
6.000 years ago.

As a result of two years of persistent

work a pre-historic dwelling place was

uncovered on the bank of the Dunavec

river, very near the place where it joins

the Devolli river. The earliest strata of its
exlstence are linked with the ruins of a

prehistolic village, the huts of which had

been erected along the river bank, not in
the usual way, but on piles, vertical logs,
supporting a platform of other horizontal
logs, on which they erected dwellings
with floors and wal1s plastered witl-r clay
and straw. The erection of these drvellings,
called palafittes, required great work and
toil, if we bear in mind that everytl-ring,

was cut and shaped stone axes. The value
of this discovery is increased also because

contribution to the construction of the

projects of the five-year plan and the

timely fulfilment of the seasonal tasks in

agriculture, and, at the same time, will
carry out a series of cultural and artis-

tic activities which will help in educating

and entertaining the working people.

Later,

rvith the destruction of the palafitte, and

apparently with the changing, of the di
rection of the flow of the river, they pas-

sed to another method of building houses

right on the ground, but always first
laying horizontal logs covered with straw

rnixed with mud, to provide a floor with
the minimum dampness. Thus they preser-

ved the old traditions gained from the ex-

perience of building the palafitte.

The rich and varied archaeological ma-

terial that has been accumulated as a re-

sult of the excavation work, such as thc
collection of stone axes, various flint kni-
ves, various horn and bone tools, grind
stones for grain together with other find-
ings, create the features of the material





It has become

But thc culture of
this prel-ristoric centre cannot be under-

stood without mentioning the extensive
production of pottery and cult objects.

A spccial and principal ca-

tegory is the pottery with a rough surface
(barbotine), which links it rvith the other

crltures of the inner Balkans. The deco-

ratiorrs of the vessels are of many kinds,

The most clmmon arc relief decclations,

those witir inclsiorrs ancl g',-ooves, while
paintcd ancl ptessed clcsiiJns and some

others, arc less frequent.

Of special artistic value is the collection
of small anthropornolphous figures made

of baked c1ay. The treatment of the hu-

man figure is given in general 1ines,

emphasising individual parts of the body.
'Ihey include samples distinguished for
their exprcssive presentation.

The discovcries in the Dunavec prehis-

tor'ic sitr' shcd ncw light on a vcr'y impor-
tant problem, i.e. the elucidation of rela-

tions bci:ween the Dunavec culture and the

culture of the copper epoch discovered
yeals ago in Maliq. Although these tu,o

cultules belong to different epochs, they
are based on a number of impoltant com-

rnon e-lements which put them in ::eiation

with one another. Filst, ccmes the blacl<

c:r'amics in which, with legard to techni-
que, some forms of vessels and ornaments
present great similarity, fhis relation is

expressed also by the techniqr-re of paint-
ing with grey and red paints. Finally,

mention must be made of the election of
palafitte dwellings both in Dunavec and

Maliq, which cculd not have been acciden-

ta1, but is an important fact testifying to
the preservation of a tradition, and which
once more expressed this crrltural connec-

tion.
Of course, this totality of common ele-

ments testifies clearly to the preservation

of a tradition both in the architecture of

the dwelling houses and in pottery. This

tradition is based on the preservation of

the 1ocal ethnic element. These facts en-

title us to think of an autochthonous ori-
gin of the culture of the copper age; they

help us to follow the process of the autoch-

thonous development of the prehistoric

cultules of South-Eastern Albania, and to

see here, the basis of an early neolithic
substratun, which found development in

the later prehistorric and protohistoric
periods.

In relation to the linguistic data, the

neolithic cultures discovered in our coun-

try, would correspond to the earliest Indo-

european substralum and would support

the opiniorr about its presence as far back

as in the early neolithic period. Of course,

the elucidation of such complicated pro-

blems shrouded in the mists of thousands

of yeals is not a matter which can be

settled by one, or even several excavation

campaigns. The successes achieved, a bet-

ter coordination of Albanological sciences,

and the allround assistance of the Party
in every direction a::e the guarantee of
greater achievements.

process of the degeneration of the dicta-

torship of the proletariat that existed in
the Soviet Union, into a dictatorship of

the new Soviet bourgeoisie which began

to emerge.

The former diclator-

ship of the proietariat was transformed
into a savage fascist dictatolsl-rip of the

new revisionist bourgeoisie, the socialist
Soviet State was transformed into a social-

lVithout doubt the great ideological be-

trayal and the usurpation of the leader-

ship of the CPSU by a group of traitors
which took its open form at the ill-famed
20th Congress of the CPSU constituted the

prologue to the restoration of capitalism
in the Soviet Union. This group of trai-
tors, headed by Khrushchev, began the

Soviet superstructure was also the begin-

ning of the lestoration of capitalism, this

degeneration of the superstructure could

not advance itself tvithout tl-re degenera-

tion of the economic base. Therefore,

with the beginning of the process of the

degeneration of the superstructure, the

L-)rocess of the degeneration of the econo-

mic base began, too. Here we have to do

with a dialectical and complicated inter-

action of the degeneration of the super-

structure and the base, where the one

pushed ahead and impelled the other,

until at last they assumed their complete

capitalist fonn. Also in the question of the

degeneration of the socialist lelations of
production into capitalist relations, just

as oul Party has pointed out in its docu-
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ments, the treacherous Khrushchovian 1ea-

ders exploited sorne shortcomings ',vhich
existcd, espccially in the relations of dis-
tribution (the great discrepancy of sala-

ries, which our Palty has rightfully descli-
bed as a dangerous evil).

It is known that capitalism is the
highest and most general stage of commo-
dity production. With scicntific gcn-ius

Marx proved in his work ,Capital, that
wherever commodity procluction becorncs
gcneral aud flourishing, there capitalist
cxploitation comcs into being sporrtancous.
ly, Therefore, in his wor'h .Capital*, Marx
begins his whole analysis of capitalism
ilplecisely with his aualysis of the comrlo-
dity. Defending and furthei' developing
Marx's economic theory Leuin uuderlined
that;

,,The essential features of capitalisln,
(author's emphesis) accor.ding to his theo-
ry, are: (1) Cornmodity productioD, as the
general form of pr.oduction. The pr.ocluct

assumes the form oI a comtrodity in the
most varicd olganisrn of social pro<luction,
but only in capitalist production is tiris
form of the labour product gereral and

not exceptional, isolated, accidentai. (2)

The second characteristic of carpitalism

is the fact that not only the product of
labour, but also labour itself, i,e. human
labour power, takes the commodity form.
The degree to which the commodity fortn
of labour power is developed is an inCi-

cation of the degrec to which capitalism
is dcveloped,.

After the nsurpation of the leadership

of the Soviet Party and State, the Soviet

revisionist traitors in a camouflaged way,

created objective conditions for the enrer-

gence and development of the above two
features in the Soviet economy. And iu as

much as any practical aciivity requires
priol ideological prepalation, after 1953,

the fir"st thesis attacl<ed by the Soviet

revisionis[s ir: the MarxisL economic theo-

ry was that about commodity production
and the law of value in socialism.

It is well known that Marxism-Leninism
Coes not negate the necessity of the cxis-

tence of commodity production after the

seizure of state power by thc working
class. On the contrary, in Lhe filst stage,

this form of production exists objectively,
but being a nvestigetr of capitalism, it is

never allowed to extend and flourish; on
tbe conlrary, with thc extension and
strengtl-reniug of the socialist sector of the
economy, with the maturilg of the so-

cialj.st r:clations of production the spher.e

of comrr-rodity production and of the ope-

ration of the law of value is also narro-
wed and limited, until objective conditions
are finally createcl fol their complete li-
quidation. While they consider commodi-
ty production as inevitable for a certain
time, the genuine Marxist-Leninist Party
and the socialist state of the working
class are also aware of the danger it con-

cea1s, and take conscious measures for.

the creation of the obiective conditions for
its final liquidation in the future.

But in opposition to all this, with the
aiiri of concealing the process of the res-
toration of capitalisn-r witl-i demagogic
phrases, aftel the year 1953, the Soviet
levisionist traitot's brought out the dia-
bolical thesis that befole they cease their
operation, and in r:r'del to bring about
this ccssatjo:t, the o1d categolies inher.ited
florr capitalisrn (thus inciuding commo-
dity production and the 1aw of value) must
be developed and flourish in a ful1 and ge-

nelal way.
In the irnpossibility of presenting here

all the "scier-rtific algun-rents" for this dia-
bolic thesis, suffice it to mention that ir:

a carnouflaged manner, it found its expres-

sion in the socalled ,Plogramme cf the

Commnnist Party of the Soviet Union.,
which was atr)proved at the 22nd Con-

gress of this party, which says:
,In communist construction it is neces-

sary to fu11y utilize the commodity - mo-

rley relations. . .. (author's emphasis).

As is seen, in opposition to the entire
Marxist-Leninist theory, which stresses

the incl,ispensability of the limitation and

restriction of comrnodity p1'oduction dur-
ing the transitiol to communism, the So-

viet revisionists, as conscious traitors to
i\ilarxisrn vr,anting to conceal the process

of the restoration of capitalism, speak of
.fu1l utilization$ of commodity-money re-
lations in cornrnunist construction. As to
what is the nreaning of the words ,full
utilization', this emerged clearly from all
thc practical economic measures they
adopted, which are measures for the trans-

formation of sociaiist production into ca-
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pitalist commodity production. All the
,theoretical* creations and practical mea-

sures of these renegades werc blatant be-

trayal of the precepts of Marxism-Leni-
nism which they claim they are *develop-

ing-.
Here, concretely is what Lenin stresses;
,Marxism teaches us that the society,

which is based on commodity produc-

tion,.. at a certain level of development,
inevitably, takes the road of capitalism,.
(author's emphasis).

And precisely the measures taken by
the Soviet revisionists after the year 1,953

in the economic field, along with the pro-
cess of the degeneration of the superstruc-
ture, objectively created that certain level
of development of comrnodity production
of which brought about the birth of capi-
talism in the economy, which has now
been completely and definitely formed.

