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Hail the 65th Anniversary of the October Revolution
On this, the 65th anniversary of the great October Revolution, let us draw some lessons from the history of the Bolshevik revolution. On this occasion we will examine the important role of ideology that paved the way for the success of the Bolshevik revolution in Russia. It was the consistent battle against all forms of deviations from Marxism, led by Lenin and Stalin that kept the Bolshevik revolution on the revolutionary path and pre- vented it from slipping into the morass of revisionism. Today, for revolutionaries in India, this is of primary importance, as revisionism in India had not only strangulated the communist movement for over forty years, but even after the historic Naxalbari uprising there is today a strong right deviation within the revolutionary movement.
Marxism tells us that history develops according to certain Laws and the task of the revolutionary is to understand these laws and act accordingly. If we understand the laws -of develop​ment of our society and act according to- it we will definately move towards success but if we are blind to those laws we will flounder from mistake to mistake. However intelligent we may be, society cannot be made to develop according to-our whims and fancies. That is why if we sincerely desire to take society forward we must understand the laws of development of society — this is what is meant by theory, which is the basis for revolutionary practice. That is why Lenin has said that, “without revolutionary theory there can be no revolutionary movement., This idea cannot be insisted on too strongly at a time when the fashionable preaching of opportunism goes hand in hand with an infatua​tion of the narrowest forms of the practical activity”. To understand the significance of this statement it is necessary to delve, briefly, into the history of the ideological struggle course of the Bolshevik revolution and the role of theory in the successful completion of the Bolshevik revolution,


Before, the formation of the K. S. D. L. P, (Russian Social Democratic Labor Party) it was the Narodniks that dominated the revolutionary environment. It would have been impossible to establish a proletarian party without a thorough fight against the Narodniks. Plekhnov, Lenin, and others undertook this. The struggle culminated in 1894 with Lenin’s book, “What the ’Friends of the People are and how they fight the Social Democrats”. This book criticized the world outlook, economic views, political platform and and tactics of Narodism. The final’ nail in the coffin of Narodism was laid by Lenin’s book “Development of capitalism in Russia”, which thoroughly refuted the Narodnik idealization of the peasant economy and laid the economic basis for an understanding of the stage of revolution, But with the defeat of Naro-dlsm and the growth in popularity of Marxism there grew within Russia a strong trend which propagated Marxism devoid of its class-struggle. This, ‘legal Marxism’, had spread like a cancer, not only in Russia but also in Europe. And together with ‘legal Marxism’, Economism grew as a widespread trend throughout Russia. They confined themselves to the struggle for economic demands. They declared that the working-class should begin its economic struggle by advancing the demand for the right to strike, then pass to the demand for the right to organize trade unions and only then cautiously approach political questions. They had their own political magazines, Rabochaya Mysl (Workers’ Thought) and Rabochaye Dyelo (Worker’s Cause) which extensively propagated their views.   Lenin launched a consistent battle, first against ‘legal     Marxism     and      then Economism.   The struggle was first   taken     up   against     the ‘legal Marxists’ in the booklet. “The   Tasks    of   the   Russian Social - Democrats” which reiterated the importance of the underground forms of organization and the   illegal   forms of struggle.    Then, taking cudgels against    economism   from the columns of Iskra (started on 11 Dec.   1900) Lenin culminated the attack with his two brilliant works ........   “Where   to Begin” in 1901 and “What is to be Done?’ in March 1902. These two books are till this day an invaluable guide in our struggle against economism. With these books Lenin cleared up the political confusion, drew a clear line of demarcation bet​ween Marxism and revisionism and laid the ideological founda​tion for the formation of the party. The Party was finally born at its Second Congress (the actual dates of its founda​tion was 1898; but the entire C. C. was arrested a few weeks after its formation and the Party became virtually defunct), which was held, from 17 July to 10 Aug. 1903. But the inter​nal struggle did not come to an end with the formation of the R, S. D, L. P., but in fact became fiercer. It was at this conference that a cleat division between the delegates emerged which finally coalesced into the Bolsheviks and Mensheviks. At this conference the most heated debate took place on the role, character and structure of the Party of the proletariat. In defense of his position on the nature of the proletarian Party Lenin wrote his famous book, “One step forward, two steps back” in May 1904. This book laid the ideological and organizational basis for the proletarian party, which was later adopted by the Third International, and which is, to this day, the basic book for Party organization. In matters of organization, this book brought out clearly organizational methods of the revisionists (seen even today) and those of the Marxists. 
On the eve of the 1905 revolution, at the “3rd Congress of the Party, Lenin presented the important political and organizational tasks before the Party - - -.i e. the preparations for the organization of an armed uprising and the establishment of a provisional revolutionary government. Elaborating these tactics and giving it a theoretical substantiation, Lenin wrote one of his most famous books in June1905 which was to give the main political direction to the future course of the revolutionary movement in Russia....”Two tactics of Social Democracy in the Democratic Revolution’* presented, for the first time in the history of Marxism, the specific features of the bourgeois democratic revolution in the era of imperialism; its motive force and prospects. In this book, he subjected to devastating criticism the anti-Marxist, opportunist standpoint of the Mensheviks in questions of theory, strategy and tactics of the Party in the revolution and also those reformist leaders of the second international, whose support the Mensheviks enjoyed.
Yet, the fourth Congress of the R.S.D.L.P., held soon after the uprising, passed resolutions along Menshevik lines, as they were in a majority at the Congress (many Bolsheviks could not attend as they were involved in the armed uprising). But after the defeat of the 1905 uprising and the vicious onslaught of the Tsar, on the revolutionaries (Stolypin reaction), .the Mensheviks were utterly; demoralized, retreated in panic, renounced the Party’s revolutionary programme and urged the working-class to come to an agreement with the bourgeoisie. They demanded the liquidation of the illegal Party organization and the cessation of the illegal revolutionary    activity........   by renouncing the Party’s pro​gramme, tactics and revolutio​nary traditions, the liquidators had hoped to secure police per​mission for a legal party.
While the Bolsheviks were involved in a desperate ideolo​gical battle to stem the tide of liquidationism, Trotsky came out with a centrist position for unity between the Bolsheviks and liquidationists and advo​cated unity on an unprincipled basis. Lenin showed, how in reality, Trotsky’s position was nothing but a camouflaged posi​tion of the Mensheviks and liquidationists. Trotskyism was particularly harmful as it cove​red up its opportunist substance with phrases about “unity”. Besides, ‘he formed a faction with leading echelons of the Party creating untold organizational disruption.
With this serious setback, organizational disruption and rampant confusion spread by the liquidationists and Trotskyites it became a fundamental necessity to re-assert the funda​mental scientific principles of Marxism itself. It was in this period of utter confusion, that Lenin wrote his excellent philo​sophical work, “Materialism and Empiric-Criticism”. With this the Bolsheviks were able to beat back the attacks of the bourgeois ideologists and revi​sionists on the very basic tenets of Marxism.
Finally, this two-line struggle within the Party resulted in the expulsion of the Menshe​viks at the sixth AH-Russia Conference of the R.S.D. L. P. in 1912. With this the Bolsheviks were able to unite their ranks more firmly, but the struggle for a correct line conti​nued uninterruptedly. Finally, it again got acute on the eve of the insurrection when two central committee members, Kamenev and Zinoviev, opposed the call, and, in fact, leaked the plans out to the police. Yet the correct proletarian line prevai​led, resulting in the earth shat​tering victory of the Bolsheviks and the establishment of the first socialist state in the history of mankind in October 1917.
But with establishment of the dictatorship of the proleta​riat the ideological struggle did not end; in fact, it became more acute. With victory, a large number of opportunists had sneaked their way in to leading positions within the Party and the ideological battle became very fierce. As Lenin pointed out, “the dictatorship of the proletariat means a most determined and a most ruth​less war waged by the new class against a more power​ful enemy, the bourgeoisie, whose resistance is increased tenfold by their overthrow (even if only in a single coun​try), and whose power lies, not only in the strength of international capital, the strength and durability of their international conne​ctions, but also in the force of habit, in the strength of small-scale production. Un fortunately, small-scale pro​duction is still widespread in the world, and small-scale production engenders capita​lism and the bourgeoisie con​tinuously, daily, hourly, spon​taneously, and on a mass scale. All these reasons make the dictatorship of the prole​tariat necessary, and victory over the bourgeoisie is impo​ssible without a long, stub​born and desperate life-and-death struggle which calls for tenacity, discipline, and a single and inflexible will”.

