It was in this 
situation that the cult of talin gradually took shape. 

The c'evelopment of the cult of the individual was to a great 
e.."Xtent facilitated by certain individual qualitie of J. V . Stalin, 
the ne ative nature of which had been pointed out by V. I. 
Lenin. Towards the close of 1 22, Lenin addressed a letter to 
the Party ongress saying:-

"After becoming General ecretary, Comrade tali1i accu­
mulated in his hands inimeasurable power, and I am. not certain 
whelher he will always be able to use this power with the required 
care." Jn a further letter, written at the beginning of January 
1923, . I. Lenin again returned to certain of Stalin's personal 
qualitie which were intolerable in a leader. "Stalin is too rude", 
Lenin wrote, "a1id this defect, which can be freely tolerated in 
ow' midst and in contacts among us Communists, becomes a 
defect ~ hich cannot be tolerated in one holding the position of 
Ge11eral Secretary. Because of this I propose that the comrades 
consider mea11s of transferring Stalin from this position and of 
selecting another man for it, a ·man who would differ from 
Stalin in only one quality, namely, greater tolerance, greater 
loyalty, greater kindness and a more considerate attitude to the 
comrades, a, less capriciotts temper, etc." 

t the 13th Congres o[ the Party held shortly after . I. 
Lenin' c'eath, hi letters were brought to the notice of the dele­
gation . a result of the di cu sion on the e document it 
wa found expedient to retain talin in the po t of eneral 

e retary, with the hope, however, that he would heed the criti­
cal remarks of V. I. Lenin and would draw all the necessary 

conclusion . 
Remaining in the po ition of General ec.retary of the Cen­

tral ·ommittee, Stalin in the first period after the death of 
Vladimir 1 Jyich Lenin heeded his critical remarks. Howe er, 
later on talin immea.surably ov restimatecl hi own merit and 
came to believe he was infallibl . Ile began t mak certain

In practi e. thi erroneous 
heoretical formula sen·ed a. a ju. tification for gro "iolation 

ni --ociali. t law and ma -· act. of repre ion. 

It wa.- in the e condition~ that a spe ·ial po ition wa created 
for the organ . of tate -ecurity. in particular, which enjo 1ed 
great confi<ience becau e of their undoubted en·ice to the peo­
ple and the c untry in defendin~ th achie,·ement of the reYolu­
tion. For a long time the organ of tate ecurity ju tified that 
confidence. and the· r pecial po ·ition arou ed no danger. Thing 
changed when in tead of the. e or()'an being controlled by the 
Party and the Gm·emment, per -onal control by talin wa grad­
ually . uh tituted. while hi per onal deci ion often replaced the 
u ual admini:tration of ju tice . The ituation became · till 
graver when the criminal gang of Beria the agent of interna­
tional imperiali m. appeared at the hea of the organ of tate 
-ecurity. There were gro Yiolation of oviet law and mas 
acts f repre. ion. :\ a re. ult of the enemy intrigu , many 
hone. t ommuni ts and non-Party O\' iet people were !antlered 
and uffered innocently. 

The 20th ongre ·. of the Party and the entire policv of 
th ·entral ·ommittee ince talin's death clearly prove· that 
there wa in being a Lenini t core of leader within the Central 
Com!'llittee, \\:ho had a correct under tan<ling of the pres ing 
requirement m the :phere. of home and foreign policy. Tt can­
oot be . aid. thal th.ere wa no opposition to the n gative pheno­
m na a .. ociated with the cult of the individual which hind red 
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th• ad\'anc• of 'nicalis111. ~for ov•r, th·re w·re certain periods, 
as for xamplc during th· war, when th unilateral a ls of 

talin w •r !'>harply reslri tcd when the negativ ronsequ •nces 
of law! ssness, of arbitrary rul ·. etc., wen.: materially weakened. 

It is I nown that it was during th war that member of 
th· · ntral Committ e and also outstanding Soviet military com­
mand ·rs look into th ir hands certain spher s of activity in the 
rear and at the fr nt, took inclep ndent decisions, and by their 
orrranizational, political, •conomic and military work jointly with 
I ca l Party and Soviet organizations ensured victory for the 

oviet people in th war. ftcr the victory, the negative con-
. equ 'nc s of the cult of the individual began to make ,hem elves 
felt again with great force. 

ly after th death of talin, the Leninist core of 
th mmittee took the line of decisive ·truggle again t 
the cult of th individual and it grave consequences. ques­
tion mav ari e: why wa it that the e ame people did not openly 
com out against 'talin and remove him from leader hip? In 
th e -i ting ondition thi wa impo ible. There is no doubt 
that the fact· how talin to ha,-e been guilty of many lawle s 
ac.t , particularly in the final period of his life. t the ame 
time it houlcl not be forgotten that the oviet peoples knew 
Stalin a a man wh alway came out in defence of the U .... R. 
again t enemy intrigue and fought for the cau e of ociali m. 

t time. in thi. truggle he employed unw rthy method and 
violated Lenin' principle and rule of Party life. Herein lay 

talin' tragedy . However, the total effect of all this wa to 
handicap the truggle again t the lawle act which were then 
being perpetrated. ince the ucce e of ociali t con:truction, 
of the consolidation of the . . .R. were in the exi ting con­
dition. of the cult of the indi,·idual a.cribed to talin. 

ny oppo 1tion to 'talin in tho e condition would not 
have been under tood by the people, and the que i n here i by 
no mean one of lack of personal courage. It i clear that any­
one coming out again t talin in thi ituation w uld not have 
had the upp rt of the peopl . 1ore ver, in the ci rcum tance , 
any uch action would have been regarded a an act again t the 
cau e of so iali t con truction, a omething extremely danger­
ou in condition of capitali t encirclement, undermining the unity 
of the Part 1 and the entir tate. .. [ore \'er, the :ucces es 
ac mpli heel hy the working peo1 le of the ~ "iet 'nion und r 
the leader hip of their ommunist Party had in tilled Jeaitimate 
pride into th heart of every oviet man ancl er ated an atmos-
phere in which individual mi . takes and shortc mmgs med le' 
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lt should al o be borne in mind that 1m1ny fa ts and in or­
r ct a tion by talin, particular! 1 a reo-ards ~'i?lation of o:•i t 
law. becam known only r c ntl ', after tahn , death, mamly 
in conn ction with the e:-..--po ' urc of lleria"s <Tang and th cstah-
li. hment of Party ntrol over the . tate security oraan . 

