3 Mile
Island was an incredible indict

ment of this "Profit First, To

Hell With People" system. The
capitalists spat in the face of
the people. In many cities
across the country, thousands

took to the streets against nu
clear "time-bomb" plants and
weapons which held hostage the

lives of hundreds of millions.

15,000 rallied in San Francisco
against P G & E's Diablo Canyon
plant built just 2 miles from the
Hosgri fault. 3,000 tried to
block the launching of the new

Trident siib (with 408 nuke war

heads) at Groton, Connecticut.

The thousands joining a grow

ing anti-nuke movement has the
capitalists uptight. It couldn't
come at a worse time. Here are

the U.S. imperialists locked in
a deepening crisis, and in fact
the only way out is to fight a do
or-die war with the imperialist
USSR to redivide the world.

They've been trying hard to line
up the American people behind

their war moves. There's Secre

tary Brown warning—got to fight
for. o\ir Middle East oilj their

Deer Hunter flicks completely re
versing what people learned about
Viet Nam, their "Second to None?"

week-long special on ABC. But
despite all this, they're having
problems getting millions to be
flag-waving patriots ready to
die for the rich. Instead, thou
sands are rallying against nukes
with a growing sense of what this
rotten system means for people
in America and worldwide.

At this time, the capitalist
class is still able to spread
much illusion among the anti-
nuke forces. The anti-la.vermore

group, though righteously out
raged at these nuke weapons and
death labs run under UC's "seeker

of truth" cover, calls for "con

verting" them—" turn the skills
and resources of the labs totally
toward peaceful research...With

an already overwhelming nuclear
arsenal, the US can afford to

end the labs weapons research.

We don't need more nuclear bombs".

We don't but the imperialists
certainly do. Not just more, but'
"new and improved" kinds of bombs.
The Trident, neutron bomb (kills

people but leave factories in
tact) —these offensive nukes—are

exactly to fill their need to ac

tually win a nuclear Wcu:.
Many anti-nuke people see

things in contradictory ways.
They see big business and pro
fit system as behind TMI' and

Livermore, but only as an in
sane policy, rather than the
wheels of the imperialist sys
tem working in a cold, calcu
lated way. Amidst this confu

sion, there are also others who

based on their experience of how
imperialism works are serious
ly questioning this. Charles

Schwartz, UC professor of phy
sics and activist against Liver-

more, said in an interview

with the Revolutionary Worker,
"Naive? Yes. I mean, what are

we talking about—converting.
The big boys (in the Pentagon)
aren't going to let go."
At this point, many anti-nuke

forces cling to the hope that

if there's enough opposition,
even millions, it will peaceful
ly pressxire the few billionaires
to give up their nukes. But this
goes against the political real
ity that the US imperialists need
Livermore and neutron bombs to

fight their rival USSR, and con
tinue to blacJonail and plunder
other countries.

The imperialists^ will talk
about disarmament, and might
even sever the ties between UC

and Livermore. But their nukes

and drive toward war will rip

open any idea that we live in a
democracy which somehow got per

verted by big business. Instead,
how they really rule over us with

the mask of .democracy backed up

by the gun becomes clearer. This
dictatorship of the rich will
never give up peacefully. It'll
teach millions that only if the
working class"" together with all
those crushed by this system take
up the gun against their reaction
ary guns will the rich be remov
ed from power, as well as all the

horrors of nuclear weapons and

war.

The Livermore action and the

anti-nuke movement is putting

the imperialists in a tight spot.
No doubt, the capitalists will

try their best to cripple and
dead-end it. But its deepening

crisis and the bourgeoisie's
only way out, world war, will
sweep the thousands fighting
today into a revolutionary
movement of millions. ■

REVOLUflONARIES BATTLE FOR
MAY DAY PERMIT MA

Oakland, April 24, 1979 — For
several weeks, the city of Oak

land has refused to give the or

ganizations sponsoring May Day—
the Revolutionary Communist
Party, the Revolutionary Com
munist Youth Brigade, Vietnam
Veterans Against the War, Un
employed Workers Organizing Com
mittee, and the National United
Workers Organization—a permit
to march on May Day. The cops
said, "No way. We know who
signed this application and we
know what you stand for. You're
not marching."

