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If the theoretical struggle against modern
revisionism played a vital role in the rebuilding

of a Marxist-Leninist movement it was especially
the Great Proletarian Cultural Revolution, an
unprecedented new form of struggle, itself in

large part a fruit of this combat against modern
revisionism, that gave rise to a whole new
generation of Marxist-Leninists. The tens of mil-
lions of workers, peasants and revolutionary youth
who went into battle to overthrow the capitalist
roaders entrenched in the party and state apparatus
and to further revolutionise society struck a vibrant
chord among millions of people across the world
who were rising up as part of the revolutionary upsurge
that swept the world in the 1960s and early 1970s.

The Cultural Revolution represents the most advanced
experience of the proletarian dictatorship and the
revolutionising of society.
