In July 1850, the operation to liberate Taejon was
conducted. The city was an important city in south
Korea and a highly strategic area linking the Ryong-
nam and Honam areas.

After fleeing from Seoul, the enemy proclaimed the
city a “temporary capital” and massed the bulk of
his armed forces there. Among other things, the US
imperialist aggressors assembled here their 24th Divi-
sion, the so-called “invincible division”, and other mi-
litary support units. They made a desperate attempt
to defend Taejon and announced that this was the
