lf you're looking for a place where World War lll could break out, the Persian Gulf looms large as
a candidate. The current crisis in this area is being played out amid intense internationaltensions,
and in many ways, concentrates the whole explosive world situation. lt is not for nothing that t.v.'s
Nightline, in the aftermath of "The Day After," featured "The Crisis Game" - a war game where the
U.S. and the Soviet Union clashed directly in lran.

This is a preworld war period. The "equilibrium" of today's world is one in which decisive ad'
vance and strategic gain by either the U.S. or Soviet-led bloc can hardly be tolerated by the other.
Truce talk aside, it is hard to imagine ANY resolution to the Gulf crisis which would not signif icantly
"disturb the equilibrium" for the imperialists. This is not a region that can return to "normal"
because this is not a world that can return to "normal."

The U.S.'s long history of "peaceful non-intervention" is well known to the people of the world,
including in lran and lraq. From the bloody bringing to power of the Shah of lran, to the ClA-trained
SAVAK (the Shah's secret police), to the instigation of lraq's invasion of lran, to the constant f ueling
of the cunent war between two butcher regimes at the cost of hundreds of thousands of lives - all
this and more has been done in the pursuit of imperialist domination and control of the Persian Gulf.
Today, the U.S.'s "neutrality" and "peacekeeping" include directing Saudi Arabia as they fly U.S.
planes armed with U.S. missiles and assisted by U.S.-manned AWACs to shoot down lranian
blanes; the building of a Rapid Deployment Force capable of mobilizing 300,000 troops for action in
the Gulf, and the turning of Saudi Arabia into a virtual NATO military base - complete with airf ields
for B-52's, the U.S. stra[egic nuclear bomber. As the U.S. has often pointed out, the Gulf is a NATO
chokepoint and is "keyto the alliance." The Sotriets as well have been maneuvering fortheirown ad'
vantage in the Gulf (e.g.: supplying arms to lraq, strengthening ties with sections of lran's rulers,
and of course the minor detail of troops amassed in Afghanistan).

Given all this, all the U.S. babble about "neutrality" and "senseless violence" only shows that
they expect people in the U.S. to buy any excuse for a "just" World War lll.

Times such as these starkly reveal that we cannot afford to leave the fate of the world's people in
the hands of these mass murderers who every time they talk peace mean war and every time they
talk ceasefire intensify preparations for a globalconflict. The Revolutionary Communist Party,USA
is actively working for what we see as the only realistic solution to prevent World War - revolution,
here and in other parts of the world. At the same time, we believe it is incumbent on all those who op'
pose U.S. aggression and the escalation towards World War lll to join together in figuring out the
ways to oppose this madness as well as to support revolutionary initiativs taken by the masses
worldwide.

"This pro-
grain was desi gned and i,lpl enrenteC by the
Airerican Institute for the Free Development
of Laoor of the AFL-CIA and one Dr. Roy
P0sternan, who acquired counter-insurgency
experience in a similar prograirirr Vjetnair
and tire Phi I I ipine. In two ironths alone
this program resulted in the deaths of 240
leaders of the peasant cooperatives.

I've sold the Red Flag Magazine at punk sholvs at the 0lyrnpic Auditorium on a

couple occasions. 0n the'last, a Su'icidal Tendencjes gigr 0Ur mag sales were
supressed, the mag banned f rorn i ns'ide the lral I and mysel f ejected ti^ri ce for
selling inside. Even so we sold betrreen 20 and 30 rnagazines, and had five
destroyed by the security (rnore on this later).

At the previous shovr we so'ld 70 magazjnes -that's alot. I think more could
have been sold except that the security was hounding us all night.

This t'ime I noticed the usual squad cars hovering around. Unusual was a ducr

of cops right in front of the hall entrance watching things and chatt'ing with
jock type guys. l{hen I entered the ha11, like everyone e1se, I was frisked.One
of the bouncers asked what was in my bag. He pulled out a copy of RF, then
pu11ed me to the side and ca'lled one of the head bouncers. He, in turn, took the
mag and returned with a man with a walkie talkje, lvho said "no way, you can't
bri ng these i n here. "

I managed to get back in and have my bag secreted.in. In general the
recept'ion among the punks was very good. Sal es i nsi de rvent pretty lre11 , passi ng
the mag around, one or two in many grou,os buying it. Youth had questjons ivhat
kind of revolution, and vrhat k'ind of society we were talking about.

0thers were really down on the 01ynpics, kind of like its a big waste. I
showed them a REV0LUTIONARY WORKER with the "D'inosaurer FolIies" article.
Bobby Knight's quote blew them away.

I was talking to a woman about the i'4iami article. She said "there js no
Miami, it doesn't exist..all the Haitians." I said 'its great for revolut'ion that
all these immigrants are here. She handed me a dollar and as I gave her a

magazine the security grabbed me from behjnd, took her magazine and five I had
in my hand, threw them in the garbage and kicked me out. A'lot of youth were
I ook'ing on who knew what I was sel 1 i ng.

I got back'in and saw the rest of the show, and afterward sold outside
again. One broke youth finally got a friend to give him rnoney for an issue. But
before we exchanged --- three or four beefy punks'in thejr 20's canre up yelling
stuff about "comm'ie shit", grabbing the inagazine out of the youth's hands and
toss'ing i t back 'into mi rre.

These jerks were pu11i ng down the'ir suspenclers act'ing 1 i ke they were g0nna
make a move on me ---- clenching their fists. I got mad and went off about hot^r

they were little John Waynes.
I saicj we were exposing the invas'ion of Grenada, lvere they for it? What

about I'li ami , were they aga'inst that? I tri ed to take the po1 i ti cal of fens'ive
and put them "to shame" po1itica11y. They're not doing shit to change anything
while the imperja'lists prepare for rvar.The jerks were getting pretty exposed and
would have really looked bad if they resorted to "their only answer" punches. So

they backed off.
Whether they were organized by the state I don't know. But interestingly

enough I didn't notice any uniformed cops come up to scope out this heated
exchange that went down. Squad cars were cruising by...and usually the cops
find any excuse or create one to step in. I know they had seen the magazine
earlier and knew who we were.

They try to repress our activjty at the shor.rs. But among the people there l

we are known, sy,"npathized with,respected (in the sense that we are for rea1,
serious about revolutjon, willing to struggle and our analysis is "provocatjve
and different"). RED FLAG's gotten out pretty broadly. And the world situation
is, in a way "on our side."

Artist Barbara Carrasco rvas commiss'ioned by the Community Redevelopment Agency to produce
a portable rnural to be displayed downtolvn LA during the 0lynrpics. But the mural , t'itled
"Los Angeles History: A i'lexican Perspective" was offjc'ial ly "decommissjoned" last gear.
This actjon carne after Carrasco resisted attempts to censor, as she put it what the CRA

cc,tsiCered "inflanrinatory images" that "might embarass the city if displayed during the
13E4 gaines. "

The mural depicted a young Latina deep in thought, whose hair flows back for 20 yards
intertrvining 51 scenes and 72 portraits from LA's beginning to present. Unacceptable to
the CRA were scenes depicting the mass lynching of 21 Chinese in the late 1800's, a Black
slave, an internment camp at Manzainar for Japanese during World War II, portraits of
farnous Mexican resi stors to the US theft of Cal iforn'ia. Itlost 'ironica11y, the CRA demanded
the reinoval .of a scene w'ith 1932 LA 0lynpic whiter^rash of an off icial ly commissioned mural
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by the Mexjcan artists David Alfaro Sigueros.
