order to see the bloody grip of the imperialists torn from the op
pressed world-wide? You will have to be strong, but if you want
others to be strong, then you have to be strong yourself. Where
will you be?

Events in the world will compel you to choose, and sooner
than you think, because we are rapidly approaching one of those
rare moments in history when all the strength of this imperialist
dinosaur will turn into its opposite—vulnerability. In the 1980's
their very ability to rule may well go up for grabs. Think about it,
how could there not be tremendous upheaval and turmoil in the
face of the unparalleled misery and suffering of world war and
crisis? But when a revolutionary situation ripens, when millions
can no longer stand to live one day longer with this madness,
then the actions today of the far-sighted fighters for the working
class's revolutionary interests will have been decisive. In embryo
in the streets on May First will be forged the force that can lead
millions to win in a revolutionary struggle for power with these
criminals in three-piece suits who long ago made Hitler look like a
petty gangster.

Don't drag yourself back using the excuse that others are
backward, ignorant or too afraid. That just won't cut it. People
change (just look at the '60s and just think about the '80s). This reac
tionary system Itself will be a great educator. No, even in the face
of outright murder—including the recent cold-blooded police
agent execution of Comrade Damian Garcia who raised the red
flag over the Alamo—many more have been inspired to step for
ward.

Washington D.C., Monday April 27,
1:05 p.m. Today as the decrepit
congressmen droned on In usual
fashion on the floor of the U.S. House

of Representatives, a giant red flag
was boldly unfurled to the shock and
outrage of these drunken servants of
the bourgeoisie. A member of the D.C.
May Day Committee boomed out: "Our
flag is red, not red, white and blue."
The chambers echoed as the words
from a statement by the Committee
resounded off the walls.

"We members of the May Day Com

mittee proudly and defiantly raise the -
Red Flag, the revolutionary banner of -.-i
the working class right here In the
nerve center of U.S. imperialism.. .Ou^
flag has flown everywhere our brothers:/
and sisters rise up against you.. ,0n '
May 1st, many thousands of us, class-
conscious workers and others, will
thunder through the streets of your
america, marching shoulder to
shoulder with our class worldwide.
Capitalists, your gravediggers have
arrived!..."

The congressmen obviously freaked,
stared up with jaws gaping open, ^
reacting to the Red Flag like vampires ^
to the light of day. ^
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The following is a statement by the wife of Comrade Damian Garcia. It
was written the night after Comrade Garcia was murdered by police
agents in Los Angeles.

Last night someone more than just a husband or father died. Most Im
portantly, a fighter, a revolutionary, a comrade was murdered by those
who fear and tremble at what Damian stood for—revolution, the road to
freedom.

Being a revolutionary to Damian was the most important thing in his
life. When the call from the RCP came for the May Day Brigades, he was
filled with excitement—an opportunity to be out among the masses, strug
gling, talking, acting over how the bright future of revolution is possi
ble—and particularly calling on all who hate the red, white and blue and
all It stands for to step forward and pick up the glorious red flag of the in
ternational working class, and march on May 1st—taking history Into our
hands.

If Damian were here, he would say, "Don't grieve—step forward to
take my place. Pick up the red flag, march on May 1st, because the vic
tory of May 1st Is ever so sweet."

The highest tribute anyone could pay Damian, Is to hold high the red
flag of revolution—to fight to consciously understand what it stands for
and why we must cherish it.

One thing that Damian cherished as much as the red flag was the
Party that called on him to raise it, the RCP. Damian was a revolutionary
because he loved the masses, he loved freedom, and he was willing to
stake everything on turning the world right side up under the leadership of
the RCP. •

Red FlagI Internationale Day

—Prelude to May 1st
Thursday, April 24. Red Flag/Inter

nationale Day took place in the midst of
the rapidly sharpening battle to "take
history into our hands" and into the
streets on May 1st. In particular, the
police murder of Damian Garcia, a
member of the Revolutionary Com
munist Party and the Revolutionary
May Day Brigade, both raised the
stakes of the battle and gave Red Flag/
Internationale Day added importance
and significance. Thousands of red
flags flew across the country, and at
one time—1:55 p.m. in the East. 12:55
p.m. in the Midwest, 11:55 a.m. in the
mountain states, 10:55 a.m. in the West
and 8:55 a.m. in Hawaii—people na
tionwide rose together to sing the Inter
nationale, the anthem of the interna
tional proletariat. The revolutionary
content of Red Flag/Internationale
Day was historically unprecedented in
this country. A section of (he pro
letariat and others are thus joining their
comrades around the world in declar
ing, as the Internationale puts it, **The
Internationale shall be the human
race."

The current regular issue of the RW
(April 25) contains initial reports on
Red Flag/Internationale Day. The
following are some follow-ups and new
reports.