A1l the concrete measures of the Soviet
revisionists after the year 1953 in the
field of the economy, which reached their
culmination in 1965 with the socalled
,economic reform", had one aim: the res-
toration of the capitalist economy of com-
modity production. Irrespective of ,Mar-
xist" phraseology with which these mea-
sures have been justified, or how their
capitalist essence has been concealed from
the working people, in essence they were
measures for the reestablishment of capi-
talism which has now been completed.
At various periods these measures have
affected production, distribution, exchan-
ge, the management of the economy, etc.,

but in their entirety they express one

thing: the degeneration of the socialist
economy, the unlimited extension of the
commodity-money relations, the creation
of the economy of capitalist commodity
production, the creation of conditions for
the emergence and operation of all the
categories of the capitalist economy which
will be mentioned below.

The most important element in the whole
process of the extension and flourish-
irrg of capitalist commodity production in
the Soviet Union was precisely the trar:s-
formation of labour power into a commo-
dity, Marxism teaches us that .capitalisnr
is that stage of the development of commo-
dity production when even labour power-,
becomes a commodity". Precisely because
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this process of the transformation of la-

bour power: into a comnrodity has been

completed in the Soviet Union, it is under-

standable that we have to do here with
a completely capitalist economy.

For laboul power to become a commodi-

ty it is necessary for the worker to be

divested of all means of production and

be obliged to sell only his labour power.

The process of divesting the Soviet labour

force of the means of production, has

been the very process of the degeneration

of the dictatorship of the proletariat into

a dictatorshlp of the new Soviet bourgeoi-

sie. Thus, with the degeneration of the

Soviet State, with its transformation into

a dictatorship of the new Soviet bour-

geoisie, the means of production too,

which were state or collective farm pro-

pertj, were automatically transformed

into property of the new revisionist bour-

gcoisie, which usurped the state power'

The Soviet working class was deprived of

the means of production, it no longer has

anything to se11 for its livelihood but its

labour power, which lihe all the other

factors of production, has been transfor-

med into a commoditY.

In order to become convinced that the

character of the state property depends

on the character of the state itself, on

whose hands the state is in, suffice it
to cast a glance on the present day reali
ty of the western capitalist states, where

state ownership has beer: extended in re-

cent years. Nobody thinks of considering

the state ownership existing today in the

western capitalist states as socialist owner-

ship, ownershiP bY the workers. WhY?

Because state ownership is always the

ownership of that class which holds the

state power. And as long as the state

power is in the hands of the bourgeoisie,

of the capitaiists, state ownership, too, is

a form of capitalist ownership, is state

monopoly caPitalism.

In essence, we have the same thing also

in the Soviet Union. It is not superfluous

to note here that a century ago, in his

wolk *Anti-Duhring,, Engels pointed out

thal the characier of state ownership de-

pencls on whose hands the state is in.

of course. the transformation of socia-

list o'rvnership into state capitalist owner-

ship of a special type, and of labour po-

wer into commodity did not take place in
the Soviet Union at the touch of a magic

rvand, but through a whole process of the

degeneration of the dlclatorship of the

proletariat into a dictatorship of the new

revisionist bourgeoisie.

In asmuch as the processes of the de-

generation of the superstrtLcturc, of the

charrge of the characier of ownership, of
the transf ormation of labour power into
a commodity, of the extension and flou-
rishing of capitalist commodity produc

tion were completed, the process of the

restoration of capitalisL exploitation, too,

in all its breadth and depth, was auto-

maticrllv cornpleted in the Soviet Union.
This was the inevitable result of the resto-

lation of the c.rpitalist cornmodity prio

ducticrr. Here is what Marx teacires us:
,To the extent that commodity produc-

tion develops in conformity with its inhe-
rent laws into capitalist production, to
the satne extent the pfoperty laws of com-
modity production are turlled into la',vs

of capitalist appropriation'.

)

Now there is no doubt that lhe main
form of capitalism in the Soviet Union is

state monopoly capitalism of a r-rew type.
But this .new type* does tot mean at all
that we have to do with anothei essence

of c-rpitalism. The new type ccnsists only
in the way of its birth and its role, while
as far as its essence is concerned, it is

capitalisrn as in all the c':pitalist coun-

tries.

State capitalism in the western coun-
tries catre into being rnainly as a result
of nationalisations with c, mpensation

carried out by the bonrgeois state, whe-
reas in the Soviet Union it can-re into being
through the completion ot the process of
the degeneration of the dici:atorship of the
proletariat into a diclatolship of the new

bourgeoisie. In the u,estern capitalist coun-
tries, state cag-.i1urrrm pla1rs 6 role depen-

dant on private capital, as a tool of the
latter, while in the plesent-day Soviet
Union it plays the domirant an principal
role.

But while sLressing the fact that the

main form of c,rpitalism in the Soviet

Union is state monopoly capitalism of a
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special type, we must also mention the

other forms of capital and c:rpitalism

existinq there today.

As a resttlt of the fat salaries which
the new Soviet bourgeoisie leceives in
the state and collective farrn sector, it ma-

nages not only to lead a fabulous life,
but also lo cieate colossal ,savingsu it
the folrn of deposits, which, bv means

of iuterest, ,,give birth, to other money.

I{ere it is not a quesLion of denying the

possiLrility of savings in socialist society.

Naturally, parallel rvith the increase of
general rvellbeing, the wolking people

also creatc s:r'rings in order to better ful-
fill their needs of consumption in the fu-

ture. But when these savings belong only
to {people with special abilities,, when

they stern fr'om the exceptionally high
salaries and bonuses they receive, and

yield large sums of interests, they are no

longer savings, but loan capital, money

which gives birth to money.

Here is 'tvhat Lenin says:
,The starting point of any capital, -

both industrial and commereial-is the for-
mation of free financial means in the

hands of individual persolls (the words

,free means, should be understood as those

financial means which ate not neces-

sarily usecl for persoual consumption,

etc) '.
Today, the new Soviet bourgeois and a

part of the wolker aristocracy possess

alnost 60 billion rubles of deposits, bring-
ing in 2 billion rutrles interest annual1y,

without evcn lifting a finger. The forrnula

ot' capitai, loan P-P', demonstrated by

Malx a century ago, is precisely the for-

mu1:r of these "savings, of the new So-

viet bourgeoisie.

But this is not the only folm of private

monetary capital possessed by the new

Soviet bourgeoisie. There are also other

forrns, in the form of state obligations,

i.nsurance, ctc. Finally, we cannot fail to
nrention alothcr form of commodity pro-

duction which gives birth every day to

new capitalists in the soviet Union, which

involves the socalled "collective former"s

personal plot". No Marxist has ctenied

that as long as the agricultural cooperati-

ves are rrnatrle to fulfill some of the needs

of their members, the cooperativists must

have a personal plot of land for some
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of their family needs. But when this .per-

sonal plot, is extended beycnd measure

and is used not for personal needs, but

to supply the market, then it is turned

into an economy of simple commodity pro-

duction which, as Lenin has said, every

minute, evely hour, and every day, gives

birth to capitalism. This is precisely the

type of the economy of a large number

of "collective farmers' personal plots, in
the present-day Soviet Union. These ilper-

sonal plots* today supply up to 60 per

cent of the vegetables, 80 per cent oI the

fruit, etc., Therefore, as commodity pro-

duction economies, they give birth to new

eapitalists every daY.

,

The arialysis of the capitalist character

of the Soviet economy must be done not

on the basis of external appearances, of

the demagogy of the traitors to Marxism,

of the laws and juridical forms which

still preserve the "socialist' shell, but in
the way in which the classics of Marxism-

Leninism, the PartY of Labour and

comrade Enver Hoxha teach us, on the

basis of the real economic relations.

Criticising the Nalodniks, Lenin taught

the Marxists:
*In order to define the "type, (of an

economy - A. Pano) we must naturally,

considel the principal economic features

of an order and not its juridical forms"'

And the economic reality of the Soviet

Union toclay is such that, without having

in their pocket any deed entitling them

to ownership of the country's means of

production but thanks to their actual po-

sition, the new revisionist bourgeoisie use

these means for the exploitation of the

rvorking class, for the capitalist appropria-

tion of the surplus value created with the

unpaid labour of the rank-and-file work-

ing people.

Just as ali the other elements of the

relations of ploduction, the relations of

distribution, too, have degenerated comple-

tely. Just for this reason, the new Soviet

bourgeois can readily a1low the workers

to keep in a drawel the text of the So-

viet constitution, which legally consecra-

tes the right to common property, provi-
ded these bourgeois themselves keep hold
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of the bank book in which the sums of
deposited rubles continually increase.

The whole of the surplus value appro-
priated by the Soviet bourgeoisie assumes

valious forms. A Targe part of this sur-
plus value, is transformed in various ways

by this bourgeoisie itself, as the collec-

tive owner of the means of production,

into capital of the form of state monopoly

capitalism. This part, like the means of
production, it owns as a class and not

as indlviduals. Another part of the appro-

priated surplus value it distributes indi-
vidtrally among the members of its class

in the form of the fat salaries and innu-

merable bonuses, established for the new

Soviet managers in recent years, which

are constantly increasing.

Suffice it to compare the second part

of the surplus value appropriated indi-

vidually by the members of the Soviet

bourgeoisie in the form of .salaries and

bonusesn with the wage of a rank and

file worker, to understand the entire

exploiting character of the capitalist rela-

tionS of distribution in the Soviet Union.

Today the salaries and bonuses of the top

Soviet managers (let alone the 61ite of the

Party, State, army and science) arc 75-20

times higher than the minimum wage of

ordinary workers. Of course, in order to

preserve its domination more easily. The

Soviet bourgeoisie, by means of bonuses,

also corrupts a sma1l part of the working

class, transforms it into an aristocracy of

the working class, as is the case in any

capitalist society.