After the death of Lenin, Stalin defended the proletarian revolutionary line against all sorts of opportunists, disruptionists and revisionists. Thro​ughout the period of socialist construction there continued a fierce struggle for a correct line.. It was a seesaw battle with the bourgeois line making despe​rate bids to dominate the prole​tarian line. Finally, with the death of Stalin the bourgeois line prevailed. With this the first socialist state was turned into a capitalist state and has now grown into an imperialist super power seeking world hegemony. With this interna​tional proletarian movement suffered a setback in the long march towards communism.
On this, the 65th anniversary of the Great October Revolution we must draw lessons from this, big setback, never forget the importance of ideology in advancing the revolutionary movement, and never hesitate to wage a life and death struggle against revisionism.... whether it raises its head from the inter​national plane or the national plane or the from within the very Party itself. Anyone who desires to make revolution must remember this every day, every hour, every minute. To emphasize this point let us quote yet once again from Lenin who said, in ‘What is to be Done’, that “Engels recognizes not two forms of struggle for social democracy (political and economic), as is the fashion amongst us, but there, placing the theoretical stru​ggle on a par with the first two.”
POLITICAL NOTES

INDIRA INVITES ‘BEAR’ HUG
On 21 June 1983, Yogendra Sharma and Venkataraman left by the same plane for Moscow. Yogendra Sharma was a Central Committee and National Council member of the Communist Party of India (C. P-1.) ; he was the leader of the CPI in the Rajya Sabha, he was also the editor of the weekly ‘Mukthi Sangarsh’ and the monthly ‘Com​munist’, and above all, he is an agent of Indtra Gandhi within the CPI. (His links, if any, with the notorious KGB are yet to be discovered). Venkataraman 5s the Defense Minister of the Union of India.
Two hours before Yogendra Sharma’s departure from his home to the airport, an unsealed envelope was delivered to him, which carried a message from Indira Gandhi to Yuri Andropov. The message requested the leader of the CPSU to put pressure on the CPI in order to force it toe the line of the Congress (I). In other words, Indira Gandhi directly requested a foreign power to interfere in the internal affairs of our country.
That she was unsuccessful was quite another matter her intentions show that she has not hesitated to use the assistance of a foreign power to subjugate even so impotent an opposition as the CPI. One can imagine to what extent she will go in using the assistance of this foreign power, if there was a truly revolutionary opposition, or a revolution against her despotic rule. Under such circumstances, it is obvious, that she would not hesitate to go beyond verbal pressures and would even go to the extent of calling in the services of the armed forces of another country, if her position were really threatened. Such is the traitorous, comprador and anti-national character of the Indian ruling classes and their chief representative. The letter asked Andropov to personally interfere and guide the ‘left parties’ to take more ‘progressive stand’. But Sharma, who carried the letter, was more than a mere post man; he was supposed to have detailed discussions with top Soviet officials, including Ulyanovsky, who wrote an article last December in a Soviet paper, hailing Indira Gandhi as the main progressive force in the sub-continent, The question still being raised is why had an opposition party member have to carry the message when a senior member of Indira Gandhi’s own cabinet was traveling to’ Moscow on the same day! ! !

Though Yogendra Sharma has been stripped of all his posts in the CPI, he and his line represents a strong trend within the CPI Executive. The action against Sharma comes as the latest of a series of disciplinary measures taken by the party against pro-Indira Gandhi dissidents including the censure of the top CPI the theoretician, Mohit Sen, the suspension of the Supreme Court lawyer, R. K. Garg and of the well known intellectual, Girish Mishra. Besides, even on the question of suspension of Sharma, two members, Sarjoo Pandey, Uttar Pradesh Secretary, and Ramesh Sinha, National Council member opposed his suspension while nine other members, including Mohit Sen, K. Vyas, Renu Chakravarthy, and Bhojendra Jha abstained from voting. The CPI is in a mess created by its own oppor​tunism and tailist policies.
This entire episode shows to what extent our political parties in general, and the ruling party in particular, is sold out to imperialism. Indira Gandhi and her stooges wax eloquent about ‘national integration’, ‘integrity of the Country’ etc, but is the first to sell our country, to a foreign country, particularly the Soviet Union, for a few. roubles. But then this is in keeping with their class character, for she is the chief representative of the comprador bourgeoisie-in the country and therefore the number-one traitor of the Indian people and the chief agent of the imperialism in this country.