The ·e are the main condition and cau ·e. which led to the 
ori~6n and ·pr ad of the cult of :alin .. Natura~ly thi explain , 
but in no wa , ju. ti fie. , the cult ot talm and 1L con equ nee . 
whjch have be n .o '11arply and ju.tly c ndemned by our Party. 

III 

There i no doubt that the cult of the individual inflicted 
·eriou damage to the cau. e of the omm~ni t Party and oviet 

ciety. However, it would be a ~re~t. m1 t~ke to conclude that 
the exj tence f the cult of the mdmdual m the pa t has led 
to any change in the ocial y tern of the U.. . .R.. or to ·e 
the origin of thi cult in the nature of. the OY1et oaal y tern. 
Both attitude, are ab lutely wrong mce they do not corres­
pond to reality. they contradict the fact . 

De. pite all he evil it did to the Party and the people, the 
cult of talin could not and did not change the nature of our 
- cial y tern. Xo cult of the indi,;dual could change the nature 
of the-. ociali t tate. wh;ch i ba ed upon the alliance of the 
w rking cla and the pea:-antry, and the friend hip of peoples, 
though this cult did d . eriou damage to the dev~lop.m~~t . of 
sociali t demo racy, to the de,·elopment of the creat1Ye 1mt1at1ve 
of million of people. 

To think that any individual, even o great a one as Stalin, 
could change our social and political y tern is to go completely 
again t the fact , ag-ain t :Marxi m and truth, to lapse into ideal­
ism. It would mean attributing to an individual such abnormal 
and supernatural force a the ability to change the sy tern of 
. ociety, especially of a ·ocial ystem where the decisive force 
lie in the million -. trong mas e of the working people. 

. .\. i known, the nature of a social and political system is 
determined by the mode of production, by ownership of the 
mean of production, by the cla . which holds the political power. 
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•ntir world knows that a.s a result of the October 
J voluti n and th vi t ry of Socialism, the socialist system of 
producti n wa e tablish d in our country, that power has been 
in th hands of th· w rking class ancl the peasantry for almost 
40 car now. Thi is why the oviet social system become. 
·tr ng r ear by ear, why its productive forces grriw. Even 
ur i.11-wi hers cannot help a knowledging thi · fact. 

The consequences of the cult of the individual, a · is known, 
have been e pressed in certain seriou mistakes in the leadership 
of different branches f Party and state activity, b th in the 
internal lif of the oviet Union and in its foreign policy. In 
particular, eriou mistal es made by Stalin can be indicated in 
the direction of agriculture, in the organization of the country's 
preparedne s to repul e the fascist invader , the gross exercise 
of arbitrary power whic.h led to the conflict in relations with 
Yugo lavia in the post-war period. These mistakes had a harm­
ful efie t on the development of certain a pects of the life of 
the oviet state and hindered, particularly in the last years of 
J. V. talin's life, the development of oviet society. However, 
it is evident that they did not lead Soviet society away from the 
correct road of advance to Communism. 

ur enemies allege that the cult of Stalin was engendered 
not by certain historic conditions which have already become a 
thing of the past, but by the Soviet system itself, by what they 
claim to be it lack of democracy, etc. uch slanderou assertion 
are refuted by the whole history of the Soviet state. The Sov­
iet , as a new democratic form of state power, grew out of the 
revolutionary work of the broad masses who ro e to fight for 
freedom. They were and remain organs of true people' power. 
It i preci ely this Soviet y tern that made it po ible to unlea h 
the tremendous creative energy of the people. It et in motion the 
inexhau tible forces inherent in the people. drew millions of 
people into conscientious management of the state, into active 
creative participation in the construction of ociali m. In a 
hi torically hort period the oviet tate emerged victoriou from 
the most terrible orc1eals, tood the te t of fire of the econd 
World War. 

When the la t exploiting classe had been liquidated in our 
country, when Sociali m had become the y tern aoyerning the 
whole national economy, and the situation of our country in 
relation to the world had hanged radically, the bound ( 'o­
viet democracy expanded enormou. ly. and they continue to 
expand. Jn contrast to all kind · of bourg oi democracy. ovi t 
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demtX'racy not mly proclaim.· hut mat 'rially guara11tees tn e\'ery 
memh r of Sl i ty without cxct>ption th' ri~rht to work . edu­
cation. and re ·t. to parti ·i1 ation in stat affairs. t) freedom of 
' peech. of the pr ;;s, f ron:ci n e, and also a r 'HI J os~ibilit' 
of the fr e de' 101111 nt of indiYidual nhiliti ' · and all other 
d mocratic right;; and fr ed ms. The essenc of democracy does 
not lie in its i nnal outward signs, the crux of the matter i,.; 
whether political power : rn~ .· and refl ts the \\'ill and the 
fundamental inter~· ts oi the majoritY of the 1 eople, th inter st , 
of the work;ng people.