It was clearly a political de
cision, part of the -sharpening
struggle between the capitalists
in Oakland and the revolutionary

forces around the RCP. It came

to a head at the City Council

meeting on April 24. The hall
was packed and after initially
denying the May Day forcfes a

place on the agenda. Mayor Wil
son suddenly said the Fire Mar
shall had decided too many peo

ple were in the room and the
May Day people should speak
first to clear some of the peo

ple out. They wanted, everybody
out, but their fire laws didn't
have anything to do with it.
The RCP speaker, one of the 3

people arrested for exposing the
bloody hands of the capitalists
in the murder of Melvin Black,

blasted the council and the cops,

and the more they were exposed
the more they squirmed. He
told them there would be hell to

pay if they tried to keep anyone
from marching.

Mayor Wilson quickly changed
his tune. Suddenly it seemed
that no one had denied anyone

anything yet, and that they
should all meet the next day to

discuss the march route. Was

this just a big misxinderstanding?
Not quite. It was a big de

feat for the capitalists. Fear
ing more exposure, they've been
forced to back down, at least

for the time being.

If anything, they wanted more
than ever to keep May Day out
of Oakland. They can still
remember the once revolutionary
Black Panther Party as they
took to the streets of Oakland
waving Red Books and boldly
putting out the need for armed
revolution. They can't stand
the thought of the RCP out on
the streets, celebrating May
Day in unity with millions of
revolutionaries worldwide.

Whatever they try, it was clear
that night, that the politicians
and cops weren't going to inti
midate anyone.

The Revotutionar']^ yprker spoke

with a member of the National
United Workers Organisation
(NUWO) who work's at a big elea-
tronias plant in Santa Clara
Comty. The NUWO has made it a
target of its May Day work and
the capitalists are freaked
out. After all^ women in the
electronics industry are sup
posed to behave like "ladies..

All week long, we'd been sell
ing the Revolutionary Worker and
passing out May Day literature
in the plant and at the gates.
It was pretty sharp. It was be

coming a pretty big thing in the
plant. On Friday, we had a
plant gate rally going on that
afternoon, and right in the mid
dle of it, the plant security
pulled me off the line "and said

that the Mt. View police want
to interrogate me about vandal

ism in the plant. Someone had
spray-painted about May Day in
the plant and stuff like that.

I had on my May Day t-shirt
and they were real uptight. So
they take me over to this Mt.

View pig and leave—like plant
security didn't care one way or
the other about it. The secur

ity said they had no idea what
was going on.
The pig gave me a big story

about how I had been seen doing
the stuff. When I asked him

why he happened to come today
when we were having the rally,

not last week when it happened,

he said he had alot of things
to do...kind of like he was the

only pig in Mt. View or some
thing.

I didn't say much to him. And
I went back to work and called

some people in the NUWO and told

them what had gone down. So
that night, they had a midnight
rally with a leaflet and a big
sign, "Hands Off Our Revolution

aries.'" It was great. About
20 people were outside, and it
was really a tense situation.

The pigs didn't come out, but
the security stood out by where
people left the plant and all
kinds of people were checking it
out. They wanted to see what

the NUWO was doing. It was the
first time the NUWO was really
out there. The security was
blocking them off^ telling them
not to go down there to the

gate, don't talk to these

^^revolutionaries, don't take the
leaflets, just get in your car
and split.
Toward the end of the rally,

they got a little more brave,
like when the last car was leav

ing. Then they got real tough
and they told us the NUWO could

not do that anymore. He'came up
to one worker who helped us do
the rally and who was talking to
a friend of hers and told her

not to talk to him, and she told

him to get lost. The NUWO peo
ple surrounded her and protected
her from the security guard and
he left.

The next day there was alot of,
talk about it. The people were
pissed off about the nerve of

having a pig come into the plantI
The whole atmosphere where a pig
coming into the plant gets peo
ple real mad.

There was alot of talk about

May Day and the NUWO. There

was all kinds of talk cbout big
questions like should you sign
up with the revolutionaries or

not. Then on Friday (April 27)
they called" me off the floor

twice. -They had guards follow
ing me all week, and I'd been in

the cafeteria talking to people
every night. And so they had
two take me out of the cafeteria

and up to my department to show
my work badge, like they didn't
know if I worked there or not.

And the two others stayed in the
cafeteria, and talked to people
about not listening to me.