Los Angeles

. The police murder of Damian Garcia
was a central focus of Red Flag/Inter
nationale Day throughout Southern
California. In the Vernon meat district,
where Damian worked for a number of
years, 275 red flags were sold last week.

In one smalt plant, all the workers took
them in his honor. Upon hearing of his
murder, one worker said, "I used to be
involved, but I feel so empty since I'm
not doing anything. It's like I don't
have a purpose." Immediately after his
murder, the Vernon pigs flooded the
district, circling back and forth. One
worker said, "His murder made me
sick, sad, and angry. Look at these pigs
—they never used to drive all over like
this. They are afraid of your newspa
per. You guys aren't going to go away,
are you?" •

At U.C. Riverside, 40 flags flew in a
demonstration about Zimbabwe on
Wednesday. Over 40 flags were taken
by youth on Van Nuys Boulevard, a
local cruising strip, where some skate-
boarded down the sidewalk holding red
flags in their teeth. At County Hospital,
20 people made small red flags and put
them on toothpicks, sticking them on
their lapels to wear all day since they
didn't have a permanent station to fly
them from. In the East L.A. projects,
in 2 hours, 17 people signed the state
ment of outrage. The Women's Build
ing in Los Angeles, a center for the
women's movement, now has a large
display on May Day and Damian's
murder.

New York

As reported in the last RIf (No. 51),
the garment district in New York was
on fire with red flags. Over 300 flew
here alone. New reports show what a
class battle unfolded in these few con
centrated blocks on Red Flag/Interna-

tionale Day. May Day agitators were
out early selling flags and RW'$\ later,
garment workers reported back where
the red flags were hung. Workers
decorated bosses' doors and desks with
red flags. Flags were flying inside on the
plant walls. Outside, red flags hung
from restaurants, sandwich boards,
light poles, trucks and pushcarts. As the
1:55 time to sing the Internationale ap
proached, the cockroach bosses began
standing in the doorways, threatening
the workers. Eyes were focused on the
street where the Internationale was to
be sung. One worker pushed his cart
with a red flag on it over to be used as a
staging platform. Another young Black
worker, who didn't work in the gar
ment district but had bought a red flag
for himself and his son a few hours
earlier, came back to sing the Interna
tionale. A Puerto Rican worker
stormed out to Join in the singing—in
direct defiance of the bosses' threat to
fire him. He stayed with the revolu
tionaries the rest of the day. Under the
eyes of dozens of bosses and hundreds
of workers, eight stepped forward to
join in the singing, while 20 more stood
nearby humming the tune as the Inter
nationale was sung in Spanish, English
and French. As RW\ and flags con
tinued to be sold, and the word of the
vicious murder of Damian Garcia
spread, an Italian worker, infuriated,
turned to two bosses behind him.
"What do you think of that? They mur
dered him." One boss made a mocking
remark about "waiting for the revolu
tion." The worker shot back, "You
guys don't do a goddam thing, while
everyone out here is breaking their
backs—you live off these people."

Blocks away downtown as a secretary
came into work she saw a big red flag
hanging out of the window. She ex
citedly told the man who had raised it
about all the flags in the garment dis
trict. When he said he was going to take
it out on the streets with him, she said,
"Don't touch that flag—that flag is
gonna hang out that window from now
until May First."

Seattle

At a meat packing house in Seattle,
Red Flag/Internationale Day and May
Day have been sharp questions. Several
workers who at first had hesitated to
buy red flags defiantly bought them
when they heard of the murder of Da
mian Garcia. A Black worker flew a
flag at his station all day. Another
worker grabbed the red flag and walked
all over the plant, waving it high. When
backward workers began baiting him,
he came back to his station, found a
sharp meathook, put the red flag on it
and waved it right back in their faces.

At a junior high school (grades 7-9),
a student had. been organizing for May
Day for a while. Monday,, after spray
painting appeared on the school wall,
almost every teacher had a "discus
sion" about May Day, warning stu
dents to stay clear of this "Russian holi
day." On Thursday, the student stood
alone singing the Internationale. Only a
couple of red flags had been bought.
That afternoon, a fight broke out be
tween Blacks and whites, a typical scene
at the school. The student activist called
the Revolutionary Communist Youth
Brigade, and just as he finished his call,
the Vice-Principal pulled (he phone
out of the wall, threatening the student.
But it was too late. The Brigade arrived,
and when the students outside heard
about Damian's murder, 100 bought
flags on the spot. The next morning,
Friday, 20 Black students .surrounded
May Day organizers and said they were
going to organize a May First walkout.
The school authorities went wild. They
locked the students in the classrooms,
but they couldn't clamp down on t,he
rebellion. The rebellious youth couldn't
wait. Friday afternoon, six days before
May Day, nearly 200 students walked
out I