But the entire system of distribution

operating in the Soviet Union today, the

colossal number of bonuses, which in
some cases are entirely unlimited, have

nothing in common with the socialist prin'

ciple of distribution according to work,
but undel the label of the ,recognition

of the special merits of managerstr, serves

the individual appropriatioo by the new

bourgeois of a part of the surplus value

produced with the unpaid labour of the

Soviet workers. Precisely on this back-

ground we have the growth of the social

contrast: On the one hand, the class of

the new Soviet bourgeoisie, leading a

fabulous luxurious life, and, on the other

hand, the lank and file working people

who live in such poverty that, as the So-
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viet newspaper,Socialistichcskaya Indus-

tria, unintentionally 1et out a few years

ago, only now are they replacing their
wooden spoons with metal spoons ! It
could not be otherwise, It is true that
immediately after he came to power,

Khrushchov promised golden spoons to
everybody, but by the word {everybody,

he irnplied only the r-rew Soviet bourgeoi-
sie, which becar:re the masters of thc state

power and the means of production, ra,hile

the others were reckoned to become, as

they did, wage slaves.

The degree of exploitation of the wor-
kcrs in every capitalist ccononry is rrteu-

sured with the norm of surplus value,

which represents the latio of the surplus

value to variable capital. The Soviet sta-

tistics of these categories still preserve

the socalled "socialist' terms and falsify
the amount of variable capitaT, by includ-
ing the salaries of a palt of the new So-

viet bourgeois, which, as we said, repre-

sent a part of the surplus value. But even

from those figures "fiddled" by the Soviet
statistics, it emerges that the norm of ex-
ploitation of the Soviet working class in
7972 was 23 per cent greater than in 1960.

Such is the ,gain of the Soviet working
class from the socalled construction of
communism (read: restoration of capi-
talism).

4

The restoration of capitalism in the So-

viet Union also brought about the repla-
cement of a1l the socialist economic laws
and categories with the capitalist ones.

The process of the restoration of capitalism
extended over a number of years, which
were also the years of the extension of
the operation of capitalist laws and cate-
gories, until they reached their complete
and final state.

The fundarrental 1aw of the ptesent day
Soviet economy is thc law of drawing ma-
ximum profits. One of the aspects of its
manifestation in practical activity consists

in the fact that the entire activity of So-

viet enterprises is evaluated from the main
index, which is the socalled ,profitability
on funds, (read: profitability on capital),
The Soviet revisionists may engage in de-
magogy as much as they want, claiming

that the airn of their production has re-

mained the fulfiLnent of the necds of the

working masses, however it is not wor-ds

that are important, btrt dceds. As long as

thc fat bonuses of the new Soviet mana-

gers depend only on the .pl'ofitability on

funds,, everybody understands that, in or-

der to fill their pockets, they do thcir
utnrost, not to fulfill the needs of the cco-

nomy and the worhing peoplc, but to
increase their bonuses. Their moLto is pre-

cisely the old Bussian saying, ,,Svoja ru-

bashka blizhe k tjellu, (rt.ry shirt is closest

to my body).

The only regulator of Soviet production

is the law of value and market spontanei-

ty. Volume of sales is the second index

for evaluation of the work of soviet enter-

prises. But the volume of sales is directly
determined by the situation of the market;

therefore, it is precisely this market spon-

taneity that regulates Soviet production,

and not the .plan, as they prattle. For

sake of appearances the Soviet revisionists

may play comedies and "criticize, the

socalled jmarket socialism, of a certain

Otto Schick, but they themselves have

long ago established market capitalism.
The distribution of investments in thc

Soviet Union today, is done according to
the socalled inormative coefficient of ca-

pital investments", which is nothing but

a "socialist" lable fol the average norm of

profit. The category of the capitalist price

of production, for which the revisionists

find a thottsand and one ,socialist,! names

and justifications, is operating in the enti
re Soviet economy. Through the decentra-

lisation of prices, which are fixed by thc

enterprises thetnselves,,escalated prices",

etc,, etc., the free play of prices is fully
operative, although in othel folrns' Thc

capitalist category of interest on capital has

been established in the entire econolny.

The struggle of individual enterprises

for the most favourable conditions for the

cleation of incentive funds, for the most

advantageons credit and capital, for a more

profitable structure of assortments, etc.,

is nothing but a form of competition ope-

rating in the capitalist econony. Through

uniting, merging, and transferring the acti-

vities of individual enterprises, the So-

viet revisionists conceal the processes of

the bankruptcy of individual capitalist
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enterprises, but in fact, this bankruptcy
exists. Many Soviet enterprises today have

landed in a bankrupt financial situation.
During the 1.965-1977 period, the tiank
loans alone not repaid on time by the er:-

telprises iucreased 2,3 times. During the

period 1966-1970, violation of the norrnal

tir-nelir-nit for the liquidation of obligations

by Soviet enterprises increascd by 25 per

ccnt, while tl-re total of all the obligations

not paid on timc increased by 78 per cent.

The complete restoration of capitalism

in the Soviet Union could noL fail to bring
about the fabulous enrichment of thc new

bourgeoisie, the irnpoverishrneut of thc

working masses, contintlous economic

failures, unemployment and crises, mani
fested in hidden forms, and other capi-

talist phenomena.

To show thc disastlous consequences

of the restoration of capitalism in the So-

viet economy, we shall mention only thc

marked decline of the rates of economic

development in compalison with the timc
when socialist economy still existecl. Thus,

in comparison with the 7945-7960 period,

the average rate of increase of national

income in the Soviet Union in the years

1960-1965 dlopped by 44 per cent, iu the

ycars 1965-1970 it dropped 35 per cent,

and in 1,974 il dropped 58 per cent' And

it must be said that the rates of economic

development calculated by the Soviet sta-

tistics contain in thcmselves the colossal

increase, in recent years, of Soviet military
procluction, and if this were excluded, the

situation of crisis and the real Soviet eco-

nornic decline would bc eveR more pro-

nounced.

A11 analysis of real facts shows very

clearly that the Soviet economy today is

compietely and definitely a capitalist eco-

nomy. It is precisely this economy which

constitutes the basis of Soviet social-impe-

lialism, which is characterized in the in-

ternal fie1c1 by savage exploitation of the

working people, by antagonistic class con-

tradictions, by phenorrena of decline and

successive crises, unprecedented militari
zatron, etc., while in the external field it
is characterized by expansion, not only

political and military, but also economic;

by the exploitation of othcr countties,

and primarily, of the East EuroPean

the traitors. The Party knew how to assess

correctly and to utilize the objective na-

tional and international circtrrnstances that
created favourable conditions for a power-

ful outburst of the people's uprising
against the occupiers and the traitors'

Italian fascism aimed at eliminating the

Albanian nation and italianizing Albania.
Our people could never allow such a

thing. They were ready to fight with al1

their strength against the foreign ensla-
vers for freedom and national inclepen-

dence. In fact they began their struggle
against the occupiers right from the first
day of the aggression by the Italian army,
in April 1939, and did not cease it for a

single moment. This struggle was develo-
ped as a legitimate resistance against the
foreign enslavers through antitascist de-

monstrations and protests, through stri-
kes, sabotage and refusal to observe the
laws and regulations of the occupation re-
gime, in particular cases ev€n by artned
resistance.

The Albanian peo2le were not to be

alone in their struggle. The fascist states

had invaded many other countries. Hitleri'
te Germany had attacked and aimed to
destroy the first socialist state, the Soviet
Union. The entire wsrld was faced with
the threat of fascist enslavement. To avert
such a danger the nations and peoples of
the world, had risen in a great a[ti-fascist
international war, urited in a big anti-
fascist coalition to liquidate the fascist
tyranry. The Albanian people found sure
and powerful support in the anti-fascist

world war, the vanguard of which was the

Soviet Union led by J. V. Stalin.
Relying on such favourable national and

international circumstances, , right from
its foun,Cing the Communist Party defined

the uprising against fascism as ,the ge-

nuine road to liberation*l and laid down

the task: *We must implart the idea of a

general liberation uprising through joint
actions. . . We must prepare the people po-

Iitically and militarily fot the general

armed uprising, rallying all the patriotic
and antifascist forces to the struggle,2.

While the general armed uprising was

chosen as the main forrn, the other forms
of the struggle, such as sabotage, econo-

mic and political strikes, anti-fascist cle-

monstrations and protests, exposure of the

enemy by word of mouth or through prin-
ted material, etc., were llot neglected

either. But the principal aim of all these

means of struggle was the preparation of

the people for the armed uPrising.
The organization of the armeC uprising

also demanded, as an indispensable con-

dition, the preparation of the armed for-
ces, of the Natioual Liberation rtrtny.
Without the creation of a genuine people's

army, powerfully supported by the ins:rr-
gent people, an army capable of dealing
crushing blows to the enerny, oi destroy-

ing the political order and the armed for-

ces of occupation, a general armed upris-
ing could not be thought of.

The general armed uPrising, which
was presented by the Party as "the ge-

nuine road to liberation" would be a

component part of the people's revolution.
As such it was organically linked with

the creation of the common National Li'
beration Front and with the establish-
ment of the new democratic people's state

power. At the same time, it would be the
principal means for the triumph of this
revolution, i.e., for the achievement of
the strategic objective in the National li'
beration War laid down by the Party.

For the same reason also, the National
f,iberatlon Army would be set uP as a

legular people's revolutionary army, since

only such an arlny could carry out such

important strategic tasks as the eomplete

liberation of the country by its own efforts,
thc victory of national independerrce, the

establishment of the people's democratic

state power, and become the armed sup-

port of this state power" There can be

no lasting state power, including the re'
volutionaty state polver, without armed

support.
In the concrete circumstances, our gene-

ral uprising would not be an immediate

outburst, anC the regular National libera-

tion Army wottld not be formed all at

once, just as the people's democratic go-

vernment would not be formed at once.

These objectives would be achieved step

by step. The uprising would be a more

or less protracted people's armed struggle.

The partisan movement, the guerilla units,
,the war waged by detachments as the

truest expression of the will of the Alba-
nian people to be liberated from fascist

slavery and to live free''3 r'oor1d ta.u" a

real basis for the preparation of the gene-

ral uprising and the cteation of the regu-

lar liberation army,
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The armed uprising was a very difficult
task. Our Party clearly understood that
the armed uprising constituted a task of
very great responsibility. It could not be
trifled with. Consequently, it demanded
extensive thorough, and all-sided prepara-
tion, Its organisation required politicai
clarity, determination, and maturity, great
care and patience, tireless political and
military work. Once beEun it had to be
carried right through to the end. Any
wavering, opportunist stand, just as ary
scctarian and adventurist stand, would
lead to the failure of the uprising.