IMPERALIST WAR HYSTERIA KILLS PEOPLE
The shooting down of a South Korean passenger airplane by the Soviet Union was a blatant act of aggression to be con​demned by all peace-loving people of the world. Today much controversy rages about whether the KAL plane in question was being used by the US for spying or not. And in this process the main culprits seek to get away scot-free.
The main point is that even if the plane did carry spying equipment, could it entail such a danger to Soviet security that they had to shoot it down and kill over 200 people in cold blood. The reality is that the contention between the two super powers has reached such proportions that each has developed extremely sophisticated methods to keep track of their rival military and economic situation. The entire space around the earth is filled with U. S. and soviet spy satellites, which can photograph even a small pin on earth. Then why did the Soviets suddenly feel so threatened by this suspected spy-plane tint they took such a drastic action of shooting down and killing all on the board.
The Soviet Union, like the U. S. is begin​ning to act as world monster, riding rough​shod over the peoples of the world; be​having as they please in order to achieve their goal of world hegemony. And in this no international norms need to be followed. They shot down the Korean airliner and killing over 200 passengers, only because of a suspicion of spying. Further, instead of frankly admitting their action are now desperately trying to cover up their   heinous crime with anti-American hysteria.
The Americans too have no moral right to criticize the Soviet action, but this does not condone in anyway the soviet action. U.S. imperialism, in order to fulfill their global needs, have and continue to resort to assassinations, murders, mass killings, etc., and therefore their hysteria against the Soviets is false and hypocritical. But just because this is so, do we excuse the soviet massacre. We cannot. But that is what Indira Gandhi, posing as the queen of Non-alignment is totally bowing down to Soviet foreign policy interests and is not even prepared to condemn the Soviet action. The ‘peaceful action’ of shooting down 200 passengers is condoned, the ‘peaceful’ occupation of Kampuchea is ignored, the ‘peaceful’ occupation of Afghanistan is supported, but a hue and cry is raised by her about the South Africa and Latin America....
Today, it is the contention between the US imperialism and Soviet Social Imperia​lism that’s the chief source of war all over the globe. Both must be condemned with equal intensity, if we are genuinely fight the threat of another global war. On this occa​sion, it is the Soviet Union that must be roundly condemned for its heinous act of shooting down a civilian passenger plane massacring a large number of people.
UPSURGE AGAINST ARMY JUNTA
The present struggle of the Pakistani people against the milita​ry dictatorship of Zia-ul-Huq is just. General Zia came to power through a military coup of 5 July 1977, when the earlier Bhutro regime began taking anti — U. S. stance. In March 1979 Bhutto was exe​cuted. On 16 October of the same year all political parties were dissolved and “political activities of all kinds” were banned and several political leaders impri​soned. On 24 March 1981 the Provisional Government Order was made which installed a naked dictatorship by scrapping the 1973 Constitution and extinguishing the few safeguards the citizens had enjoyed since the coup. All these measures were taken, on the pretext that Zia was turning Pak​istan in to a true Islamic State. Zia recently declared, “In an Islamic State like Pakistan, sovereignty belonged to Almighty Allah. Power could not be transferred to those v\ho could not safeguard the country’s ideology and its Islamic values”. On 12 August, of this year, Zia proposed to lift martial law and complete elections to the provincial Assemblies, the National Assem​bly and the Senate by 23 March 85.
This announcement triggered off the current “Movement for the Restoration of Democracy” (MRD). This movement got particular impetus, as the constitutional changes suggested were so obviously a fraud. The new constitutional amendments pro​posed; separate electorates, the nomination of persons representing special interests such as labor, peasants, technocrats and religi​ous scholars; and snap elections with a bar on canvassing by candidates. Therefore a strong President is indirectly elected by an electoral college with a mandate virtually to elect the supreme military commander sugg​est more a formal ratification than an electoral procedure. The opposition parties rejected the local council election, which just took place in the west Punjab, as a farce with less than 50 percent turnout.
The present “Movement for Restoration of Democracy” comprises a number of opposition parties with Pakistan Peoples Party (PPP) led by Mrs. Nusrat Bhutto as its main constituent. The leadership of the movement is in the hands of f eudal forces and a section of bourgeoisie. The characteristic of this present movement is that it is chiefly confined to Sindh and, besides being against Zia’s regime, has elements of nationality upsurge. The Sindhis have, from the time of partition, felt that they have received step-motherly treatment at the hands of the Pakistani ru1ers.... all of which, except Bhutto, have been from the Punjab. Punjabis and refugees from U. P have controlled the business and trade of all towns of Sindh. There are hardly any Sindhis in any position of influence in the Govern​ment office, in industry, in business or in politics, even in the Sindh, Jet alone rest of the Pakistan. What is particular about this agitation is not merely that it is confined to the towns of Sindh, but that it has taken an unprecedented form in the villages.
The Zia regime, while moving in the army and even air force to crush the movement of the people and shooting hundreds of them, is continuing with the farce of elections The struggle of the Pakistani masses is just, but the support of the Government of India for this struggle is, to say   the least, hypo​critical.    She ruthlessly crushes   democracy here and pretends to support it in   Pakistan. She   introduces   much fascist legislation such   as    National    Security   Act    (NSA). Essential Services Maintenance Act (ESMA), Disturbed Areas   Act etc., utilize army to crush the people of the   North   East; the para-military forces to foil the textile   strike of    Bombay; and crushes     by   merciless brutality any discontent or slightest upsurge of people and waxes   eloquent about   demo​cracy   in   Pakistan.    She    is    unconcerned about democracy ........ What interests her   is any movement that will destabilize a govern​ment in the neighborhood that is anti-Indian government. Indira Gandhi supports the MRD as part of the expansionist intere​sts of the Indian ruling class to dominate the countries in the sub-continent.
Besides, if any movement is to be success​ful, it should rely totally on its own people and must clearly steer away from the reac​tionary governments of other neighboring countries generally and from the super powers particularly. What has tended to happen is that such movements, under bour​geois leadership, tend to turn to help from the super powers, i.e., in opposition to the existing ruling government. So, in Afghan​istan the rebels sought U. S. assistance to fight the Karmal government and the Russians, Now that the PPP has been turn​ing to the Russians to fight Zia and his U. S. supporters. Such movements are bound to fail, or, at best, lead from one oppressive regime to another. So, while supporting the just struggle of Pakistani people, it is necessary to strongly oppose Indian government’s interference in the internal affairs of Pakistan.
TELEVISION - A BRAND-NEW OPIUM
The total mind control of citizens through the television screen in every house that George Orwell visualized in “1984” is certainly becoming a reality in ‘Socialist” India. H.K.L. Bhagat’s recent announce​ment of a Rs. 68 crore plan to expand the TV network shows the central government’s attempts to bring ‘Big Brother’ into every house. 112 low power and 13 high-power TV transmitters are to be set up throughout the country so that 70 percent of the popu​lation will be covered as against the existing 19 percent. Orwell may have visualized an ‘authoritarian dictatorial’ regime, but his prediction has come true in a “democratic” country like India. The Central govern​ment knows well the importance of the audio-visual media in maintaining a fascist control over the minds of the vast illiterate e masses of this country.
But unfortunately, reactions to this announcement have been mild. The bour​geois intellectuals’ muttering criticism was based on wrong and trivial grounds. “The TV and Radio in India is state-owned and controlled unlike the free press. TV expan​sion is welcome, if the broadcast media is autonomous on the lines of BBC”, a media critic writes. But this statement has important dimensions as it reveals the illusions under which our intellectuals still operate.
At the outset, how free and autonomous is our “free press”? And whom is it free from? Investigative reports that have recently appeared in the big English pres », notwithstanding the press in India, both all-India and regional, is largely owned by the comprador bourgeoisie. The overall function of this print media is to condition peoples mind to accept the present socio-economic and cultural super and sub-stru​ctures. The protests, if any, that have come have been on the “freedom” of the press being curbed by the executive government through legislation, newsprint policy and advertise​ment. Undoubtedly the central movement, and state governments too want a totally subservient press, - a press toeing its line completely so it does not tolerate even the slightest opposition, even if the opposition is only from within the ranks of the ruling classes.
The big comprador bourgeoisie in India along with centralized and highly concentra​ted economic power also want a centralized and monopoly of political power too. Hence the increasing efforts of the central govern​ment to foil the aspirations of the press with cutthroat competition from TV. With the television, the question is even more obvious. The TV is directly under the control of the government. But the recent implementation of “National Hook-up” is a blatant effort to curb the powers of the state governments and thus destroy whatever little variation that was expressed due to the different cultures rooted in local histories of the respective states. The national TV net​work now being executed is to be, seen in the light of this sinister policy of the mono​poly bourgeoisie through their arch represen​tative Indira Gandhi to tighten their control over the people.
Another aspect is the so-called autonomy of the BBC. In the light of the nature of coverage given to the Falkland war, the Irish Republic Army (IRA) and the move​ment in Ireland, the southeast crises, no longer anyone can say that the BBC is free or autonomous from the perspective of the British ruling class. The BBC, as much as any other imperialist media, may be relati​vely ‘free’ from government pressure but as much serving imperialist interests. In a class society, the mass media with its wide reach and influence can never be free or auto​nomous from the pressures of the exploiting classes. These ruling classes create and finance the media, not for ‘serving the people’ and “acting as an instrument of development and welfare” instead to serve their own vested interests and development.

The bourgeois parliamentary parties, including the neo-revisionist parties of CPM kind, did not so vehemently opposed as was expected. Their main criticism is against “misuse of TV by Mrs. Gandhi for her vested electoral interests” in the predicted forth-coming elections. One can only feel sorry for their lack of depth in vision and understanding of the long-term perilous and dire consequences. 

What are the ulterior motives of the fascist state in setting up of this widely proliferated TV network? Any fascist state, (its propounder Hitler was too aware of the importance of propaganda – vide “Mein Kampf”……..) in order to survive amidst tumultuous crisis of “urban turbulence and rural unrest”, would use broadcast media as an instrument to drug and control the people consequently suppress their rebellious nature and revolutionary aspirations.