And earlier, I got pulled in
by the head of the whole plant
security who asked all the same
questions the Mt. View pigs did.
I told him to talk to them if he

wanted to know, to read their re

port, and if he had a warrant to

• show it, otherwise I'd split.
And he was really scared, because
some workers could hear all

this and they knew who was right.
And one other thing I found

out was that in some departoents
they've been having meetings and
telling people not to read any- -
thing on the walls of the bath
room and not to read any of the
leaflets from the revolutionaries
and not to upset "our happy
family " and all that bullshit.
I mean, look what they're doing,
protecting the workers from

revolutionary politics. They
don't want people raising their
heads and seeing there's a fu
ture besides War, besides, wel
fare, and all the crap they put
out on people.
It just shows you how uptight

they are that we're speaking the
truth and people are getting be
hind us. And that's why they
have to attack the whole May
Day campaign. They really want
to stop May Day, but we're not
going to be stopped.®'

4 MOVIE REVIEW

CHINA SYNDROME
(WPS)-On the same day that I saw

the China Synds*ome, I got home in
time to catch an all-star version

of the six o'clock news. Jimmy

Carter blasted the oil companies
for being greedy, the NRG said
sohiething like 52 or 53 atomic re
actors had safety flaws, Jane Fonda
claimed, that between Harrisburg

and the China Syndrome the death
knell of the nuclear industry had
been spelled out. Everybody is de
finitely in the act these days. The

China Syndrome plays a role in
dramatizing the situation, particu
larly in light of recent attempts
to play off Three Mile Island as
overblown, no real danger, and so
on. In fact, the China Syndrome
has such an eerie resemblance to

the Harrisburg accident, to anyone

who had seen it, that the bourgeoi

sie's credibility was almost shat
tered from the first lie they told.
(You've got to check out the movie's
PR man and compare him to Jack Her-

bline of Metropolitan Edison, the
real life mouthpiece.)
It's a gripping suspense story fo
cusing on a TV news reporter, Jane
Fonda, and her cameramem, Michael

Douglas, who accidentally witness
and film a near-catastrophic melt
down. The subsequent cover-up and
struggle to expose the truth are
exciting as hell. It's full of
fairly realistic bad guys, greed
and power barons, a company full
of treacherous Yes men, deadly

hired goons, and even a murderous
SWAT team. Add the immediacy of

the Harrisburg accident and you're
hooked...no doubt about the fact

that seeing China Syndrome beats
the daylights out of spending two
hours in front of Animal Souse
or The Warriors.

But the overall effect of the

movie has to be weighed carefully.
First, although the potential hor
rors of a meltdown really reach
out and grab you, Three Mile
Island provided material firsthand.
In a sense the main value of the

China Syndrome was rendered obso
lete. Its message is mainly that
there is a big problem. Now almost
everybody already know it, which
leaves us with the movie's ana

lysis which has real problems.
The movie does a fairly good job

of portraying the capitalists, who
come off as despicable creatures

willing to do anything for a pro
fit. At the same time, the heros

of the movie are a TV reporter, a
freelance cameraman, and progres
sive scientists and engineers. It
is a story of a crusade of the
petty bourgeoisie (middle classes)
armed with "reason" against the big
bourgeoisie (the monopolists).

Of course, these forces, nuclear

scientists, progressive journalists

and so on, have played an important

role in the anti-nuclear struggle

and in other battles as well. But

their role is limited by their
own class position and outlook,
which the movie reflects.

Whether the film makers intended

it or not, the activists in the ,

A superbly suspenseful,
eiVer^ crafted,

SALINASi On Feb. 23 in the

Imperial Valley, three gun-
toting scabs working for Mario
Sai Kon shot 80 bullets in

to Rufino Contreras, a strik

ing farmworker, killing him
in front of dozens of witnesses.

And now, barely 2 months later,
the judge in El Centro court,
has dropped the chcirges against
these scabs for "lack of evi

dence" . A rubber stamp opera

SALINAS. El 23 de febrero en

el Valle Imperial, tres esquiro-
les armados trabaj adores de Ma
rio Sai Kon dispararon 80 bala-
20S eri Rufino Contreras, un cam-
pesino en huelga, matSndolo en
f3?ente de docenas de testigos.
Y ahora, apenas 2 meses despuis,
el juez en la corte de El Centro,
ha quitado los cargos en contra
de estos esquiroles por "falta
de evidencia." Una operacidn de
estampilla para la clase capi-
talista—es legal matar a un
campesino en huelga, ilegal sa-
car esquiroles de los campos;
es legal para ellos forzar a la
gente a vivir en vivieridas con
ratas y cucarachas, ilegal cru-