Cincinnati

One worker who has taken up orga
nizing for May Day decided to ask a
construction company to donate red

A squad of Revolutionary Worker sellers wanted to expand their distribu
tion among Mexican laborers. None of them spoke Spanish, so they arrang
ed to have a Spanish-speaking agitator meet them on a corner downtown.
They anxiously waited, and finally spotted their Spanish agitator—in a
phone booth. Apparently, he was phoning a car repair service as his car had
broken down. The squad told him to forget the car, that there wasn't time.
Out selling the newspaper, the regular sellers encouraged their Spanish
agitator to be louder and bolder when he addressed the workers, and ha en
thusiastically obliged as he sold the paper and red flags. On the way home
the regular RW sellers, worried that nobody had helped the brother prepare
his agitation the night before, inquired—had anyone called him last night?
To their surprise he answered, "Who'd call me? I didn't know anybody
before I met you." Back at the corner, they spotted the agitator—he^had
been sent out but had arrived late. The man recruited from the phone booth
later explained, "It was the red flags that touched my heart."

Some workers at one company gave
him several. Thursday he saw some
other workers from the same company,
but the usual red flags were nowhere to
be seen. When he asked what was going
on, they explained—the company boss
told them they were not to use red flags
on that day or one day next week!

Cleveland

Five revolutionaries sat in jail on Red
Flag/Internationale Day in Cleveland
for "inciting riot." They were arrested
after students at. a> college who had
heard of Damian Garcia *s murder had
bought red flags and waved them de
fiantly in the faces of campus cops. As
the revolutionaries sat in jail, one heard
an unfamiliar voice talking about May
Day. The voice was that of a young
Black man. In surprise, he asked the
May Day activists, "Are you with May
Day? 1 was just busted for May Day
too!" He pointed to a gash with stitches
above his eye. As it turned out, some
time ago he had bought ar{ RW and a
May Day button, and had been organiz
ing for May Day for weeks. That day he
had been on a bus when he spotted the
scuffle on the college campus. He re
cognized the May Day symbol on some
one's T-shirt. "This is about what I'm
about," he thought—and immediately
jumped off the bus and dove into the
fight.

NUEVA YORK. Como se informo
en el ultimo OR (25 de abril, no. 51), el
di-strito de la costura de Nueva York
estaba llamenado con banderas rojas,
mds de 300 ondearon solo en esta ciu-
dad. Nuevos informes demuestran que
batalla de clases se desplego en estas
pocas cuadras concentradas en el Dia de
la Bandera Roja y la Iniernacional. Los
agitadores del Primero de Mayo habian
salido temprano a vender las banderas y
los OR, mas tarde, los trabajadores de
la costura volvieron a informar sobre
donde se habia colgardo las banderas
rojas. Los trabajadores decoraron las
puertas y los escritorios de los patrones
con banderas rojas, las banderas fueron
tambien colgades adentro de la planta,
en las paredes. Afuera, las banderas ro
jas ondeaban frente a los restaurantes,
sobre los cartelones, sobre los postes de
luz, sobre los camiones y las carreilllas
de mano. A1 acercarse la 1:55, bora de
cantar la Internacional, los patrones-
cucharachas comenzaron a pararse en
las entradas, y a anienazar a los trabaja
dores. Las vistas se enfocaron en la
calle, donde se habria de cantar la Inter
nacional. Un trabajador empujo su ca-
rretiUa con una bandera roja sobre ella
hasia el sitlo, para que fuera utilizada
de plataforma. Otro joven trabajador
negro, que no trabajaba en la costura,
perd que habja comprado una bandera
roja para 41mismo y para su hijo, unas
pocas horas antes, regreso para cantar
la Internacional. Un trabajador puerto-
rriquenp prorrumpio para unirse al can
tar, en desafio directo de las amenazas
paironales de .ser despedido. Se quedo
con los revolucionarios el resto del dia.
Delante de los ojos de docenas de
patrones y cientos de obreros, och'o se
presentaron a unirse al canto, 20 m^s
permanecieron cerca, canturreando la

tonada mientras se cant6 la Internacio
nal en espahol, ingles, y frances. A me-
dida que se segula vendiendo el OR y
banderas rojas, y se difundia la noticia
del feroz a.sesinato de Damian Garcia,
un trabajador italiano, enfurecido, se
volvio hacia dos patrones que esiaban
detras de el: "^Que piensan de eso? Lo
asesinaron." Un patron hizo un comen-
tario desderloso acerca de "Esperando
la revolucion." El trabajador replico:
"Usiedes no hacen un carajo, mientras
todos los demas aqui se quiebran el
lomo, ustedes .se alimentan de esta
gente."