The armed uprising needs arms, funds,
cadres, great experience. The party chose
the only correct revolutionary road lead-
ing to victory: it called on the people to
throw themselves imrnediately into the
fight, being in the forefront itself, and
to secure everything needed for the armed
uprising - arms, cadres, experience, arrd
everything else, in the heat of the strug-
gle.

First of all, the armed uprising deman-
ded the political preparation of the masses
of the people, strong reliance upon them
for the combat actions and the fighters
that would carry them out, a steel-like
bond between the leading body of the
uprising and these masses. At first such a
reliance and bound were limited. In this
direction, too, the only way was to begirr
the combat actions, immediately, to begin
the political preparation of the people for
the uprising by fighting the eneiny, and to
establish sound links with the masses in
the heat of the armed struggle.

So the Party did not and could not wait.
uThe infant that was born frorn the womtr
of the people on November 8, 7547 in Ti-
ranar, says comrade Enver Floxha, ,,did
not wait even for a single day, but raised
its iron fist and struck mercilessly at the
fascists and the traitors,.l*

Of course the choosing of the road of
armed struggle by no means meant that
the slogan of the general uprising was to
be launched immediately. *The general
uprising, as stated above, would prepara-
red step by step and would constitute the
final state of the armed struggl6.,5

i. 'l! .Y:

As is said in the "History of the pLA,,
the armed uprising as a people,s war,
and the creation of the people's armed for-
ces as a regular army of the Albanian

people, went through three main phases
which were determined by the develop-
ment of events and things.

In the first phase the foundations were
laid for the general armed uprising and
the organization of the regular National
Liberation Army, the general moral-politi-
cal and military preparation of the mas-
ses of the people for the uprising was
achieved.6

The first school for the armed uprising
weie the gruerilla units, which were for-
rned at the end of 1941 and the beginning
of 1942 irr the main cities of the country,
while from the beginning of 1942 they
were active in all the cities and in many of
the occupied regions.

The guerrilla units carried out various
small-scale combat actions: killed fascist
leaders, officers, N.C.O.'s, and spies, burnt
and destroyed depots and other objects of
the enemy; seized arms and other mate-
rial useful for the liberation war, freed
political prisoners, etc.

It is of great importarce that no action
was carried out without the approval oI
the party regional committee and rvithout
being studied with the greatest care. Ac-
tions were carried out in order to achie-
ve political gains first of all, and then
military and material gains. According to
this criterion, combat actions, while harm-
ing the enemy, first of all established new
links between the Party and the masses.
Therefore only such actions were carried
but as were acceptable to the masses, that
fostered in them love for and confidence
in the Party that organisecl and led these
actions. The careful choice, the perfect or-
ganisation of the combat actions of the
guerrilla units, and the leadership of the
party organisation, gave their actions a

character different fronr those usually
carried out by anarchists, putschists, ad-
venturers, and bandits oi various types.

Unlike adventurist and terrorist actions,
with the impression they rna<le and the
influence they exei.cised on the people
ancl among the enemy ranks the actions
of our guerrilla units, however small as
fighting aetions, hacl the importance of a
battle. As comrade Enver Hoxha says,
.they were aa inseparable part afld the
beginning of the armed uprising,", .f1e11
which the genuine leaders of our people
emerEed,T, .they were linked with the
aspirations of the masses and were an
expression of the determination aad con-
fidence, not only of the Party, but also oi
the people, in final victory,t3.
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The guerrilla units were set up in the
cities, This was not accidental, This hap-
pened because at the beginning the party's
links with the masses of the people were
almost entirely with those of the towns,
Without the support of these masses the
guerilla units could not have been formed
and neither could they have carried out
their combat actions so successfully. In
fact the actions were ilot just the deed of
the members of the guerrilla units, but of
the masses of the people who protected
and defended the fighters of these units
at every step, regardless of the dangers.

But while creating the guerrilla units,
the Party always had in mind higher forms
of the armed struggle - partisan units.
*The comrades should not have a shallow
grasp of .the question of guerriilas,,, it
instructed. *Wherever possible partisan
units should be formed. . . without waiting
for another directive for the formation of
the units,9.

The formation of the units was linked,
first of all, with the creation of the bases

of the Party and of the National Liberation
War in the countryside.

The countryside, specially in our con-
ditions, was of decisive importance to
the uprising. Without arousing the pea-
santry against the oecupiers and the trai-
tors there could be no talk either of the
general armed uprising or of the triumph
of the revolution.

The peasantry made up the overwhehn-
ing majority of the population of the coun-
try, therefore it would also be the usource
of the main forces of the present wlr,',
the Party instructedl0.

But it was not only for this reason that
the peasantry had to become the source
and the main force of the liberation ar-
rned struggle. Apart from this, in its bo-
som it preserved very deep patriotic tra-
ditions, a fighting spirit and great revo-
lutionary energy gained during the cen-
turies in the struggle for freedom, inde-
pendence and land. It hated the fascist
occupiers and was burning with desire to
see Albania free and independent.

There was also another reason that
increased the irnportance of the decisive
role of the peasantry; the geographical
factor. The bulk of our countryside is
mountainous. The mountains preserved
very favourable conditions for the peo-
ple's partisan warfare. As comrade
Mehmet Shehu says, ilour mountains have
always been the principal ally of our peo-
ple.l1. In the Anti-fascist National libera-
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tisn War, too, our morrntains became the
principal base of the uprising, the secure
nest of the partisan fighters, because, in
the first place, the population of the mouil-
tain regions linked its fate with the Com-
rnunist Party, joined the National lib'era-
tion Front, and showed unprecedented rca-
diness and self-sacrifice in struggle, spar-
ing nothing for the victory over the fore-
ign enslavers and the local traitors. This
does not mean that the Party did not
attach any importance to the plains, On
the contrary, it kept the peasantry of the
plains in the centre of its attention, just
as it did the population of the mountains
and the cities, and had established bases
for the development of the uprising in the
plains as well.

It was not easy for the Party to win
over the countryside" The main thing was
that the Party was convinced that the mas-
ses of the peasantry would embrace its
line on the National liberation War and
would turn into a great decisive force df
the armed uprising. Comrade Enver Ttroxha
instructed the Party to address itself espe-
cially ,'to the village poor, the semi-prole-
tarians, of whom there were many in our
country. We should mobilize the peasan-
try around our Party, since only our party
is a fighting party and the peoples today
want to fightl2,

First of all, the peasantry was convinced
of the correctness of the political line of
the Party, of its ability to lead the struggle,
and accepted the Party as its leader, on
the basis of its deeds. Such deeds, whicir
exercised a great influence arnong the
peasantry, as well as among the entire
Albanian people, were the courageous ac-
tions of the gtrerrilla units ard, later, of
the partisan ceta, the unprecedented he-
roisrn of the communists in these actions.
The Albanian peasant has an especially
great and profound respect for valiant
people, for he has always had valour in
his veins, just as he has honour. Such
brave and courageous people, honest and
determined fighters against fascism, as the
communists, who, at the same time, emer-
ged as the rnost resolute defenders of thc
interests and rights of the peasantry, could
not fail to ar:ouse their love and trust.

In this way, the Party gradually won
the confidence of the peasant, and set up
its bases and those of the National iibera-
tion War in the countryside. From the
spring, or particularly from the s'.rmmer,
of the year 7942, the centre of gtavita-
tion of the uprising shifted to the country-

side. The countryside became the principal
base of the uprising and the peasantry
became its main force. This occurred pre-
cisely when the Party had won over the
peasant masses and had prepareC them
for the iiberation arrned struggle,

On this basis the partisar units were
set up, and increased rapidly. By the end
ot 7942, they numbered about 30, with
more than 2"000 fighters in their ranks.
Tire first nucleus of the partisan units con-
sisted of commuflists, comrnunist youths,
sympathizers, workers and students from
the towns trained in the guerrilla vtat,
whom the Party sent to the mountains to
organise the armed struggle. These nuclei
were ircreased with the admission of the
peasants. The countryside became the
source and base of the partisan units. At
the same time workers, artisans, students
and teachers were sent from the cities
to join the partisan units.

The regular partisan units ryere the
embryo of the regular National liberation
Army. But in addition to the regular units
village territorial ceta on a volufltary ba-

sis, were formed. They $,ere armed de-
tachments for the people's self-defence and
served as a powerful resel've of the regu-
lar partisan detachrnents, both for combat
actions and for the replenishment of their
ranks with new fighters. The total number
of the people who militated in the territo-
rial volunteer units was three-four times
greater than that of the partisans of the
regular trnits. In the spring of 1943 the to-
tal number of fighters of the regular par-
tisan units, the volunteer units and the
guerilla units, had reached aboui 20.000.
Through the setting up of the territorial
units in every liberated village and region
the Party carried into life the idea of the
arming and participation of the broad
masses in the armed uprising, the iC,ea

of the people's liberation war. The most
typical examples of the embodiment of
this idea, which demonstrated the ever-
tnonnting people's uprising were the com-
bat actions in Sklapar (Septernber), in
Peza (October) and the Gjolm Battle
(December 1942).

The partisan units carried out intense
rnilitary and political activity; attacked
and destroyed military posts and small
garrisons of the enemy, and fascist puni-
tive forces, attacked enemy columns, des-
troyed or impeded enemy communication,
cut enemy telegraph and telephone lines,
burnt depots and other objects of the fas-
cists, tracked down spies, etc. Above ell
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they aimed at clearirrg entire mountain
regions and zones of the enemy, in order
to set up free bases for the partisan mo-
vement. Without such liberated regions
and zones they could not live and carry
on their activities. Besides the combat ac-
tions carried out in Skrapar, Peza, arrd
Mesaplik (cjorm), iu 1942 and at the
beginning of 1943, a great influence was
exercised on the broadening of the armed
struggle by the 24 July action for the
destruction of the enemy telegraph and
telephone lines throughout the country,
some heroic actions in the cities, and the
battles of Voskopoja, SnosEm, Patos,
Libohova, Rrogozhina, and Selenica,
etc.

It is of importance to stress that all the
trrilitary actions of the units had a great
political meaning, They undermined the
occupation regime, mobilized the people
in struggle, aroused the confidence of the
masses in their own efforts, enhanced the
authority of the Communist Party.

But the units also carried out direct
political and organisational work of extra,
ordinary importance. They carried out lar"
ge-scale political activities to clarify the
people, propagated the line of the Party
and the political program of the Peza Con-
ference, ensnred the unity of the peasantry
in the National Liberation Front, destroyed
the old state machinery of the fascists
and traitors and helped the peasantry to
build the new dernocratic state power of
the national liberation councils. In colla-
botation with these councils they main-
tained older and tranquillity in the lib,e-
rated areas, in this way also carrying out
important functions of the state power.

In this way the new Albanian army,
which was being built in the fire of the
National Liberation War, was born and
strengtheued as an army of the people,
an army of the revolution, a defender of
the vital interests of the workers, peasants,
and all the democratic revolutionary for-
ces. For the first time, the masses of the
people saw in the partisan detachments
their own army which was being created
and increased from their flash and blood.
That is why they gave this army their
all-round support and aid.

From the military viewpoint, the com-
bat actions of the units were actions on a

tactical scale. It was still not possible to
speak of our operations. However, the
sum of the combat actions of the partisan
detachments, adding to them the actions
of the guerrilla units in the occupied
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towns and areas, gave results of a strate'
gic scale, such as the general insecurity
and concern caused by these actions
among the ranks of the occupiers and trai-
tors, the disorder and confusion brought
about in the entire military-political and
state system of the enemy. A strategic
result of the combat actions of the parti-
san units was the setting up of the bases

for the organization of the regular peo-

ple's army, and the political and military
preparation of the people for the general
uprising.

In order to cope with the incontaina-
ble general rise of the armed struggle of
the Albanian people, the Italian fascists
organised a whole series of operations of
various levels, employing large, regular
military forces and accompanying these
operations with savage terror in to\/ns
and regions. However, nothing could
quench the flames of the uprising which
was spreading at lightning speed.

With the proliferation of the units their
organization and armament also continued
to improve. In the course of the struggle
they gained valuable military and political
experience. The need arose to merge two
or three of them into larger formations,
into partisan battalions, which began to
be set up from May 1943. With the crea-
tion of the battalion it became possible to
carry out combat actions more coordina-
ted and on a larger scale, with the parti-
cipation of several units and battalions,
as well as to undertake some military ope-
rations such as the second battle of Sele-

nica in April, the Leskovik battle in
May, in the context of which the first blow
against the German army was struck ai
Barmash of Kolonja. It became possible io
cope successfully even with the large scale
operations carried out by the Italian Army,
such as the Peza and Mallakastra opera-
tions in June 1943.

It is of importance to emphasise that
with the shift of the epincenter of the
uprising to the countryside, the Party fur-
ther developed and strengthened the insur-
gent movement in the cities as rvell, link-
ing it organically with the uprising in the
countryside, as a single uprising. Although
oceupied, in the years of the National Li-
beration War our towns were seething with
the revolutionary movement, with the
combat actions of the guerrilla units
which made tte cities unsafe for the ene-
mies and always kept high the rcorale of
the population not only of the towns but
also of the village, which kept the links
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of the Party with the masses strong, and
strengthened their general confidence in
victory.

In the second phase the armed struggle
was turned into a general people's upris-
ing and the National Liberation Army was

organizedlli.
There was no force that could extinguish

the flames of the liberation armed strtrggle
that had engulfed the whole of Albania.
The impetuous development of this war
at the end of 1942 and at the beginning
of 1943 showed that it was progressing

with sure steps towards a new phase, the
phase of the general people's uprising.
.The National Liberation War,,, comrade
Enver Hoxha stressed in February 1943,

"is gradually assuming a general charac-

ter. Fascism is being dealt heavy blows
both in towns and countryside,lzr.

This situation was taken up for exami-
nation at the 1st National Conference of
the CPA, in March 1943, which, or the
basis of the analysis of the concrete in-
ternal circumstances (the impetous exten-
sion and deepening of the liberation war)
and external factors (the turning pcint
brought about in the course of the Se-

cond World War by the historic victory
of the Red Army in Stalingrad), seized as

the main link, on the question of the orga-
nization of the general uprising, and laun-
ched the slogan: .To go united towards
the general uprising,l5.

In order to carry out the general upris-
ing, the Conference decided to organize

"the regular National Liberation Army
from the partisan and volunteer units, as

"the terrible force against the occupiers
and the sure and powerful guarantee of
the liberation of the people"t6. At the sa-

me time ever broader masses of the peo-
ple had to be drawn into the armed strug-
gle and particular attention devoted to
the "large-scale mobilization of the pea-

sant masseso and the youth *as the inex-
haustible force of the National Liberation
War,17,

This decision found its complete imple-
mentation in the summer of 1943, when
the Party considered that all conditions
were ripe for a general outburst of the
people's uprising. The Party itself, the
partisan detachments, the broad masses of
the people were by now prepared for the
general uprising from every point of 'r.iew

- political, moral, military, organisational.
In July,1943 the regular partisan detach-
ments had about 10 000 fighters in their
ranks, organized in 22 battalions and a
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great number of partisan units. Not less
than 20 000 other armed fighters wer.e
included in the territorial volunteers de-
tachments of the liberated zones and the
guerrilla units of the occupied towns and
regions. The liberated zones included more
than half the total area of the coun-
try. In these zones the political power of
the national liberation couucils had been
established. Hundreds of other coi.rncils
carried out their activity in the occupied
towns and zones.

In these ccnditions, the Central Commit-
tee of the Party proposed to the General
Council the formation of the General Staff
and the organisation of the partisan an.C

volunteer detachments and battalions into
a regular National Liberation Army" The
decision of the General Council on the
creation of the General Staff was announ-
ced on July 10, 7943, the first decision of
the General Staff was on the formation of
the Albanian National Liberation i\r*ry
(ANLA).

The founding of the General Staff a:rd
the decision it adopted on the formation
of the National Liberation Army laid the
foundations of the regular Albanian Peo-
ple's Army. In this way conditiors were
created for a reliable leadership of the ge-
neral armed uprising that had begun in
Albania, for a more thorough going aad
extensive implementation of the laws and
rules of the people's war.

Terror stricken by the people's geiletal
uprising, in July 1943 the Italiaq occu-
piers proclaimed all the territory of the

"Albanian Kingdom, an operational zone.
In accordance with the concrete condi-

tions, the structure of the ANLA, in the
second phase of the uprising, \^/as:

- The General Staff, which had as its
task to organise and completely transform
the Albanian National Liberation Army
into a regular army, to carry out the
centralised strategic and operative lea-

dership of the general armed uprising,
afld at the same time to work out the
tactics of this uprising.

- The staffs of the groups (Regions)
and of the Ist Operative Zote had
as their tash to lead the partisan armed
forces of the region (zone) in complian-
ce with the orders and instructions of the
General Staff.

The armed forces in the regions and zo-
nes were of three kinds:

a) partisan units, battalions, and (later)
regul*r partisan groups;

b) volunteer territorial units and batta-
lions (of self-defence);

c) regional commands, local comrrands,
partisan guards in villages which made
up ,,the military administration of the
reaf ,,.

- The shock brigade was the iargest for-
mation and ernboCieC the road cliose:r for
the gradual transformation of the AL{LA
into a regular atrny through the merging
of partisan units, battalions enC aroups
into brigades. Urr!i[<e the units, battalions
and groups, tire brigade vqas not a regio-
nal or zonal unit b-at an operatire fighting
unit at the disposal of the Ceneral Staff.
It fought, move.i, aud Buno€uvred,
through all the regions of Albania as the
need arose.

The General Staff mapped out a special
plan for the gradual merging auC orga-
nization of the irnits, trattalions and
groups into brigacles. The Ist Brigade,
which was formed on August 75,-1,943, as

comrade Enver Hoxha himself wrote on
the occasion of its formation, "had the
appearance of a truly regular arml,r. rffii5
marhs a date in the history of our move-
rrgnf", he added, ,,and this example should
soon be followed in all the regions of the
countfY"18.

A.fter the founding of the Generai Staff
the liberation armed struggle took a more
organised, more extensive and sterner cha-
racter, arousing all the masses of the
people. This was expressed in fierce cla-
shes, not only on a tactical and operative
scale, but also on strategic scale, betryeen
the ANLz1. and the insurgent people, on
one hand, and the Italian arrny, that was
living through its last days, on the other.
Such were the battles of the second Mal-
lakastra operation, the attaeks on the fas-
cist garrisons in Mat and Dibdr, the bat-
tles in Konispcl and Kardhiq, in the re-
gion of Vlora, in Yithkuq, and in Reg of
Shkodra.

The capitu.lation of fascist ltaly on Sep-
tember 8, 19,13 ard the entry of the Ger-
man nazi invaders inio Albanian territo-
ry found Albania in this sitnation of a
general perrple's uprising and life and
death battles of the people against the
eneflry.

The new invader was faced with heavy
at[acks by the l{ational Liberation Amry
and the Albanian insurgent peeple, every-
where, in Pogradec, Xhyr€, Konispol, Qepo,
Drashovica, Kruja, Derven, and on all
comrnunication lines, attacks which isola-
ted the groupings of the German arriry
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and forced them to seek shelter in garri-
son and fortified stronghclds. The guerril-
Ia movement in the cities assumed an

unprecedented impetus.
In order to get out of this situaiion of

encirclement, which was extremely dan-
gerous for its troops, the German occu-
piers together with the entire internal
reaction - the Ballists, Zogites, and all the
quisiings, undertook a general offensive
consisting of a series of operations throtrgh'
ol-rt the country with the aim of anni-
hilating the ANLA, the National Libetation
Front and the councils and establish-
ing the nazi-reactionary regime every-

where.
Iu the wintet ot L943'1944, the armed

uprising, the National l-iberation Army, as

well as the National Liberation Front and

the state power of the national liberatiorr
councils, underwent their rnost difficult
test, faced the greatest dangels of the
entire period of the Anti-fascist National
Liberation War. Through these tests and
dangers they showed themselves invinci-
b1e, emerged victorious over so stronE
and savage an enemy as the nazi Germafl
army together with the reaction over-

whelming superiority in weapons and war
material.

The generai offensive of the enemY

failed completely. The general trprising of
the people became cven more rvidespread,
the ANLA grew stronger. In May 1944 it
harl in its ranks about 35 000 fighters in-
corporated in 9 shock brigades and rnany
partisan battalions, without reckoning the
territoriai volunteer detachments and
battalions or the guerrilla units of the
occupied tolns and regions. The setting
up of iarge rnilitary units in accordance
with the general plan was contifltled wi-
thout interruption in the heat of the
lVar.

The war waged by the ANLA through
the territorial volunteer detachments and
the gurerrilla trnits in the winter of 1943-

X944 constituted, on a regional and zonal
sca1e, a successful and profoundly ma-
noeuvrable defence of an operative cha-
racter, with numerous counter-attaeks of
a tactical character on the front, the flanks
and in the rear of the enemy operative
forces. On a national scale, this war con-
stituted a strategic defense which inflicted
heavy losses on the enemy, and, as a

co.irsequence, brought about the balancing
of forces and the seizing of the operative
initiative by the ANLA. In DIarch-April-
May of 1.944" aur army, went over from de-
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fense to strategic counter attack, which
prepared all the prerequisites for a gene-

ral strategic offensive of the ANLA and
the insurgent people and created the pos-

sibility of convening the historic Con-
gress of P€rmet which sclved the question
of the state power in favour of the insut-
gent people.

Both the operation and strategic de-
fence and the strategic counter-offensive
were carried out on the basis of the in-
structisns of the Communist Party of A1-

bania and of the General Staff, and were
directly led by them.

In the tl-rird phase the people's general
uprising led to the ejecticn of the occu-
piers and the complete liberation of the
courtry, the annihilation of the reactiona-
ry otganizations and forces which were
tools of the occupiers, the complete des-
truction of the state apparatus of the fas-
cists and traitors. The ANLA was totally
transformed into a regular arniy of the
Albanian people and state of people's de-
mocracy lC.

While laying the foundations of the
new Albanian state of people's democracy,
the anti-fascist National liberation Con-
gress of P€rmet, decided that the ANLA
should be transformed into a completely
regular army of that state through the
incorporation of all detachments, batta-
lions and groups into brigades, of the
brigades into divisions, and of the divi-
sions into army-corps. The high comman'd
of the ANLA was unified through the no-
mination of the General Cornmander and
the appointment to this task of Comrade
Enver Hoxha, General Secretary of the
Communist Party of Albania, Chairrnan of
the Anti-fascist National Liberation Com-
mittee (the provisional revolutionary go-
vernment), founder and organiser of the
ANLA, who, until the convening of the
Congress, had carried out the functions
of political Cornmissar of the General
Staff.

Along with the plan to improve the or-
ganization of the ANLA, the General Com-
mander, with great mastery and revolu-
tionary farsightedness, mapped out the
strategic plan of the general offensive for
the complete liberation of the homeland
afld the consolidation and extension of the
democratic people's state power trough-
out the country, At the same time this
plan was aimed at defeating the objective
which the Anglo-American governments
and the Anglo-American Mediterranean
Command wanted to achieve, of rescuing
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the reactionary forces of the Zogites and
Ballists from destruction and preventing
the triunrph of the people's revolutioil.

The second general offensive which the
German occupiers and the traitors under-
took against the ANLA in June L944 did
not prevent the implementation of the
plan of the General Commander, mapped
otrt according to the decisions of the Fle-
num of the CC of the Party and the Con-
gress of Pdrmet. During this offensive
the ANLA proved that it had attained the
level of a regular arrny, both from the
military and from the rnoral-potitical view
and it compelled the forces of the nazis
and traitsrs to retreat with great los-
ses.

After the smashing of the enemy gene-

ral offensives of the winter and of the

Jfirc 1944, the balance of forces changed
in our favour. In such a situation, the
,1NLA, powerfully supported by the insur-
gent people, upon orders of the General
Comrnander, went over from temporary
strategic defence to counter-offensive, and
then to generatr strategic offensive. On the
eve of the liberation the ANLA which had
reached 70 000 fighters, had been transfor-
med completetry into a regular army of
the new Albanian state, with a sound orga-
nisation and high morale, armed with
all kinds of weapons seized from the ene-
my, equipped with capable and experien-
ced military and political cadres loyal to
the people.

lVith the eomplete transformation of
the ANLA, into a regular army there were
no more regional or zonal partisan detach-
ments and battalions. Ali the detachments
were incorporated into brigades, the bri-
gades into divisions, and the divisions into
army-corps. For this reason the regional
and zonal staffs were no longer [ecessary.
Therefore, they were abolished by order
of the General Command.

Using the countryside as its base, such
an army was quite able to drive the occu-
piers out of the cotrntry, to destroy the
armed forces of the traitors and liberate
all the cities and the entire country on
November 29, 7944, without the need for
the Bed Army or for any other friendiy
army, to come to Albania to give us di-
rect aid.

In this way the ANLA anC the insurgent
Albanian people not only achieved the
complete liberation of the country and the
triumph of the people's revolution through
their own forces, but were also able to
dispatch beyond the border of their coun-
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try more than 20,000 fighiers who foirght
heroically, together with the Yugoslav
NLA, for the litreration of the peoples of
Yugoslavia and the Albanian brothers of
Kesova,

It is a characteristic fact that the ANLA,
which had to be, and was, gradualiy tran-
sfotmed into a regular army, a condition
indispensable to performing the great stra-
tegic tasks it had been charged with by
the CPA and the General Staff, carried out
these tasks while relying mainly on the
tactic of partisan warfare.

Our army was obliged to employ suclr

tactic and not that of frontal war because

of the superiority the enemy enjoyed in
numbers and weapons. The skilful use

of the tactic of partisan warfare in accord,
with the conditions of the country, neutra-
lized thd superiority of the enemy and
created a complex superiority for the in-
surgent people, made the piecemeal anni-
hilation of the enemy forces possible, and
avoided heavy losses among the revolu-
tionary forces; in other words, made it
possible for a small nation like ours to
fight and defeat a bigger and more po-

werful enemy. For this reason, time after
tiine the CC of the CPA,, the General Staff
reminded the staffs of the detaehments
and units of the ANI,A that "we must
avoid waging largescale frontal warfare
and holding the front at any cost"20, that
.the tactic of our war continues to be the
same as previously, i.e. guerrilla (parti-
saE) warfare'21.

The partisan warfare enrployed by the
ANf,A, which carried out not only tactical
and operative tasLs, but also important
strategic tasks, in this way, differs from
the warfare of an auxiliary character car-
rierl out behind the enerny's lines by
the partisan detachments of other coun-
tries in coordination with the operative
and strategic plans of the commands of
the regular troops fighting on the front.
The war waged by the ANLA is an origi-
nal partisan vyar. It was conducted without
any dependence on, or coordination with,
any other front of the Second World War,
either from the operative or strategic
angle, and, even less, from the tactical
angle. It coped with quite independent
tasks which were defined by the CC of

the CPA or the General Staff. and no
other body.

The use, for the re;rsons we mentioned
airove, mainly of the tactic of partisan war
does not mean that our National f,ibera-
tion Army did not know, or did rot
ernploy at all, the tactic of frontal war or
elernents of this tactic. In particular cases

it alsc waged frontal war, irhen it con-
sidered it possible and indispensable to
hold certain objectives or lines, or not to
allow the enenry to recapture thenr,

either for a given time or permanertly.
The elements of the tactic of frontal war
became more pronounced as cornplex su-
periority was gained over the enemy, who
saw the ground slipping frorn under their
feet, up ts the battle for the liberation
of Tirana, in which the principles ald
rules used over a1l were those of fron-
tal war, but of a frontal war into whieh
elements of partisan warfare were orga'
nically blended.

The partisan warfare of the ANf,A was

outstanding for its spirit ,of attack and
i:he uninterrupted character of its com-

bat actions, for the speed of its rrovements
and the masterly use of rapid manoetiver-
ing, of the use of surprise attaclts, the
great initiative of the comrarands of all
instances, and the perfect use of the ter-
rain.

Of extiaordinary itnpoltance, as the
main factor, together with the masterly
use of the tactics of paltisan warfare to
neutralise and overcome the superiority
of the enenry, to inflict heavy losses on,

or to annihilate their forces and to achie-
ve victory over them, was the high mora-
Ie of the partisan fighters, which was the
srrurce of the invincibility and the unpre-
cedented heroism of the dNIlA. On every
occasion, in everl, clash with the enemy,
the partisans had incomparable rnoral su-

periority over the eflemy. This i:oundless
moral force had its foundations in the
high level of consciousness of the fighters"
They knew what they were fighting for,
they had the feeling of sacred duty to.
wards the country and the revolution,
deeply rooted in their hearts, and not only
towards revolution ou a national scalc,

but also towards the international revolu-
tionary movement, towards socialisrn.
They had grasped, in essence, the correct-
Ress of the poiitical line of the Comm-.lnist

Party, were fully aware of the difficulties,
privations and sacrifices demancied by the

war, alnd. they had unshakeable confidence
in the victory of the just liberation war
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of the Albanian people. Thelefore, every
eadre and every rank-and-file partisan was

ready to lay down his life for freedom,
for the couutry, for the revolution, and
for tire Communist Party.

Cornrade Mehmet Shehu has surnmed up
the principal qualities and virtues of the
A.NLA in the following way; 1) the readi-
ness of every fighter to lay down his life
for the defence of the country and the

freedom of the peopie; 2) his boundless

loyalty towards the Palty, its Marxist-
Leninist line, and communism; 3) his con-

fidence in himself, in his comrades, con-

fidence in the victory over the enemy,

however powerful they rnight seem; 4)

his plofound hatred for the enemy and

boundless love for the people; worthy
conduct towards the people and spiritual
communion with them; 5) the comradely

and fraternal rclations between the cadres

and the rank-and-file paltisan fighters, eli
minating any distance between them;
6) the spilit of attack; the uninterrupted
cornbat activity over the whole period of

war; stlong and consciotts discipline; mo-

bility, rapidity, accuracy and resilience in
combat actions; 7) the unyielding spirit in
the face of any obstacle, difficulty, or se-

rious situation in the course of war, how'
ever extremei courage and dauntless-

ness in face of death22'

All these qualities aud virtues are, in
fact, elements of the communist morality
rvhich the Communist Party had implanted
deep into the hearts and minds of the

fighters of the ANLA. The Party and the

General Staff devoted particularly great

attention to the revolutionary ideo-politi
cal education of the National liberation
Army. The rnain reason for this was that
this army was called on not only to serve

as a decisive weapon to achieve the stra-

tegic objectives of the Anti-fascist National
Liberation War, which was a great people's

revolntion, but also to defend the achie-

vements of this war and to develop thenr

further on the road of socialism.
Of extraordinary importance for the

sllccessful development and the triumph of
the general people's uprising was the un-

compromising and priucipied revolutiola'
ry stand of our Party towards the policy

and activities of sabotage and hindrance
purs';ed by the Anglo-Arnerican military
missions and the Mediterranean Higlt
Command, which did their utmost to pro-
tect the bases of the reaction, and demal-
ded under various pretexts that the ge-

neral uprising in Albania should begin

only when the landing of the Ang-lo.Ame-
rican forces was to take place, and., con-
scquentiy. when the commancl of these
forces issued such orders.

The Centtai Committee of our. Farty
and the General Commanricr, comrade
Enver Hoxha, aceepted, neither orders,
control nor strategy, irrposed from ortsi-
de. They implemented only their own po-
licy and strategy. They gave and imple-
rnented orders without ashing pet"mission
frorn any foreigner.

The Anglo-Americans over-estirnated
the importance of their supplies of arms,
clothing, and footwear, and tried to use
thern to exert pressure on the Ceneral
Staff of the National Liberation lnrmy so
as to force it to accept their policSr, stra-
tegy, and supervision. The Central Com-
mittee of ttre Party, the General Staff and
the Genelal Commander, had never co:;n-
ted on waging the war with the weapons
and other matcrial that might be sent from
ab,roael. They never accepted any intelfe-
rence ancl any poliiical or mili';arv con-
dition in conrrection with the possible sup-
plies of the Anglovlmericans, and did not
inierrupt their armed struggle against tire
occtrpiers and traitors, even for a moment,
when the Anglo-American Command threa-
tened that it "would cut off all supplies..
Comrade Enver Hoxha" in a letter adresseC
to Baba Faja on November 27, IS4j, wri-
tes: "Thc friends' (the British officers) that
have come there, are up to all sorts of
trichery. They want to poke their noses
into the affairs of our arrny. . . Do not let
yourselves be cieceived by their promises...
They have plenty of word, but nothiflg
comes of them. They are giving no aid in
money. The aid they have given up to now
is ridiculousiy small,23.

The Party and the General $taff had
made every caelre and rank-anci-file par-
tisan fighter deeply aware that only selt-
xeliance would ensure the victory of
the uprising, of the people's revo-
lution.

On the basis of this principle, all the
big and difficult problems of the people's
armed struggle were solved, such as the
tlaining of the military-political cadres,
equipping the army and the insurgent
people, supplying the fighters with atnrs,
ammunition, clothing and footwear.

The Communist Party and the General
Staff possessed no ready-made military
cadres, no rnilitary school to train officers.
There could be no question of using the
offieers of the old anny. Ttre overwhelm-

ing majority of them were serving the
occupiers anrl tlie reaction" There was no
other way b'elt to train the cornmanders
and the political commissars in the heat
of the stern strlrggle against the enemy,
selecting them from among the ranks of
tlre workers, peasants and patriotic intel-
leetnals, from the most honcst, the bravest,
the ablcst partisans, devoted to the people
and the revolution.

With the uninterrupted growth of the
National Liberation Army, the need for
cadres constantly inereased too, Some par-
tisan staffs and comrnands. faceel with
such a necessity, asked the General Staff
for comrmanders and commissars, Here is
the answer to such a request, sent to a

battalion cornrnand: .These requests asto-
nish us greatly. It seems to us that you
have not as yet understood that the bat-
talions and detachrnents are the genuine
source for commanders and political lea-
ders.,. These leaders emerge in the pro-
cess of struggle and battle,2zr.

The cornmanders and cornmissars of the
National Liberation Arrny that emerged in
the heat of the revolutionary rvar proved
fully capable of successfully solving the
difficult tasks of the organization and de-
velopment of the armed uprising.

Although lacking sufficient schooling
and rnilitary training, these sons and
daughters of the people proved more capa-
ble than the Italian and Gerrnan officers
and gefl.eraIs who had graduated from
high rnilitary schools and academies, and
defeated them.

For the arming of the army of the in.
surEent pecple the main way was to seize
weapons from the enemy in actual battle.
As far as focd, clothing, and footwear,
were concerne,l, the partisan fighters had
to rely on th€ aid of the population.

Like the entirc Anti-fascist National li-
beration War, the peoples general upris-
ing was carried out and triurnphed under
tl,.e leadership of the Communist Party of
Albania, The creation of the National libe-
ration Army was the deed of the party. It
was created, organised, and led directly
bv the Central Committee of the Commu-
nist Party of Albania, its General Secre-
tary, comrade Enver l{oxha, All the pro-
blems of the uprising, all the questions of
the strrioture and internal life of the libe-
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ration armed forces, of the strategy, ope-
rative actions and military tactics, were
solved in compliance with the instruc-
tions and teachings of the Party. Cornrade
Enver Eloxha, who was the Political Com-
missar of the General Staff and, later, the
General Comrnander, mapped out every
plan, every instruction, and important
order issued to the National Liberation
Arrny, himself directly leading the entire
party work in the army. Every member
or candidate member of the Central Com-
mittee was deeply engaged in the solution
of the problems of the general uprising.
Likewise, through the regional (zonal)
staffs, the Party regional committees had
all the activities of the armed struggle in
their respective areas.

The Party led the army through the
party cells in the detachments and com-
paflies, through the party bureaus in bat-
talions through the political sections, and
then, the party committees, in brigades
and divisions. The communists were the
heart and the brain of the Albanian Na-
tional Liberation Army. They were out-
standing, not only as dauntless fighters
but also as political leaders, as untiring
organisers and propagandists, as teachers
of the partisan fighters and the masses of
the people, setting the example in coping
\yith complicated situatiofls, '//ith the
extraordinary difficulties of partisan life,
All of them fought with determination
and relentlessly to have the party line, its
directives and decisions, caried out to the
letter.

An extremely important role in carry-
ing out the party leadership in the army
was played by the political commissars
who were recognised by all as the repre-
sentatives of the CPA in the detachments
and units and answerable, more than
anybody else, for the implementation of
the political line by all the cadres and
fighters.

But by no rleans a small role in effect-
ing the party leadership was played by the
commanders too, the rnajority of whom, in
the heat of the liberation war, became par-
ty mernbers and rvere tempered as fevo-
lntionaries deterrnined to fight for the cau-
se of the people, the Party, and commu-
nism.

So boundless was the love for the party
and so great was its authority in the
ANLA, so deep was the convietion in the
correctness of the political line of the Par-
ty, in its wise teadership, that every cadre

and partisan was fully aware that he could
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march orr the correct road, towards final
victory over the eflemy, only on the basis

of the directives and teachings of the
Party.

Eaver Hoxha.

The extremely rich experience of our
people's general uprising, of our National
liberation Army, is an inexhaustibie sour-
ce of valuable lessons for the liberation of
revolutionary Albania, military art and for
the further development of Marxist-Leni-

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Another lesson is the high morale of the

June 25 of the year 1975, will
go down in the history of the free-
dom-loving African people of
Mozambique as a memorable

date which consolidates the victo-

The
cxample of Mozambique which
won freedonr through the barrel
of the gun, and the great and

fresh examples of the peoples

of South Vietnam and Cambodia,

;r crushing blow for the world
gendarmes - the US imperialists
and the Soviet social inrperialists.

plots and intrigues, offering aid,

using arms sales, prodding its

obedient tools such as Israel, and

even threatening to resort to the

force of arms and occupy the

Middle East ateas which are

lich in oil. The US imperialists
are accompanying these threats

with the strengthening of their
bases and their naval presence

ir, the Indian Ocean, with the

creation of bases in the immedia-
te vicinity of the Arab oil wells,

and with the intensification of
their plots to penetrate as deeply

as possible into the Arab coun-

tries. All this has a single aim:
those Arab countries which are

not deceived must be compelled

by means of force and threats,

to give up their struggle against

the predatory US aims.
But the threats of US impe-

rialism do not intimidate the
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peoples of the world, who saw

once again in the example of

Vietnam and Cambodia, that real

strength is not on the sidc of

US imperialism or Soviet social-

imperialism. Real strength is on

the side of the peoples who are

deterrnined to win and defend

lheir freedom through the barrel

of the gun. It is significant that
the blows that the peoples of

the world are dealing the expan-

sionist objectives of Moscow and

Washington, are becoming even

heavier and the tide of revolution

and liberation struggles is rising.

The peoples are determined

te. prevent the two superpowers

from fattening themselves at the

expense of the freedom, sove-

reignty and wealth of others, ile-

termined not to submit to pressu-

res and threats, but to fight
against the two superpowers with
courage and determination.

..MILITARY INTEGRATION.

- IS CONSCRIPTION OF VASSALS BY THE SOVIET BOSS

rniniscent of the "theories, of
Goebbels speaking about the

axis, and those of the US impe-

rialists about NATO. Under the

mask of the ,defence of the inte-
rests of socialism, and "the revo-

lution in danger,, the Moscow ru-
lers are working for the complete
integration of the armies and the
military policies of their satellites.

In order to subjugate their
.allies completely, they have

sought to effect changes in the

structure of the Warsaw Treaty,

and have decided to add a clause

to the rules of the General Com-

mand, under which all the mem-

bers are obliged to take part in
the activities of this organisa-

tion. Likewise, as is known, they
have demanded the creation of

"special joint detachments, made

of individual contingents set

apart from the armies of the

member countries of this Treaty,

whose duty is allegedly .the col-

lective defence of the cause of
socialism,. This demand arose
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imperialists occupied Czechoslo-

vakia and were seeking to use

the troops of the revisionist
countries as cannon fodder in
their aggressive actions. Necessa-

rily, this envisaged the complete
integration of armies, as well as

the discussion of their military
policy about the vassal countries.

There were objections, the con-

tradictions became more pro-
found, but the Soviet revisionist
Marshals, hungry for power and
ilsprce', did not stop, they insis-

ted on carrying on to the reali-
sation of this plan. And now spe-

cial mobile detachments of this
Trcaty, have been created, which
have carried out exercises in the

Cerman Democratic Republic,

and have shifted and moved

troops fron one cou[try to ano-

ther. In fact, such detachments

are an international gendarme-

rie under the Soviet command,

intended to act and undeltake
agglessions whetevel the l(rem-
lin czarc dcsire. Likewise, they

h.ave also begun the unification
of the fleets, particularly in the

North Sea.

In the realisation of their
cbjectives of ,,integration* the

Soviet social imperialists resort
to most diverse forms, including
scme of them in the rules, while
for the others, by using one or
the other satellite country which
seems to them as more uobe-

dient,, and thus telling the re-
mainder; .Here is the model,
proceed on this road!" Many mi-
litary cadres of the Warsaw
Tleaty are trained in Moscow,
but so that the burden of expen-

clitures will be borne bv the

,allies', they have begun to or-
ganize military schools in other
countries, too. The costs of set-

ting up and maintaining the
schools, as in many other fields,
are defrayed by the vassal coun-
tries, while the management is
in the hands of the Soviet Ce-

nerals and Marshals. In fact the
programmes are signed and sea-

led in the War Ministry of Mos-
cow.

Moscow is toiling unceasingly
to strengthen the occupation of
its dominions to the maximum,
so that the complete domination
of the Soviet Generals over the
govelnments of these countries
will not bc infringed and to
avoid any centrifugal tendency
that might appear in some vas-

sa1 state to link itself, outside
Soviet control, with the imperia-
list countries of the West. That
is why thc Soviet troops have
been increased in the vassal
countries by another 100.000

men, together with 2.000 tanl<s

of the "T. 62, tyr", 
"r..The Soviet Union has compel-

led its vassals to increase their
budgets in order to cope with
the expenditure for the Soviet
occupation troops. This rneans

that the militaly expenditure for
the maintenance of the Soviet
troops comes out of the toil of
these peoples, and at the
same time, their markets are
emptied to supply the Soviet
a1'my.

In the direc[ion of the prepa-
ratiolrs for war, too, the Soviet
sc'cial imperialists have greatly
increased their joint manoeuvres
in the frauiework of the Warsaw
Treaty. In these manoeuvres,
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which are commanded by senior

Soviet officers, they carry out ag-

gressive actions, exercises in of-

fensive and paratroop fighting.
Indeed the Soviets have sought

to increase the joint military
exercises, especially those which
the Warsaw Treaty carries out on

the territories of satellite coun^

tries. During the past year, the

aggressive Warsaw Treaty orga-

nisation held 18 military exer'-

cises, of which 12 were carlied
out in direction of South East

Europe and the Balkans. Thus,

the aggressive aims of the Soviet

sccial imperialists towards the

Balkan coufltries are quite clear.

In order to strengthen their
military machine, the Soviet so-

cial imperialists have set many

branches of the economies of the

vassal countries, on the road to

niilitarisation. Thcy also excrcisc

control over their military plo-
ducts. Under the cloak of "coope-
ration", the Soviet Union not
only loads the enormous cost of
strengthening the military ma-

chine, on to the other countries

of the .socialist communityn, but
it also imposes on them the type
and quantities of arms and

nreans they must produce.

As a result of ail this enslav-

ing policy pursued by the Soviet

Union towards the vassal coun-

tries, all their armies have been

put ,under armsn, using them for
Soviet hegemonistic aims. Of

course, this imperialist process

has not been and is not being

carried out smoothly, but with
numerolls internal and external

contradictions. In this context,

Moscow is doing its utmost to

que1l any opposition. For exam-
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ptes. reuiey ple, Hungarv, as it has more
Soviet than Hungarian troops on

its back, lvants to leducc its ex-
penditurc for the upkeep of the
Soviet occupation army. It has

also asked that tl-re Soviet Union
provide supplies for. theru itself,
becausc this is a burden on the
I{ungarian market and econo-
my. Moscow does not like such

l'eactions, therefore it is streng-
thening its fascist diktate over
these countries.

The struggle of the peoples of
the developing countries for real
natiorral independence and coln-
plete sovereignty over their na-
tr.rlal r'esources has put them in
direc! confrontation, not only
with the old colonialists and ex-
ploiters, but also with today's
ncocolonialists and exploiters,
Lhe US imperialists and the So-

viet social itnperialists. Under
the guise of ,aid', ilsupport. and
,'collaboration*, the two s11per-

powers are savagely plundering
these countries, plundeling their
natural resources, oil, minerals,
agricultural raw materials, and
labour power. They are compet-
ing with each other to monopo-
lise the principal world markets
of raw materials, to establish
their political and economic do-

mination over other countries.

This situation confirms the as-

sessment of the relatious bet-
ween the Soviet rnaster and
its vassals, which cornrade
Enver Hoxha rnade once again
on October 3 last year. The So-

viet Uniotr needs such tyrauni-
crl power over the Warsaw Trea-
t1' countries in order to have
them as co-adventurers and
their troops as cannon fodder in
the aggressions it is preparing.
But the aggressive Warsaw Trea-
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ty is nothing but a pack of mer-
ccnaries without ideal, and as

sueh it wiil share the same fate
as that of all the other aggres-

sive imperialist almies or b1ocs.

Neither the complete miiitaly
integration of thc troops of thc
Warsaw Treaty countries nor
anything else, will save the So-

viet social imperialists from the
punishment to which the revolu-
tionary peoples and history have
scntenced them.

THE STRUGGLE FOR COMPLETE SOVEREIGNTY
OVER NATIONAL RICHES -AN IMPORTANT PHENOMENON OF THE PBESENT DAY
INTERNATIONAL SITUATION

Every year the United States,

with a population totalling less

than 6 per cent of the world's
population, consumes about 40

per cent of its raw materials
arrd energy resources. According
to official statistics, the US eco-

nolry secures at least hdlf of
such important larv mater,ials as

aluminium, mercury, chromium,
etc., from other countries.
T'hrough intelnational monopoly
ccr:rpanies, the USA has under its

control the major par.t of the
production, transport, and trade
in the law matelials of the de-

veloping countries, on which it
has imposed exploitation by
nreans of low prices and non-

equivalent exchanges. For these

purposes it has put into opera-

tion particularly the export of

capital and military ,aid,, and

credits.

Through the above methods
the United States had interfered
and is interfering in manlr coun-
tries of the world. This interfe-
lence is very intensive in the
Latin Amcrican countties. Out of
the 77 hinds of strategic mate-

rials which the USA obtains from
other countries, 33 per cent come

from the Latin Americall coun-
tries. According to the statistics,
private US investments alone in
Latin America total 18 billion
dollars, an increasc of several

fold ovel' 7946. The profits

drawn from these investnrents

ale 5 times greater than those

flom investments in the USA it-
self.

On the same barricade with
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Ptea, tevrev the imperialists, as plunderers ot

the peoples and the developing

countries, are the Soviet social

irriperialists. For several years

they have been implementing a

broad and escalated expansion

in various regions of the world:
in Europe, Asia, Africa and La-

tin America. They use various
forms and methods of open and

camouflaged interference, from
investment of capital, granting

of credits, selling of arms, une-

qual trade exchanges, down to
political interference and direct

military aggression.

To see the extent to which th;
developing countries are plun-

dered by the two superpowers

and other imperialist powers,

suffice it to mention that from

i961 to 7972 due to unequal

trading prices alone, these states

have robbed the developing

countries of a total of 98,3 bil-
lion dollars, plus a further 23,3

billion dollars during the years

7977-72.

In face of this situation the

peoples of the developing coun-

tries are enhancing their vigilan-
ce, ate rising with ever greater

determination in the struggle for
their legitimate rights, to ensure

and defend their full sovereignty

over their national economies,

natural resources and the pro-

riucts of their labour. They are

understanding more and more

clearly that after winning their
political independence, they have

to fight with the same determi-
nation to liberate themselvds

economically from the control
of the great powers and foreign
capital, to break the chains of
the old and new economic de-

;endence, in order to guarantee

and consolidate their political
and economic independence and

their national sovereignty.

The struggle of the people of

the developing countries to attain

comPlete and effeltive sovere-

ignty over their own national ri-
ches and natural resources and

to establish a just order in inter-

national economic relations, is

an important phenomenon of our

time. This struggle is bearing

with increasingly greater force

on present-day international life
and is exerting a positive in-

fluence on the progressive ten-

oencies of present-day world de-

velopment, for the strengthening
of the independence of the peo-

ples and their social progress.

"The revolution, the struggle
for political and economic

independence-, said comrade

Enver Hoxha in his October 3

speech, .constitute an irresistible
historical processtr.

In these recent years, many of

the developing countries, exercis-

ing their national sovereignty,

have carried out measures which
have made it possible for them

to take effective possession of

many of their economic and na-

tural resources, thus liberating
themselves from control and ex-

ploitation by foreign monopoly
ccmpanles.

In their struggle against im-
perialism, neocolonialism and

the hegemonism of the two su-

perpowers, the strengthening of
national unity has emerged as

an important task for these peo-

ples. The effectiveness and posi-

tive results achieved by the oil
producing countries, which are
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coordinating their actions and

efforts through their joint orga-

nisation, OPEC are already well
known. The benefits of the

creation of joint organisms are

likewise well known.
The aspirations of the develop'

ing countries to real national in-

dependence and ownership of

their own natural resources,

their struggle and efforts for the

realisation of these aspirations,

have encountered the open oppo-

sition of the imperialist powers,

primarily of the two superpo-

wers - US imperialism and Soviet

sccial imperialism. While posing

as supporters of the developing
countries, the imperialist powers

do their utmost to sabotage the