Moreover, all this propaganda is done in the garb of populist slogan-mongering of  “welfare”, “communication    for     rural development; educational TV(ETV)” etc....Besides the   vicious intentions behind the launching of expensive toys like   1NSATIB Rohini, etc., they are meant to evoke “national pride” in people.    Most of the proposed video taped films to be screened on ETV are   ‘Imported’   from imperialist countries viz, USA and USSR, and other capitalist nations of Europe. The underlying philosophy, naturally, would be reactionary bourgeois ideology, which is inherent and subtlety presented with technical excellence. The well nurtured elite, bureaucratic, and middle   classes    imbibe    this    ‘stuff’    and consequently molded into “loyal, obedient and law-abiding citizens of this country”.
Super Power Rivalry and War

The September 1983 (vol. 1:7) issue of ‘Vanguard’, carried an introductory article on “Super Power Rivalry and War” covering a brief introduction of the issue in question and one basic feature of imperialism as Lenin stated.

The second basic feature of imperialism is the new role of banks - the merging of bank capital with industrial capital and the creation, on the basis of this “finance capital” of a financial oligarchy.

In his thesis on imperialism Lenin devoted a good part of it on the great growth of banking in its new role in capitalist production. Since then, and especially during the last 25 years the growth of banking has taken extra-ordinary strides Again it is the USA which has the largest banks and the lar​gest system of finance capital.
In 1980 there were 14,870 commercial banks with 38,870 branches and assets totaling 1706 billion, employing 1490 thousand people In the USA In 1982 just eight banks and bank holding companies accoun​ted for 51.28 percent of the total revenues of all banks and 45.0 percent of the profits. (Source: International Business week, March 14> 1983.)
In I972”the assets of the savi​ngs and loan banks amounted 236 billion. This rose to 688 billion by 1982. In 1972 the assets of the life insurance companies amounted to $Z39 billion, which rose to $577 billion by 1982.

With regards to foreign ban​king, the USA had 577 bran​ches in foreign countries in 1971 with 55.1 billion. By 1979 these banks had 789 branches in foreign countries with $279.5 billion7.
The growth of finance capital reached such heights that in order to assert the domination of finance capital, the national banks, however big they may be, with all their foreign branches even, became inadequate. The result has been the emer​gence of the international and regional banks. Thus the World Bank was established in 1944. (In 1980 the World Bank deci​ded to raise its authorized capi​tal by $40 billion with a lend​ing capacity of $80 billion) The international Monetary Fund (IMF) was established m the I AD in January 19 0, the
AD B in 1964, the IF A H in 1974, the WAD Bin 1973, the ADB in 1979, the EIB in 1979. All these are under the domination of the US A.
In the USA the merger of bank capital with industrial capital in the private sector is thorough and complete. During the last two decades this private financial oligarchy is increas​ingly assisted by the state finance capital has been not only dominating the economic life of the home country but also abroad, particularly the economic life of the majority of the third world countries. During the last two decades the international and regional banks such as the IMF, the ADB, the IDA etc. have become such coercive instruments of finance capital that they are able to dictate policies pertinent to production, distribution, circu​lation, labor, etc..
India is a good example of such coercion. Under the dictates of the international financial oligarchy the Indian government has devalued the rupee, raised bus fares, introduced coercive labor laws, banned strikes, stopped or restricts d rationing of essential commodities, and scores of other actions to fulfill the demands of this internatio​nal financial oligarchy.
In Russia the state insurance and savings and finance capital is merged with the state indu​strial capital forming a bureau​cratic state monopoly a state financial oligarchy. It is the biggest and the strongest oli​garchy the human history has witnessed yet.

The third   basic   feature of imperialism is the export of capital as   distinguished from the export  of commodities, which     acquires     exceptional importance   in   exploiting the non-imperialist countries espe​cially

A new development in the pattern of capital exports that unlike during Lenin’s days, to​day the greater part of the capi​tal exports are not to the under​developed countries but within the developed imperialist coun​tries.
There are three main reasons for this: -
a)
The purchasing power in the underdeveloped countries is ex​tremely low and almost stagnant and hence there is the crisis of realization.
b)
In the imperialist system the production techniques have developed to a great extent and hence the required infrastructure, raw materials, semi-processed materials, and technical personnel are absent or inadequate in the under developed countries:

c)
During Lenin’s days direct colonial exploitation was pre-dominant feature of imperialism. Since the collapse of colonialism and the emergence of semi and neo-colonialism certain of the former colonial bourgeoisie of former colonies are resisting the penetration of direct foreign investment to a certain extent, in certain branches of industry.
Thus in 1970 direct US investment in developed countries accounted for 68.7 percent of total US direct investments in foreign lands. This rose to 73.5 percent in 1980. On the other hand its direct investments in under developed countries fell from 25.4 percent in 1970 to 24 6 percent in 1980 of its total direct investments abroad.

The investments of Germany, Britain, France, Japan, Canada, etc. in the USA were $ 17.6 billion in 195, and $ 174.9 billion in 1973. The wages paid by these foreign firms to the American workers totaled $ 21.69 billion in 1979. (Source: Statistical Abstract of the USA, 1981).

Between 1954 and 1974 state to state capital exports of the Soviet Union to underdeveloped countries totaled $ 0 6 billion. Between 1975 and 1978 it totaled $ 9.09 billion. Thus the cumulative total between 1954 and 1978 was $19.69 billion. (United States statistical Year Book, 1981). Until 1976 Russian capital exports to C.M.E A. countries totaled 13 billion roubles. ($ Billion). (Source: Novosti press).

The fourth basic feature of imperialism is the formation of international monopolist capitalist associations, which share the world amongst them-selves. Sixty years ago Lenin showed the birth of international super monopolies in electrical, oil and shipping industries. Today these international monopolies have emerged in every branch of the economy, spreading their tentacles into every nook and corner of the capitalist market, and ex-socialist states.

(5)
The fifth basic feature of imperialism is the territorial division and redivision of the world market among the biggest imperialist powers. The significant change that occurred in this feature especially after the Second World War is the transition of the colonial divisions of the world neocolonial and semi-colonial divisions. Colonialism collapsed. The former colonies won formal independence, but continued to remain under the tight financial, military and diplomatic grip of the imperia​list powers in their respective areas of influence and domi​nation.
The second aspect of the epoch, namely the epoch of social revolution of the prole​tariat, has been proved beyond question by the great October Revolution, the Chinese revo​lution, the revolutions in Europe, and the latest revolu​tion in Indochina.8
During Lenin’s days Xautsky, the father of social-imperialism, produced the theory of peaceful imperialism. Kautsky foresaw a phase in imperialism when “wars shall cease under capita​lism, a phase of joint exploita​tion of the world by internatio​nally united finance” shall hold sway. Lenin refuting him said that imperialism could never bring peace, but most intensify violence and war. He said that in the epoch of imperialism in addition to wars of aggre​ssion and resistance and prole​tarian revolution, inter-imperia​list wars are also inevitable. History has proved Lenin’s theory on imperialism and wars correct.
However, after Stalin’s death, the new bourgeoisie seized poli​tical power in the Soviet Union and revived the Kautskian theory of peaceful imperialism and added another of their own -the theory of peaceful socia​lism which together culminated in the famous ‘trio’, namely: (1) the peaceful co-existence of socialism with imperialism, (2) the peaceful economic competi​tion of socialism with imperia​lism, and (3) the peaceful tran​sition of capitalism to socialism.
These are a few of the vital issues upon which the international communist movement split into the ‘pro-Moscow’, the ‘pro-Peking’ and the equidistance or centrist camps. The CPC headed by Chairman Mao and Marxist Leninists all over the world reiterated what Lenin and Stalin said about imperia​lism more than a decade pre​viously. Mao categorically stared about the dangers of a third world war. The bour​geoisie and the revisionists called him a war - monger.
Today everyone is speaking of the danger of a third world war. Why is it that things are turning out exactly as Lenin, Stalin and Mao foresaw? Because they arrived at their conclusions after studying the dialectics of the imperialist economy. Monopoly and com​petition are opposites. There is unity and struggle between these opposites. The state of the opposites is conditional and transitional while struggle between them is absolute.

II

RISE OF SUPER POWERS

Let us see what has been happening during the past 2/3 decades. Facts show that 2 imperialist powers have emerged as superpowers.

Monopoly does not eliminate its opposite - i.e. competition. On the contrary it presupposes it. Monopoly capital is a state in which monopoly predomi​nates over competition generally. However, in specific circumstances competition too predominates over monopoly. International monopolies, which arose during the 1900-1903 divi​ded the world among themselves peacefully in accordance with their economic and military, might. Due to uneven develop​ment of capitalism, which is a law of capitalism, a few powers grew faster in strength than the others and demanded a redivi​sion of the world in accordance with ‘new realities’. Their rivals did not yield. The newly emerged strong powers tried to grab the markets forcibly. Collusion yielded to confronta​tion. World War I broke out. During war the opposites changed their positions. The hitherto dominant aspect of monopoly or collusion was then dominated by its opposite, competition or contention. The same happened before and during the World War II. The same will happen as long as imperialism exists.

Thus the picture of the concentration of wealth is clear. Thus USA which has only 5.34 percent of the world's population has a GNP of $ 2373 billion which is 23.36 percent of the world GNP. The USSR which has only 5.31 percent of the world's population has $ 1067 billion which is 10.50 percent of the world's GNP. Thus the two countries together, which have only 11.65 percent of the world's population together command over a third of the world's GNP (3386 percent). While the third world countries in Asia, (excluding Japan and the middle eastern countries), Africa, Latin America and Central America which together have a population of 3008 million equaling 71.92 percent of the world population, have only 17.52 percent of the world's GNP totaling $1782 billion.

After the second world war the USA adopted a part of Germany (west) and Japan and pampered them economically. With the help of American capital technology and market network Japan and West Germany made spectacular economic recoveries. Today both Japan and West Germany have become nails beneath the seat of American imperialism. However, Japan and Germany are no more military powers. On the contrary they are under the wings of the American war machine, at present.

The national incomes of both the super powers exceeds the national income of Britain, France, Italy and the Federal Republic of Germany (West Germany) and the Netherlands taken together. In order to gauge the industrial might the total energy consumption is a fair indicator.

In energy (electricity, petrol and coal) consumption the USA ranks first and the USSR second in the world. In 1970 the USA's consumption accounted for 32.9 percent and the USSR's for 15.4 percent of the total world energy consumption. By 1980 the USA's share dropped to 27.85 percent which that of the USSR rose to 17.46 percent. The energy consumption of both the superpowers taken together totals more than that of Japan, FRG, UK, and France taken together.

Along with economic strength, in manpower too both the super powers are substantially richer than the other-imperialist powers. The economically active population in the USSR is 38 percent higher than in the USA and almost as much as that of Japan, West Germany, UK, and France taken together. Apart from the economic superiority that this factor implies, it has a military significance indicating superiority there too.

Facts show that USSR is fast catching up with the USA economically and has already surpassed it in certain branches of industry and mining.
Though the Soviet Union lags behind the USA in absolute production in all major branches of industry, its rate of growth and industrial strength should not be under estimated. Today it ranks first in the world in the production of oil, steel, pig iron, coke, mineral fertilizers, diesel and electric locomotives, tractors, prefabricated ferro-concrete structures and their units, cement, round wood removal, sawed wood, woolen fabrics, leather foot-wear and butter. It ranks first in Eurpe in the overall industrial output, in the production of electricity, gas, coal, chemicals, engineering goods etc., It alone produces as much or more electricity, oil, gas, pig iron, fertilizers, sulphuric acid, mono hydrates, diesel and electric locomotives, tractors, cement, round wood, fish catches, cotton fabrics, woolen fabrics, leather foot wear and meat and milk as Briton, West Germany, France and Italy do taken together,

In the production of organic chemicals, particularly thy line propelyne, acetelene, benzene, tolium, xylenes, methyl alcohol, ethyl oxide the USA ranks first in the world and the USSR is lagging far behind - not only of the USA, but also Japan. As these chemicals are closely related with the petrochemicals are closely related with the petrochemicals industry, the USSR is far behind the USA in this industry as well. But in the case of metals, minerals and chemicals critically needed in the war industry the USA is lagging behind the USSR.
According to a spokesman of the American Defence Department the USA is dependent on imports for bauxite, colombium, manganese, nickle, platinum, tantalum, tin, titanum, tungsten, and similar other 26 mineral and other items critical to the war industry. America's dependence on imports increased from 54 percent in 1960-to 70 percent in 1950. During 1980 Russia imported only six of such minerals and that too, to a much lesser extent than the USA. 10
Facts show that the rates of growth in the economic development of the U. S. S. R. is higher & more consistent than in the case of the U.S.A. 11

It should be noted that in economic development the USA is far ahead of the U. S. S. R. in absolute terms & hence every one percent of its growth carries greater weight in absolute terms than in the case of the U.S.S.R. But even in the 70s when the U.S.S.R. has greatly reduced its economic disparity with the

During the third month I save Rs. 30\~, while the other saves Rs. 70K And if we calculate the rate of savings it would be as follows: In the second month my monthly growth rate of savings is 10C% though in absolute terms I saved only 10 more rupees than the previous month. While the others man's monthly growth rate of saving is minus 50% though he saved 5 times more than me.
When the economic growth increases over ]a period of years, in the initial years the rates of growth will be more while the weight carried by each one percent will be less while in the latter years the rates of growth will be less, but the weight carried by 1% in absolute terms is more. Thus in 1982 though the rate of growth is only 2.6% in absolute terms this 2.6% carries greater weight than the 10.3% growth rate in the 1950s.

HAIL THE FIRST CONFERENCE OF AILRC

On the occasion of the first Conference of The AH India League for Revolutionary Culture to be held at Delhi on 14th and 15th October, 1983, we are reprinting a comment that appeared in “Peking Review” entitled “About Talks at the Yenan Forum on Literature and Art”, which gives a proletarian approach to the perspective] to​wards Literature and Art within the revolutionary movement. —Editor.
Chairman Mao’s great   work “Talks at the Yenan Forum on Literature and Art” was publi​shed in May   1942.   This was a time when the world’s anti​fascist   war was   in   its   most difficult phase.    In China, the people’s   War   of   Resistance against Japan was in its   fifth year. Japanese imperialism had speeded up large-scale “mopping-up” campaigns   against    the liberated areas.    The Koumintang reactionaries pushed their policy of passivity in   the war of resistance but active opposi​tion    against      the       Chinese Communist Party.    On the one hand, they sent several hundred thousand troops to encircle and blockade the liberated areas, in a vain attempt to annihilate the army and people there, and on the other   hand, secretly   had large numbers of troops surre​nder to the Japanese   invaders who then directed these troops to attack revolutionary   bases behind the enemy lines.   In the Party and the revolutionary camp, the “Left” opportunist line and the Right Capitulationist line of the early period of the war of resistance, both represented by Wang Ming, seriously endangered and influ​enced the Party and the Chinese Revolution.
The struggle between the two lines had always existed on the literature and art front.   In the early   1930’s     the    Left-wing literary and art movement in the Koumintang-controlled     areas was under the influence of Wang Ming’s left opportunist line with the result that it fell into closed doorism and sectarianism organizationally, and was bourgeois democratic rather than proleta​rian in literary and art thought. Under the influence of   Wang Mings Right capitulationist line in the late 1930’s,  Chou  Yang and other henchmen of   Wang Ming opposed Lu Hsun’s slogan for a “mass literature of national revolutionary war” which embo​died the leadership of proleta​rian   cultural   thought   in   the cultural    united   front.    They advocated    the   capitulationist slogan for a “national defense literature”, which gave up   the party leadership.
Later Chou Yang and his gang went to Yenan under false colors and continued to propagate their reactionary bourgeois and revisionist thoughts on literature and art, and in collu​sion with Trotskyites and reactionary literati, wrote
Counter-revolutionary articles under a revolutionary banner. Using this pretext of opposing “utilitarianism”, they opposed the Party’s leadership and lite​rature and art serving politics. They said, “The task of literature and art has always been to expose” and called for a “literature of exposure”, inciting writers and artists to write about “dark spots on the sun” and expose the short​comings of the people. They spread the bourgeois “theory of human nature” and upheld ‘Move of humanity” so as to obscure people’s class viewpoint, and break down their revolutionary militancy. They coordinated all this with the attack and encirclement of the Liberated Areas by the Japanese invaders and Koumintang react​ionaries.
For several years before the publication of the Talks, large numbers of progressive writers and artists had gone to Yenan and the various anti-Japanese bases behind the enemy lines. The crux of the controversy among them at the time was the problems of working for the masses and how to work for the masses. Since the May 4th Movement in 1919 the militant Left wing literary and art move​ment headed by Lu Hsun had made important contributions to the Chinese revolution. But taking the movement as a whole, the above mentioned basic questions had not yet found a correct solution. This was because     objective   conditions “were such that the rule of white terror of the Koumintang reacti​onaries in areas under Chiang Kai-Sheik’s control hindered writers from going   among the masses of the workers and peasants to learn about  them and know them well, and thence to reflect their life and struggle. It was also because in the matter of leadership, the “Left” and Right opportunist lines represented by Wang Ming as mentioned above seriously hampered literature and art serving the workers, peasants and soldiers, and writers and artists from integrating with the masses of   workers, peasants and soldiers. Looking at the question from the aspect of the subjective world of the writers and artists, although they wanted revolution, they were bourgeois & petty bourgeois in their family origin, educational background and literary and art thought.    While they might have cried out for a “mass style”, they actually had tended to “some extent........ To look down upon the workers, peasants and soldiers and divorce themselves from the masses”, and still needed to remold their world.  outlook. Therefore the works they created were also divorced from the masses of workers. Peasants and Soldiers, and it might be said of the images of workers, peasants and soldiers they projected that “the clothe-are the clothes of working people but the faces are those of petty-bourgeois intellec​tuals”.
The Party Central Committee called a forum of literature and art in Yenan where Chairman Mao gave the Talks to syste​matically sum up the experi​ences and lessons gained in the revolutionary literary and art movement since the May 4th Movement, eliminate the influ​ence on literary and art thought exerted by Wang Ming’s “Left” and Right opportunist lines in the 1930’s, criticize bourgeois and petty-bourgeois ideological trends in the revolutionary literary and art ranks and solve such basic problems in the proletarian revolutionary liter​ature and art as that literature and art must serve the workers, peasants and soldiers, and that writers and artists must inte​grate with the peasants, workers and soldiers Taking the Talks as their weapon, writers and artists in the Liberated areas carried out a large-scale rectifi​cation campaign.
The talks are in two parts, the “Introduction” and the “Conclusion”.
The “Introduction” first of all points out that the struggle on the cultural front is an indis​pensable component part of the entire revolutionary struggle. To ensure that literature and art become a powerful weapon for arousing and educating the people and for attacking arid destroying the enemy and serve the revolutionary struggle well, writers and artists must solve the following questions:

THE PROBLEM  OF  CLASS STAND

Our stand is that of the prole​tariat and of the masses. For members of the Communist Party, this means keeping to the stand of the Party, keeping the Party spirit and Party policy. 

THE PROBLEM OF ATTITUDE

With regard to the enemy, we should expose their duplicity and cruelty and point out the inevitability of their defeat. With regard to allies, our atti​tude should be one of both alli​ance and criticism. As for the masses of the people and their vanguards, we should praise them. The people, too, have their shortcomings. We should be patient and help them over​come their own shortcomings, and not to take a hostile attitude and ridicule them.
THE PROBLEM OF AUDIENCE

In liberated areas, the audience for literature and artwork consists of workers, peasants, and soldiers and revolutionary cad​res. Writers and artists should work for them.
THE PROBLEM OF WORK

The primary task of our writers and artists is to understand and know well the workers, peasants and soldiers and their cadres. This means that they must go into their midst, become one of them, and remold their thinking and their feelings through sharing their life for a long period.
THE PROBLEM OF  STUDY

Writers and artists must study Marxism-Leninism and the con​ditions of the various classes in society. Only this way can our literature and art be rich in content and correct in orien​tation.
In “Conclusion” the two central problems treated are: literature and art serving the masses, and how to serve. The problems are cogently expoun​ded in five sections.
1.
The article points out that the orientation of literature and art must serve the workers, peasants and soldiers. Our litera​ture and art under the leader​ship of the proletariat and serve the masses of people. AH our literature and art are for the masses of the people, and in the first place for the wor​kers, peasants and soldiers: they are created for the workers, peasants and soldiers and are for their use.
The Talks stresses that the question of “for whom”? Is fundamental. Unless this is solved, many other problems will not be easy to solve.
2.
On how to serve the wor​kers, peasants and soldiers, the article first of all sets forth the problem of popularization and raising standards. This problem must be considered with the prerequisite of serving the wor​kers, peasants and soldiers. Popularization means to popu​larize among the workers, pea​sants and soldiers, and raising standards on the basis of the masses of workers, peasants and soldiers raising the level of literature and art in the direc​tion in which the proletariat is advancing, in the direction in which the workers, peasants and soldiers are themselves are advancing. The relationship between popularization and rai​sing standards should not be the raising of standards is based upon popularization, while popularization is guided by the raising of standards.
It also points out that the life of the people provides all litera​ture and art with inexhaustible source, their only source. Lite​rary and art works of the past are not a source, but a stream: they were created by our prede​cessors and foreigners out of the literary and artistic raw material they found in the life of the people of their time and place. We must take over the fine things in our literary artistic and heritage, critically assimilate whatever is beneficial, and use them as examples when we cre​ate works out of the literary and artistic raw material in the life of the people of our own time and place. But taking over legacies and using them as examples must never replace our creative work. Revolu​tionary writers and artists must go among the masses of workers peasants, and soldiers to observe, experience, study and analyze all the different kinds of people, all the classes, all the masses, all the vivid patterns of life and struggle, all the raw material in literature and art. Only then can they proceed to creative work-
The Talks further points out clearly that our literary and art specialists, work not only for the cadres, but also, and indeed chiefly for the masses. They should pay attention to the masses, wall newspapers, reportage, small troupes, songs, and fine arts. No revolutionary writer or artist can do any meaningful work unless he is closely linked with the masses, gives, expression to their thoughts and feelings and serves them as a loyal spokesman. 

3. The relationship between literature and politics, and bet​ween literature and art and the entire revolutionary cause, and the problem of the united front in literary and art circles are explained in the article. It points cue that in class society, all culture, all literature belongs to definite classes are geared in definite political lines Literature and art detached from politics, and star ding above classes do not exist. Proletarian literature and art are an indispensable part of the whole revolutionary cause of the proletariat. Lite​rature and art are subordinate to politics, but in turn exert a great influence on politics. All Party literary and artwork must be subordinated to the revo​lutionary task set by the Party at a given period. On the pro​blem of the united front in lite​rary and art circles it is pointed out that the policy of both stru​ggle and unity must be carried out. All unity and no struggle or all struggles and no unity are both wrong.
4.
On the question of literary and art criticism, the Talks points out that this is one of the principal methods of stru​ggle in the world of literature and art. In literary and art criticism, there are two criteria, namely, the political and arti​stic. All classes in all class societies invariably put the poli​tical criterion first and the artistic criterion second. The proletariat must also first of all distinguish which is good or bad according to its own politi​cal criterion. What we demand          Cont MISSING

POLICE REPRESSION IN TELENGANA
UNDER THE  IRON HEELS OF FASCISM
THE AGRARIAN MOVEMENT FORGES AHEAD

The mammoth peasant rally at Karimnagar, the venue of Ryotu Coolee Sangham’s second conference, rend the air with slogans of “land to the tiller”, “down with police repression” and “we shall fight back to overcome the repression”. Today, the peasantry has trans​lated the slogans into action, in an effort to live up to the spirit of the conference. In their struggle for ‘land to the tiller’, they had affectively combated yet another wave of repression unleashed by the unruly brutal police force in connivance with the hired hooligans of the landlords.
In the last five years the poor and oppressed peasants and tribals of Karimnagar, Adilabad, Warangal and Nizamabad in​spired by the revolutionary politics and guided by an able leadership, organized r hem-selves under the red flag to struggle for land and in turn pull down the shackles of semi-feudalism in the countryside Today the militant struggles launched by the peasantry has many achievements to their credit ranging from occupation of ceiling, temple and waste lands, weeding out various social evils to setting up of ‘peoples panchayats’ for effe​ctive administration of justice. These and many other achieve​ments, however, are fruits of struggles carried out in the face of severe repression and many hardships. Martyrs like Com. Haribushan of Warangal, Athram Ashok of Adilabad, Devender Reddy of Karimnagar and others had to sacri​fice their precious young lives to advance the agrarian revolution On the other hand, more than hundred villages were raided by police, and another hundred villages had to suffer from the menace of police camps. One can imagine the magnitude of police repression and harassment in these four districts, for it has become nearly impossible to record the number of arrests and illegal detentions, beatings and tortures of peasants and their organizers.
The panic-ridden landlords of these four districts set the police machinery into motion to crush the movement. Recen​tly the landlords of Karimnagar district led by the local M.L.A. Raji Reddy, went as a delegation to N.T.R and complained against the “naxalite menace” and urged him to take “stern measures”. The saffron-clad Hitler, claiming to be the god-sent savior of the poor has assured them “peace and security”. Now N.T R. has declared his government’s intention to spend half-a-crore rupees to set up a new “task force”, well equipped with armed anti-naxalite squads for combing and liquidation operations. These squads will be assisted by the local police, special police, and intelligence crops and would function in “co-ordination” with the neighboring states of Madhya Pradesh and Maharashtra. A well-calculated and pre-meditated conspiracy is being hatched by the government to “wipe out” naxalites. Legislators of Andhra even floated a proposal to ban the M-L parties, pari passu with hypocritical advise from N.T.R to M L parties to “shun violence”.
REPRESSION  IN TELENGANA
The mildest form of repression in these struggle areas results in indiscriminate arrests of the peasants, including old men, women and children, and beating them black and blue. In some cases serious injuries are inflicted which requires medical treatment, and the hospital staff bluntly refuse treatment. If the person arrested is a mass-leader and a person of some standing, lie will be subjected to agonizing tortures and incriminated in false cases of murder, dacoity and other non-bailable offen​ces.
In small and medium towns the mass organizations, for that matter even civil liberties organization, do not have the liberty to hold public meetings which is left to the whims and fancies of police officials who may or may not grant permissions, purely on political grounds.
The police and hired goondas of the landlords, reminding one of the “storm trooper«” of the Hitler era, attack and disrupt the processions and demonstrations — the most democra​tic form of struggle-of peasants demanding justice. It’s become so common that even a non-violent demonstration is meted out with violence, when the Radical Youth League organizes it.
Ignoring the ‘safeguards pro​vided in the colonial criminal laws, the police lathi charge and open fire on people with out any provocation or warning. In Nizamabad, for instance, the police opened fire on the leading peasants, who were neither armed (even the tradi​tional weapons) nor posed any threat to the “law and order” situation. In July and August alone, there were seven instan​ces of major police firing in these districts.
Tension and fear prevails in the atmosphere and every now and then the police loose what ever little sense and sensibility they may have, and panic In the first week of August, in Babberchalka village, when a sound resembling a bomb explosion was heard during an insecticide spraying, from a nearby field, the police rushed to the spot and opened “firing at the farm cottage and one woman was injured, while the hypo​critical press carried the police version saying, “woman injured in police-naxalite clash”.
The working women laborers showed keen interest in the struggles and their ever-increasing active participation in struggles for higher wages irked the police officials who resorted to abuse, manhandling” and molestation of women in police custody and in the villages. They were harassed with thre​ats of rape and other sexual crimes. As a part of the white terror tactics of the police, the Dist. Supdt. of police of  Mulugu taluka of Warangal district tied one Maitha Ramulu of Narlapuram village to a tree in front of a large gathering of villagers and fired six rounds around him, “just to threaten”.
The workers and miners of Singareni coal mines, who are not only struggling for their own rights but also expressed solidarity for the peasant stru​ggles going on in the vicinity. The police are recruiting notorious criminal elements (some have a ‘goonda sheet’ to their credit) into the paramilitary force - the Home Guards - to perpetuate white terror in the dark mining-belt of Godavari Khani.

In the major towns of Telengana, the pampered sons of the landlords are strengthening themselves by working in the communal fanatic Hindu organizations like Akhil Bharatiya Vidhyarthi Parishad and get impetus from the police and bureaucratic sections to attack Radical students and youth. They, in fact, roam openly in police and government jeeps armed with lathis and knives.

In the villages of these districts, what’s a new phenomenon is the existence of armed gangs of landlords parading through the narrow alleys of villages, led by the local legislators and other “political luminaries”, claiming the support of the police and government to demoralize the struggling masses and create a “fear psychosis” in their minds.

The most dangerous and undemocratic phenomenon is the mushroom growth of police camps in these regions. In August 1983 there were more than a hundred police camps in villages in these four districts. The police camps in Mamonoor in Warangal district and Dichpally in Nizamabad are so deployed that they can be moved to any nook and corner of these four districts. The police personnel in these camps, often misbehave with rural women and extort money, grain, poultry and other products from the villages, and also behave with inhumane brutality.

At the late hours of the night the police attack these villages, raid the houses, search for the organizers, create havoc and pick a few suspected young men for “interrogation”, which might very well end up in a false encounter. In Karimnagar itself, during July and August 1963, police, from two to five times, raided 110 villages. En masse arrests, indiscriminate and merciless beating and plunder by the armed posse characterize these raids.
ONSLAUGHT ON ECONOMIC LIFE
Now and then straying off the beaten track of physical violence the police, being innovative, are resorting to material destruction. Unlike dacoits, the police not only loot and plunder the granaries and houses of peasants and farmers, but also kill people in fake en​counters. During the police raids, they enter the huts and houses and destroy whatever little household utensils and other things preserved like pickles, ghee etc, they possess.
Nearly seventy families abandoned their villages to escape police repression. As a conse​quence, they suffered a heavy loss of a prospective paddy crop, which could have yielded a couple of thousand bags. They suffered a loss of 1000 bags each of well-grown dal and groun​dnut field, rearing harvest. They were also unable to sow seeds for the current season. Ten to fifteen irrigation pump sets, and electric motors were damaged and thrown into wells in a rampage.
In another case police razed to ground nearly 150 houses in Keshavpur village and ransacked the premises.
The peasants were unable to go to work due to repression, and as a result they had to for​ego even the single meal, which otherwise they could have got. This further deteriorated their standard of living. Many in​nocent peasants are incriminated in false cases and were forced to go to jails, courts and the police station. The peasants because of these terrible condi​tions are unable to earn.
Even a few rupees a day, cannot now be expected to spend money even for bus con​veyance to the nearest town, leave alone the lawyers fee and bribes (mamools) to police officers.
Thus, the worst onslaught on the village economy by the re​pression has dislocated the rural life.
Lastly, police repression rea​ches its peak, when selected organizers are handpicked by the police in the heart of these villages and liquidated by mur​dering them openly, sometimes adopting novel methods too, then fabricating a story and feeding the press.

COUNTERING POLICE’ REPRESSION

Yet, in spite of this repression and white terror the struggle has been subjected to, the state has not been able to crush the move​ment. In 1978, the Andhra government clamped the fascistic “Disturbed Areas Act” and since then they have unlea​shed waves of repression. The peasants under the leadership of the revolutionaries have devised means of countering this repression. When the enemy attacks, the revolutionaries re​treat and spread the movement to new areas. When the enemy retreats the revolutionaries launch new waves of struggles, and so the seesaw battle con​tinues. With the movement advancing spirally, each time at a higher plane and extending to larger areas.
The enemy attempts to isolate the revolutionaries, cut their links with the masses and then crush them.   To counter this, the   revolutionaries     integrate deeply with the masses and mingle like the proverbial   “fish in the water”.    The   people thus feed and protect the revolu​tionaries as their own family. This foils the attempts of the enemy to weed out.    Then the cultural and  other organisation work to win over the maximum to the side of revolu​tion and further assist in brea​king the enemy encirclement. Also the Radical  students in their hundreds form into  small squads and fan out into villages for a nent;re   month  spreading the politics  of armed agrarian revolution  and  extending the peasant organisation and movement with a massive sweep. (The police attempted to stop them from reaching villages, furthermore, harass the Jana Natya Mandali squads from giving programmes - in vain -repression cultural on too!).
Lastly, and the most impor​tant is the cultural movement and the political education by the Party continuously raises the political consciousness of the masses and activists and gives depth to the movement which ensures that at each stage of advance the movement moves to a higher plane according to the perspective of Party. The enemy attacks in waves, the people resist and now facing the repression and devising means to counter it have become a part of village life itself in the districts of Karimnagar, Adila-bad. Nizamabad and Warangal. With this the agrarian movement has grown not only  in magnitude but also in depth.
STRUGGLE   MARCHES AHEAD:
Not only fighting against feudal authority and building stru​ggles for higher wages, land etc., the peasantry is building collective resistance to police cruelties also, (they had been successful  in teaching lessons to police and their informers in many an instance, also through demonstrations they got some police camps lifted ). The pea​santry of Telangana have pro​ved though their struggles that ruthless repression of the police and the killing of political acti​vists and leaders cannot deter them from the path of anti-feudal struggles. Repression of the police and the goondaism of the landlords cannot deter the people from their struggles. Their steadfastness in struggle has already proved this. If the police and landlords employ their methods of suppression, the peasantry has their own methods of hitting back in their way and at their own time. During the last five years, the Telangana peasant movement has been steadily surging ahead, boldly facing the cruel repression and murders, by the It will continue to develop and progress as and how the peasants learn to fight back this ruthless suppression campaign. The reactionary state government, police officers and the landlords are bound to pay the price for their heinous crimes. The peasant movement will grow and no force on the earth can crush it.

“ENCOUNTERS ARE STAGED MURDERS TO   EXTERMINATE POLITICAL    ACTI​VISTS”
RED SALUTE TO Com. PALLE KANAKAIAH
A young revolutionary while discharging his duties had shed his blood to sow the seeds of revolution in the furrows of the vast lands of Karimnagar and Adilabad. The fascist regime of NTR, for the third time, has drenched its hands in the blood of yet another revolutionary, Palle Kanakaiah (Sudhakar); in his late twenties, was shot dead on 30 August, 1983 in Pinnaram village, Chennoir taluka, Adila​bad district.
Comrade Palle Kanakaiah played a vital role in organizing the peasantry of Karimnagar, and later in Adilabad. Kana​kaiah hails from Kannoor, a small village in Karimnagar, was born in a poor family. He studied up to P.U.C. (Pre-Universitv Course) and was later drawn towards revolutionary politics in 1974. He returned to his native village during the emergency to organize the peasantry against the bungling of funds by a contractor in construction of a housing colony for harijans. The people recognized and accepted him as their trusted leader. Soon after the ‘lifting of emergency, he plunged into revolutionary activity to canalize the wrath of people towards the goal of agrarian revolution. He led many a popular struggle.
He actively participated in the 1978 statewide call to “go to villages” campaign. He further campaigned for the first conference of the Radical Youth League that was held at Guntur and had led hundreds of young-men from Huzurabad taluka At the conference, Com. Kanakaiah was elected as the executive member representing Karim​nagar district, in the state body of RYL.
Later he shouldered the responsibility of a “central Organizers” of a group of villages in Huzurabad taluka. He along with another martyr,  Com. Kumaraswamy, vigorously propagated revolutionary politics in these 15-20 villages achieving excellent results. Soon Kanakaiah became a dear leader of the peasants, and evoked dreadful fear in the hearts of the class enemies and their paid goons - the landlords and the police. Soon after organizing the masses to fight against the notorious landlords of Gudur village, a police camp sprung up in the village to repress the struggle. Under the party’s directive, without any hesitation, as a disciplined organizer, Com. Kanakaiah went underground in order to increase the effectivity of his work. His deft and adept handling of police repression has set an example for others. In the month of July 1980; when the peasants launched a massive attack on the land​lords; the police and landlords retaliated with another wave of repression. He along with other organizers, gathered the people to face the repression, without yielding to it.
In the meantime, for the first time, Com. Kanakaiah was arrested in the mining town of Godavari Khani and was incriminated in false cases’. He spent eight months in Warangal Central jail. He was later on released on bail in April 1981. At the time of his release, Kari​mnagar district was facing unprecedented Despite................         mistic, tendencies,          Com Kanakaiah,   daring and coura​geous. Ignored his progressively deteriorating   health,   (for, he was   suffering   from   a   heart ailment and other   respiratory problems), went underground to carry   on   the   struggle.   He gathered        the       demoralized peasants and gave them a moral boost and political education to further intensity the protrac​ted    struggles     in     the     face of severe repression.

However, soon his health was ruined, under the party  direction ………. medical   aid     for   six   months.   As he recuperated slightly, he took the responsibility of a new area and   set   out   to   organize   die peasants in Chennor taluka of Adilabad district. Here too he soon built a powerful movement of the   peasantry   (in a record span of less than a year). Within a few months of his coming   to the area, police camps were set up and the police were indul​ging in the infamous “combing operations”, a   mad   hunt   to capture   Com.   Kanakaiah.  In July    the    police    shot    seven rounds in an   attempt   to   kill him.   Barely two weeks after this incident, the police   fired into a hut suspecting him to be taking shelter there. Finally, the police shot him down in cold blood la a fake encounter.
With the murder of Com. Palle Kanakaiah, the Patty has lost a valuable   organizer and   the poor   peasants a close   friend and guide. Comrade Kanakaiah is a martyr, while being in the forefront   of    the   struggle to make agrarian revolution a rea​lity In India.  His work and his life will always be alive as an inspiration to the oppressed in the    course    of     a long     and difficult    struggle    to    liberate themselves.
We praise to high heavens