A unas cuadras de esto, al llegar una
secretaria al trabajo, vio una gran
bandera roja que colgaba de la ventana.
Le conto con emocion al hombre que la
habia alzado acerca de todas las bande
ras rojas en el distrito de la costura.
Cuando el le dijo que iba a llevar la
bandera a las calles, ella le dijo: "No
toques esa banders—esa bandera va a
colgar de e.sa ventana de.sde hoy hasta el
Primero de Mayo."

SEATTLE. En una empacadora de
carne en Seattle, el Dia de la Bandera
Roja y la Internacional y el Primero de
Mayo han sido cuestiones muy
debatidas. Varios obreros que al prin-
cipio habian vacilado. en comprar ban
deras rojas, las compraron desafiante-
mente al oir del asesinato de Damian
Garcia. Un obrero negro coloco una
bandera en su sitio de trabajo durante
todo el dia. Otro obrero cogio • la
bandera roja y camino por toda la plan
ta llev^ndola en alto. Cuando unos
obreros atrasados comenzaron a provo-
carlo, regreso a su puesto de trabajo,
encontro unos ganchos de carniceria
afilados, coloco la bandera roja en
ellos, y la ondeo frente a las caras.

En una escuela secundaria (grados 7 a
9), un .estudiante habia estado organi-
zando para el Primero de Mayo por un
tiempo. El lunes, despues de haber apa-
recido unas palabras pintadas en las
paredes de la escuela, casi todos los
maestros tuvieron una "discusion"
acerca del Primero de Mayo, advirtien-
dole a los estudiantes a que no se
metieran en e.ste "dia de fiesto ruso."
El jueves, el estudiante permanecio solo
al cantar la Internacional. Solo un par
de banderas rojas habian sido compra-
das. Esa tarde, hubo una pelea entre

negrosy blancps, una escena tipica en la
escuela. El activism esiudianlil llamo a
la Brigada de Juventud Comunista
Revolucionaria. y justo dl acabar su
llamada, el vicedirectpr arranco el tel4-
fono de la pared, y amenazo al estu
diante. Peroya era demasiado tarde. La
Brigada llego, y cuando los estudiantes
que estaban afuera oyeron del asesinato
de Damian, 200 compraron banderas
ahi mismo. La mahana siguiente, el
viernes, 20 estudiantes negros rodearon
a los organizadores del Primero de
Mayo y dijeron que ellos iban • a
organizar una huelga del Primero de
Mayo. Las autoridades de la escuela se
enloquecieron. Encerraron con Have a
los estudiantes en sus clases, pero no
pudieron reprimir la rebelion. Los
jovenes rebeldes no pudieron esperar.
El viernes por la tarde, seis dias antes
del Primero de Mayo, i200 estudiantes
salieron de .9us clases!

CINCINNATI. Un trabajador que
tomaba pane en organizar para el Pri
mero de Mayo decldio preguntarle a
una compaflia de la construccion a que
contribuyera banderas roja^ para el Dia
de la Bandera Roja y la Internacional'.
Algunos trabajadores en la compafiia le

-dieron varias. El jueves, vio a algunos
otros obreros de la misma compafiia,
las banderas rojas de costumbre no se
veian por ninguna parte. Cuando pre-
gunto lo que ocurria, ellos explicaron.
El patron de la compafiia les habia
dicho que no usaran las banderas rojas
en ese dia,; ni tampoco un cierto dia la
semana que viene!

CLEVELAND. Cinco revolucionarios
esiaban en la c^ircel el dia de la Bandera
Roja y la Internacional en Cleveland,
acusados de incitar un motin. Fueron
arrestados despues que unos estudiantes
en una universidad, que habian oido del
asesinato de Damian Garcia, habian
comprado banderas rojasa y las habian
ondeado con desafio frente a la policia
de la universidad. Mientras los revolu
cionarios estaban en la cdrcel, uno escu-
cho una voz desconocida hablar del Pri
mero de Mayo. La voz era de un joven
negro.

Ese dia habia estado en un autobus
cuando vio una refriega en el campo de
la universidad.

"Esto .se trata de lo que
me trato yo," penso, y de inmediato se
bajd del autobus y se metio en la pelea.

La noche anterior, Gil Scott-
Heron, actualmente haclendo una
gira nacional, durante su Conclerto
de Birmingham, Informo, a su au-
dencia del asesinato de Damian
Garcia y de las reuniones con-
memoratlvas que se Iban a convo-
car. Mustcos de diferentes nacio-
nalidades por todo el pais, en
Cleveland, Nueva York, el Area la
Bahia de San Francisco, y Prairie
Fire y otros en Los Angeles, han
preparado o van a preparar con-
ciertos para el Primero de Mayo en
el mismo espiritu de un cinemato-
grafo en una ciudad que dijo:
